The Britih Consul at New York immediately
telegraphed this fact to Lord Lyons, wha in turt
dispatched to Halifax to detain the steamer at that
point until his dispatches should arrive there.

When he had received correct information re-
garding the battle, he took a dispatch to the tele.
raph office, and supposed it would be sent imme-

diately. Something occurring to arouse bin sus-
picions, he, aecompanied by his secretary, drove
to the telegrah office and requested that his dia-
patches should be repeated to Halifax. This
forced the operator to acknowledge that they had
not been forwarded. " By whose orders are my
dispatches teppresesed" queried the indignant
Briton. " By those of Seoretat5-eward," wao thereply. The British represeatat•es drove immedi'e diately to the StateDepartmtes and ingiredof the

Premier it such orders hadk been given. He re-
plied in the affirmative. My paeporta! " was the
stern demand of England. Sewarid hesitated. A
Cabinet consultation was held. The dispatches
were sent. and Lord Lyons relectantey withdrew
his demand, hut informed the astonfhed Cabinet
that he should refer the matter to his overrnment.
