After an ltlnity df rrmors, reports and contra-
diofnons, we at last have some clear and intelligi-
ble news from Missouri-; and it is news most grati-
fying and g neoraging to the Southern cause. It
comes through a hostile cbianiel, and the Federal
disaster is of course underrated, for It seems im-
possible for the Federals to tell the truth about
their.reverhes. But no doubt -remains that our
a troops under McCoulloh and Price have met and

defeated the Hessians under Lyon and Siegel, and
dispersed and driven them back, leaving the Fed-
eral Geperal Lyon dead upon the field, No more
defeng•iass women and children will be ruthlessly
shotdown in the streets of St. Louis by this cruel
and cowardly tool-of the Federal despotism at
Washington.

This victory is hardly second in importance toI the splendid triumph at Manassas. In some re-

splcts it is even more gratifying. Without thea shadow of an excuse, the Federal armies have

overrun Missouri for weeks past, disarming citi-
zens, terrifying the women and children, and insti-
tating among the people all the rigors and terrors
Sof'a hostile military occupation. For some unex-
plained reason, Missouri was the object of the
special.ire of the Washington Administration. Re-0 fusing to march their troops into Kentuoky, they

made no hesitancy about Missouri. Knowing per-
Shaps that this latter State was sound to the core
in the Southerncapuse, while the same could not be4 said of Kentucky, all their energies were bent to

t5 its complete subjugation and humiliation. They
made a grand mistake in this, as in all their other
enterprises, eisil or military. The people of Mfis-
bf onri, instead of being cowed and put down by thes Federal army, only had their resentment the more

is strongly aroused, and their sense of wrong made

keener and more Acute. They were unable to re-
sist, at first, for lack of arms--bt they rallied to
the army of relief, so opportunely sent by the Con-
federate Government, and the result is before us
in a victory whichthrottles 'the Federal monster
in Missopri, and virtually puts an end to the mill-
tary despotism under which that noble State has
so long groaned and suffered.

The report that McCulloch was killed in the fight
we regard as a weak invention of the 'enemy.
They had Beauregard killed at Fort Sumter. They
reported that this same McCulloch was silled at
the battle of Manassas, he being at the time at the
head of the Confederate army in Missouri. They
have lately published a story that Gen. Wise has
been killed in Virginia, and his whole army cap-
tured.

The condudt 'of Missouri contrasts strongly that
of Kentucky in this struggle. 'The latter sab-

ossiaelyhugs her chains, and makes no eftrt to
be free. The former perils everything to escape
the despotisr•i that oppresses her.

This victoryin lMissouri, following closely on the
heels of that at Manassas, will convince the worldof what stuff Southern soldiers are made, and how
attegly prepopterous is the idea of conquering
them. If noir theinvaders can be overthrown in
Northwesteri Virginia in one pitched battle, it will
be a signal for a close of the struggle, the war
will be virtually at an end, and the North, sullenly
and reluctantly, but necessarily, will abandon the
hopeless enterprise of Southern subjugation.a -- y-., er pmtsl ero oubjugation.
