A trnitite S'rono.--The Washington eorres-
pondent of the Baltimore Exchange makes the fol-

lowing statement:
On the day of the battle of Manassas, the mes-

senger of Gesn. Scott, with drawings ad. spa•ial
military charts, was sent to Gen. MoDabwellat
Centrevlle, in the capacity of special conurier.
His return was anxiously awaited, but he has not
appeared. Every exertion made to aseertain
whether he deserted, was killed, or taken prisoner,
has, as yet, been fruitless. The opinion is now
prevalent that tile messenger has deserted, and
gone over with the papers to theConfederateo•- It
is only to day that publicity has been given to this
statement.

The New York Tribune attempts to throw light
upon the matter, thus :

The following incident, which occurred upon
Thursday, the day of the first meeting with the
enemy, may help to explain the matter: When the
skirmishers had advanced to within two miles of
the scene of the conflict, (the body of the army
being-in and about Cettreville) a man in citizen's
dress rode violently down from behind, and en-
deavored to paws beyond the guard.
