He has
vi ited this coohtry sad remained several years
here, in the North and the South, keeping his eyes
open wherever he went. Be is prepared to tellhis
Conntrymen the'truth about both sections-and the
statistics in regard to the agrtculture of the South,
which he publishes in the Appendix to his book,
are not only official, but he knows them, of his own
observation, to be correbt.

Is there anything very absurd or fallacious about'
these assertions? It is the vast amount of nn-
pleasant truth in them that so stirs up the bile of
this Parisian correspondent.

The third pamphlet is entitled " The American
Confederation. A Review of its Past. Conject-
nures. Bggestlones. Byh. i•iironx." TheTimes'
man thinks that he also is an American, and rates
him soundly for " washing our dirty linen," as he
elegantly calls it, before the eyes of France. He

.says the writer " everywhere betrays his Southern
proclivities, and terminates in favor of a recogni-
tion of the Southerh Confederacy by France."
This, no doubt, is the head andjfront of his offend-
ing, If he had come out against the Squth we
would have heard nothing of this abuse of him,
but his praise would have been soa0ied far and
wide. It makes all the difference in the world
whose ox it is that is gored !

The simultaneous appearance of three pamphlets
on American affairs in Paris, by different authors,
and all taking sides with the South, we regard sa a
very encouraging circumstance. It shows that
France feels a deep interest in the struggle now
going on. The more the subject is discussed there
the better it will be for the South, because then the
temper of the South and her resources and capaci-
ties will be better understood. Foreign nations,
long accustomed to forming their opinions from
reading Northern publications, and reasoning, per-
haps, that the South was powerless because of her
long and patient submission to wrong, will begin to
get at. the truth now-and the more that the truth
dawns in upon them, the more favorable position
will the South occupy before their eyes. Let us
bide our time, and it will be all right in the end.

Frightful Ralroatd Aceident.

A frightful accident occurred on the Centra
1

road m: Sunday night last, a few miles this side of
the Junction. It appears that the fall of rain in
this neighborhood on Sunday evening and night
had been tremendous, exceeding, it is said, what
has ever been known in that portion of the coun-
try, and in fact converting much of the low coun-
try about the Junction into immense lakes of
water, four or five miles in extent.

Among other serious damages done the road by
the flood, an embankment had been washed away
near a culvert about four miles this side of the
Janctien, leaving a frightful gulch in the road. It
was down this gulch that a portion of the train
was precipitated with its freight of passengers.
The engine went down, taking four of the ptssen-
ger cars with it. The other portion of the train
was arrested in the descent.

The cars that went down the preciuite were
literally smashed to pieces; and it is ineed won-
derful that the loss of life was so sight there be-
ing but one man killed outright. The front care
were occopied by a nuiber of companies of the
Kentucky battalion, and th'e circoms'ance that at
the time the accident occurred, the men were
mostly lying on the floors of the cars, no doubt
contributed a great deal to save them from the
broken timbers of the wreck. A large number of
passengers were more or less severely injured.

The sufferers are almost entirely members of the
anvis Guards. We append a list of casualties as

far as ascertained:
John Larkin, killed instantly; Win. F. Donald-

son, wounded dangerously about the head, and
left arm and left leg broken; S. M. Templeton,
injured in shoulder and breast; Richard Leary,
slightly injured : J. M. Porter, slightly inj'ed ;
J. I. Honsell, injured in breast and hack; Ser-
geant C. White, severe internal bruises; John
Tabin, injured by a bayonet thrust; Henry Mc-
Cullough, badly injured ; G. W. Smith, slihtly in-
jured; M. Little, slightly injured ; P. HI. Vaiker,
injured badly in the hip and side; John Coleman,
badly injured; Richard Overton, wounded in the
shoulder and leg ; G. H. Coffee, badly wounded in
the back, arm and shoulder; John Hembson,
slightly injured; MI. L. Gist, severely wounded ;
T. . Honks, collar-bone broken and badly bruised;
J. J. G. Sirnent, slightly injured: Lieut. Wm. Gil-
more, internal bruises; Geo. Iolebrook, slight:a
injured; t- McMahan, slightly injored; b. A.
Atchinson, severe bruises.

At the time the accident occurred, thie train was
progressing very carefully, and making only eight
miles an hour. The night was very dark, and it
had been moved slowly and cautiously for fear
that the flood had washed away the track. The
train left the depot here at 5 o'clock in the eve-
ning, and the accident occurred about 10.

The injury to the road in conosequence of the
efood will be at once repaired, and the trains will

leave, as usual, to-morrow. In the meantime,
transportation and travel will be uninterrupted on
the Lynchburg route. [Richmond Examiner.

TPhe Dt ieesltlues inr East Tennessee.

[Fonm the Inerth's Appeds of th:e 16iit.
In an interview with Col. Topp, of this city, who

returned from East Tennesse yestemday, we were
pleased to learn that the diftfieulties in that portion
of the State have been greatly magnified, orrather,
that they ere in a fair way of pacification. We
learn from Col. Topp that a telegraphic dispatch
reached Knoxville Wednesday morning, stating
that President Davis had discharged Hen. T. A. R.
Nelson upon his agreeiong to acquiesce in and abide
by the action of the State of Tennessee as express-
ed in late election.

It is, the opinion of Col. Topp that in a short
time all dissension in the eastern division of the
State will be accommodated by the common con-
sent of the people. He'says the people are dis-
playing great zeal in raisin] troops in all the coon-
ties, for the service of the Confederate States, and
that in a very short time in proportion to popula-
tion, East Tennessee will have as many volunteers
in the field as any other division of the State.

Cot. Topp also informs us that Mr. Netherland,
who is, and has been a prominent Union man, has
always discountenanced rebellion, and is now
actively engaged in urging his friends everywhere
to abide the action of the State as expressed in the
late election. He Is doing good service in the way
of pacification.

Col. Toop furthermore informs us that Mr.
Brownlow, editor of thile Knoxville Whig, regards
the late election as expressive of the deliberate
sentiments of the State, and that he will take
ground against rebellion. Mr. Brownlow's paper
has not been suppressed, as has heretofore been
reported, though the subject had been fr,-ely
talked of.

These facts, taken in connection with the fact that
IMr. Crittenden, and other prominent Kentuckians,
had gone to the camp of those Union men whose
design it was to invade East Tennessee, with the
view of persuading them to disband, lead us to
hope that the apprehended troubles in East'Ten-
nessee may yet be averted. We sincerely trust
that such may be the case.
