Tooirco CA•TrRED.-The New YorkfHerald o the
12th has the following:

The Quaker City brought up to Fortress nIon-
roe yesterday the schooner George G. Baker, of
Galveston, Texas, with a rebel prize crew of four
men on board inirons. The historyf thisschooner
is somewhat curious. It appears thatshewas cap-
tured some time ago by one of the United States
blockading squadron off Galveston, and sent to
New York with a prize crew of United States
sailors on board. On Saturday morning, while off
Cape Hatoeras, the privateer York fell in with her,
captured her, and put a prize crew on board.
Soon after, the United States gunboat Union over-
hauled the privateer York, fired into her and burned
her. The crew, however, after scuttling lhr,, made
their escape in boats, and the Unionapuoreed and
took possession of the schooner Baker, which she
soon after transferred to the care of the Quaker
City, who brought her to Fortress Monroe. The
crew of United States seamen originally put on
board the Baker remain in the hands of the priva-
teers crew, and we are as yet unacquainted with
their names.

Adeices from Havans repert the arrival there of -
the following resigned United States officers, en
route to join the Rebels, it is supposed. Their
names are Commander John R. Mitchell, late
commander of the steam gunboat Vyoming, of the
Pacific squadron ; bidohipman G.. W. Averett, Vs.,
Engineer D. Lining, S. C., and Capt. Garuett,
cousin of the Southern General, Robert S. Garnett,
who was killed at the battle of Carrick's Ford.
