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TIlE "GRAND ARMY."

From a letter published in the Baltimore Ex-

ahange, it appears that the demoralization of the
Federal troops in the city of Washington is much

greater than has been heretofore supposed. The

writer says that the " mutiny," instead of being
coniluned to the Seventy-ninth New York Regiment,
has broken out in eight or ten others. The men
refuse to submit to military law, and the officers
are powerless to enforce it.
The correspondent, who writes from Washington,

states that McClellan is using every effort to con-
ceal from the North " the deplorable and indeed
hopeless state of insubordination into which the
troops have fallen." It is as much as the regulars
can do to keep thie volunteers from engaging in a
general rebellion and defiance.

Many of the offlicers, too, have resigned-forty-
two in one day. Some of them are disgusted

generally with the conduct of the war and every-

thing else around them, and others have thrown.up

their colummisiosi because they could do. nothing

with their enln, having lost all control over them.

The magnitude of the revolt may be inferred from

tihe fact that two or three hundred soldiers out of a

single regiment had to be put in irons.
There is also said to be a very pretty feel grow-

ing up between the officers of the volunteers and

the officers of the regulars. Tile appointment of

McClellan to tile chief command does not sit well

on the stomachs of the latter, and there is a fine

prospect of a row. There is an old adase that
when rogues fall out honest men get their dues,
from which we infer that the future of the South is

rather promising.
The Manassas battle, we suspect, will be the ruin

of the" grand army' yet. The grand army has
no relish for a repetition of the experiment. When
the " on to Richmond" enterprise so signally tmia-
carried on the fatal 21st of July, it demoralized anl
dispirited the army to that extent that they will
never be good soldiers again. It is fair to suppose
that if Ieauregatrd were to attack Washington, the
remnant of the grand army would make but a
feeble resietanle. From the fact that troops have
been called for, even without uniforms or arms, to
come to Washington as quickly as possible, the
faith of Scott and McClellan in the grand army
does not appear to be very strong-and we would
not be ur prised to hear at any moment that the
"grand army" had " busted up." Nothling keeps
them in ubj.atio n now, according to all accounts,
but tile terrors of military rule.

Mr. Edilor--The first flag taken from the Yan-
kees can be seen at the oflli:e of Attorney-General
Benjamin. It was taken by the Heon. J. Ml. San-
didge, of Louioiana, near New tMarket bridge, and
in sight of il cmpton. Col. Sandidge was on the
peninsula with his son and young Mr. Terrett, of
Natchitociies. Having joined Major Food's troop
of cavalry at amateurs, and after participating in
tile successfuls•0oct of the Major-which resulted
in the killing of live or six of the Federalists, and
tihe capturing of ten or twelve -and having ascer.
tained that a small party of oflicers belonging to
the Naval Brigalde at Newport News intended
making a foray for tile purpose of capturing or
killing some of the pickets, obtained leave from
Major lHood to try if lihe could not. intercept them.
Leave was granted, and he started at night, ac-
eomlpanied ly hic son, young Terrett and a guide,
and reached New Mduarket bridge just before 12
o'clock. They secreted themselves near the road,
and after waiting some time it commenced rain-
ing. The ,',lonel directed tile boys to lay down
and take sJnme sleep, and lie determined to stand
wautch alone. lie is oblivious as to the length of
time he watlched, and le informed me that the first
intimation h had of the apprcacl of the party was
that they lad a, t,,ally passed before lie saw them,
and too lute to cotiy thle sleepers of their presence.
IHe presumes that he must have fallen asleep on
his watch, iht was satisfied there were but six of
theml, and that they were obliged to return by the
aoad where he was stationed. They awaited
patiently unil daylight, exposed to the rain and
hordes of ri'venuous nloslqultoes, when Sandidge
sent hisi so,n :p the road, with directions to signal
hil of their approach, whilst ie took a position
lower down:n order to signal the others if any
persotVapproac:hed fromul Newort News.

At 8 o'eloc.kO young Sandidge notified his father
that they were approach'ng, whlen tile two, with
guide, closed uip towards the center.of the em-
bankmenlt, wl:i :h skirted the road. It was arrang-
ed that the ('olonel was to fire lirst, and the others
as quick aftemwards as possible; the filrst three ad-
vanced, and as Ma•.ljor lcawlings, who was before,
canlle up in the range of Sandidge'o fire, he fell,
pierced tilrough tile bhrin with a Minii ball; Ter-
rett fired an 1 broke lieutenant Shufeldt's armn,
and the bahl passing into Iris body, te also fell.
Young Sa•niidg' did not fire, because hlIe found
Terrett's aim on Shufeldt, and le fiund it iulpos-
sible to change luis aim to Capt. Jenkins, who was
the last of thel three, without endangering the life
of his friend Terrett. At the crack of the guns
the three who were behind jumped over the em-
bankment, and were never seen afterwards. Capt.
Jenkins, who had escaped, took to tihe wcods, tol-
lowed by Col. candidge, who, ihaving one of (Gorge
ilorae's breach-loading rifles, had rechurged it-
wheh he gained the road he found himself within 30
feet of Capt. Jenkins, who was behind a tree with
his gun silghttd at Terrett, who was coming down
thle road. Belore Jenkins could pull trigger, San-
didge fired, breaking his right arml, the ball passing
through hi, chest and coming out about one and a
half-inch from his spine, inflicting a terrible wound.
He fell immediately, exclaiming that le was a
" dead man." Lieut. Shufeldt, who was the least
hurt, was compelled by Sandidgo to call the other
three and desire them to come forward and sur-
render, or they would be all murdered, but they
did not respond, having left that neck of woods in
double qnick time.
Major ttawlings, who was killed, had a small

United S;ites flag in his hand. He had been con-
nected with sooe of the illustrated newspapers in
New York city, and reported the great interna.
aionl fight which came off in Engillnd between

Heenan and Sayers. Lieut. Shufeldt is the son of
Capt. Shufellt, well known as the commander of
one of the New York steamers. Capt. Jenkins,
who is still in the hospital in this city with Sihufeldt,
is inll a precarious condition, but may survive. He
to often visited by Col. Sandidge. who does every
thing in his power to make him comfortable and
alleviate his sullerings. The three who escaped,
leaving their companions in the hands of tice rebels,
were a Capt. Haliday, a well-known teacher of
sword exercise in New York, a Lieut. Jones and
Lieut. Stout. They were evidently on a lark, and
could not be dissuaded from the enterprise by more
discreet friends. The wounded men informed Col.
Sandidge that in the darkness of the night they
had approached within thirty yards of tile unsus-
-ecting pickets, and were only prevented fromtring by a sudden alarm.
Tlie city has been in a state of excitement since

yesterday, anticipating a fight at Acquia Creek.
Large bodies of Confederate troops were sent
down night before last and dlring the day yester-
day, for the purpose of repelling any ei4Irt of the
Federalists to land. Col. Maddox. formerly of the
Crescent, arrived here from Maryland, having
crossed the Potomac above Aegtia ('reek, and re-
ported the enemy coming down the Potomac in
ateam tugs nin large numbere. Up to this timne tlhey
have made neiteler an efbort to land, nor have they
opened on our batteries. There is the greatest
activity in the War office, also in the Quartermas-
ter's and Commissarit t departments. 'T'roops are
arriving daily and departing, and no one knows in

"which direction they march.
The Tenth Louisiana Regiment, Col. Marigny,

has received orders to-day for the peninsula; they
will leave in the morning at 8 o'clock. They will
proceed down the James River to Jamestown,
where they will debark and move across the nen-
insula to Yorkitown. It is said that they will be
followed by a regiment from (eoigia, and one
fron South Carolina. The Second Louisiana, Col.
Levy, and the Fifth, Col. Hunt, are stationed at
Grave's Lauding, eight miled from Yorktown.
There are two regiments at Yorktown, and the
residue of the forces on the peninsula are near
Newmarket Bridge, anid almost in sight of New-
port's News. Gen. Magruder can concentrate his
entire command at any point on the peninsula in
four or five hours, and can be reinforced iroet
Richmond in six or eight hours. With the excep-
tion of Fortress Monroe, and Gen. Butler's com-
nand, cooped up by Moagruder at Newport's News,

Magruder has oommand of the peninsula. No re-
forcements can be thrown into Newport's Newswithout the fGeneral's knowledge. I heard ex-President Tyler say that Newpart's News is the
m•st unhealthy loalityi in Virginia. He also says
that they'must either come out and fight Magru-
der, or be destroyed by disease.

Old Virginia, although among the last to declare
herself independent of the Federal Goveriment at
Washington, is rapidly assuming her wonted
power and influence in the Confederate Govern.
meat at Richmond. She has a Cabinet officer, a
Register, thIe heads of three bureaue with chief
clerks in the War anid Navy departments, Besides
any quantity of appointments in the army arid
avy. When a "peace is conquered," with her
fine climate, her sea board, her agricultlural and
undeveloped mineral resources, the millions that
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will be left in her boundories by thin war, with her
seventeen electoral votes, she will stand towards
the Confederation in the same relation that the
Empire State did towards the old Union. She will
make Presidents and dispense patronage, and will
resemble New York in everything, save her profli-
gacy and corruption. Virginia statesmen are pure
and incorruptible, and that acknowledgment ren-
ders her a tower of strength. Around her every
patriot may safely rally. Her sons have shown
themselves worthy of their sires on the plains of
Manassas. The blood of the cavaliers still flow
through their veins, and only in Western Virginia
where it hau been ipolluted with a treacherous crop
will they fail to defend their soil and political
rights t, the bitter end.

The Confederate Congress,it is said, will adjourn
early next week. We will not be able to judge of
all their works until the veil of secrecy is retmoved.
The composition of the body naturatly ignores all
stspiciton of their want of integrity or patriotnm.
They feel tile responsibility of their ancts, and theydeserve, without dolubt, the confidence o trust-
ingly awarded to y hemt by the people. I Ihave not
the least dooht thant everything tiey do will be
tnarked by justice and patriotism. Ill this Con-
gress, the talents and wealth of thie Confederate
States are fully represented. Men who sit in our
councils at this trying period of our political exist-,
oene, with millions of property at stake, will beneitlher hasty nor negligent in action. Louisiana,

it is said, in her delegatien, represents more actualand bona fide wealth than any other two States in
the Confederation. crrcorT.

lftry ealloolnling.

Under date of the rlth iost. the Fortrest Monroe
correspondent of the New York Herald writes:

Professor .La hountain's topical ascension in his
balloon Atlantic yesterday was the most success.
ful of any yet aceomtlished. He attained an alti.
rude of over ithree thousand feet, and the balloon
remaining almost stationary, he commanded a
wide sweep of the enemy's territory, and looked
down into their strongho;lds, countedl the number
of their tents and added mloch valuable informa.
tion to our knowledge of the enemy's positions and
strength.

First, lie floated off towards Hampton creek,
and saw a camp ofe tile enemy on a line from the
village to Great Bethel, and about seven miles from
the former place. The enemy seemed to have few
tents, and those black and dirty. These are pro-
bably occulpied by. officers, as no tents were
brought by Gen. Magroder when he moved from
Yo-ktown. Gin troops have bivouacked in the
woods, but could not have suffered much except
from the heat. After satisfying himself that the
enemy wees encamped elsewhere in that direction,
lie descended to the Adriatic, and reported to Gen.
Butler, who was on hoard, the result of thoe recon
noisrace. Thlen the Adriatic was headed toward
Newport's News, and on nearing that point he
again ascended to a height of over three thousand
feet, and with his glass took a view of James river
and the nadljacent country. It discvered a camp
of the enemy on the northern bank of tle river,
about ten miles above Newport's News, of consid
erable size. There were between one hundred and
fifty and two hundred tents there, of the ordinary
size.

This is thie first information we have received of
tihe existence above us of so large a force of the
enemy on our side of the river and this intelli-
gence will in a measure explain the reason for the
transportation of troops, that has been observed of
late, across the James river. That it must be a
regular crossing.place we cannot doubt. Unfortu-
nately, a large battery below it will prevent any of
our vessels from ascending the stream and destroy.
ing it. But to return to Mr. La Mountain's recon-
noieance. After taking a comprehensive and
minute survey of the country tihe signal was given,
and the Adriatic started for the Ililp Raps. A splen-
did view of the Elizabeth river, the batteries at
Pig's Point, on Craney Island, and others that line
the river-of the city of Norfolk, the Navy Yard,
etc. was obtained, and the observations noted. The
balloon attained its highest altitude when near Sew-
elis iPoint, and on striking a little current of air it
floated almolt directlyover the Point, and La lfoun-
tain looked down upon the enemy in perfect secu-
rity. lie succeeded in obtaiinig a complete view
of all the rebel works on the Point, including the
double line of redoubts that protect the rear of tihe
powerlul battery facing the Elizabeth river. As
lie has tie exact bearings of the battery, earth-
works, camp and field gone, something can be done
with the Union gun, already mnounted by Sergeant
Welclh, which will probably be fired to-morrow.

When it had become too dark .o distieguish ob-
jects distinctly, tie boat having towed the balloon
nearly to Willoughby's Point, Ir. La lMoutain
safely descended again to tihe Adriatic, and the tug
soon arrived at tlhe wharf, and tihe ballooen wae
safely stabled near the cilrelh. Althoulgh ie did
not riemain se long as lie could desire, on accouot
ofi the apyroach el night, Mr. La MIountain made a
thorough, and, as far as he could, a perfect reeon-

oissance of all thle important peiata in thie hndti of
thie rebels about here. lie will probably bring his
large balloon here, to enable himt to aentry up some
military men, if tile Governmmnt deishes. So far
his mission hbs been a complete success.

Loliusllasn Ilttllitpgetne.

For the last month or more we have s]ad a
shower of rain every two or three days, causing
severe daunoge to the cotton and prrevntiug a
pictking. Taking all in all, the cotton crop of our
parish wilt be much below what was generally ex-
pected two or three months ago.

The crop of corn is mnade, and an abundant onle.
Tihe St. Mary's Banner of Saturday last says:
The contienous rains are doing great injsry to

the fall gardens in thie parish. They pelt the
young and tender plants and drown the older ones.
Thfe soil is so wet that it si dilticult to prepare it
for receiving seeds, sand whenC seeds are sown, it is
but little better than throwing themt a•o., unless
thet, soil is very light, rich; and not susceptible of
being packed by rains, or biaked by hot suns.
Even in such a soil plants are doing poorly.

TEXANS Ci ROUTor-We were informed by a couple

of Texans who arrived here on Saturday, In ad-
vance of their companies, that there were between
five and six hundred Texan troops on their way to
the seat of war, by way of this city, having taken
the overland route, in absence of other convey-
ance. As the march they will have to make will
be over three hundred miles, over a country but
thinly inhabited, and almost entirely devoid of
roads and bridges, an idea may be formed of the
hardships which these gallant men have consented
to undergo for their country'ssake. When our in-
formants left the main body of the troops, they
had arrived in Calcasieu parish, and it was expect-
ed they would reach here in about two days. They
report the men healthy, notwithstanding their
hardships.

MIEETNl OF THEt CITIZENS OF AloIRRs.--ThO
Newsboy has a full report of a meeting held on
last Thursday night by the Algerines for the pur-
pose of taking into consideration the ways and
means by which the Lincoln sympathisers over
there can be made to leave for a colder climate. The
meeting was held in the St. Charles ball-room, and
only those admitted who were'thought to be sound
on the goose. Those present were mostly me-
chanics and permanent residents of the bast class.
Mr. Joseph Babin called the meeting to order, and
explained its objects. On motion of Capt. Robb,
Mr. Blbin was elected President. Capt. Robb was
then elected Vice-President, and Mr. Kelly, Secre-
tary. Capt. Robb then addressed the meetingwith
warmth and animation. He was in favor of purify-
ing the city of those who were not with the South,
heart and hand, and expressed himself as being
suspicious even of some of those who were present.
He finally offered a motion that the names of all
present, who were in favor of the South, be taken
down by the Secretary, and all who were not with
the South be requested to withdraw.

A guard was stationed at the door to
prevent persons leaving without it being known
who they were, 'and several were advised to re-
main who attempted to leave. Of course every
man in the room gave in his adhesion and was put
upon the roll. A motion was put and carried, to
appoint a Secret Committee of Vigilance, to be
composed of twenty-five citizens. The meeting
then adjourned to next Thursday. The Newsboy
reports that it seemed to be the opinion of the
most prominent men at the meeting' that there
were several persons present who were in reality
unsound, but that they participated Oo as to not
excite suspicion against them.

FInES ON SAMrnCiY v.-Our fieemnen, who of late
have been having but a lazy time, were on Satnr-
day waked up a little, by having to attend two
fires between 3 and G o'clock in the morning. The
first, which did not amount to much, was in the resi-
dence of Air. Antonio Barrera, corner of Chippewa
and St. Andrew streets, Fourth District. It ori-
ginated by the carelessness of a negro womlan in
putting a coal furnace under the gallery while it
had fire in it. The damage was very slight.

The second fire was more extensive, and pro-
perty to the amount of $30,000 or $10,000 was
destroyed. This was in the rear of the St. Pat-
rick's Church, in the block bounded by Magazine,
Camp, Julia and Girod streets. It originated in the
match manufactory of Mr. J. T. McFarland, and
soon communicated to the warehouses of Messrs.
Kearny, Blois & Co., which contained a large
amount of turpentine, tar and other combustible
naval stores. The fire raged with fearful rapidity,
and for a while St. Patrick's Church was in great
danger. But the firemen worked like our soldiers
did at Manassas and saved the splendid old build-
ing, the pride of every Orloanois.

About 4
o'clock in the afternoon, a pile of oakum which
had been scorched over in the morning, burst
out in a blaze, and again St. Patrick's was in
danger, as it was piled immediately behind the
church, but the firemen soon were on hand and
conquered it.

Woe Tne P:trz.-M-iss Llambals, who held the
ticket No. 26, won the splendid trunk whichl was
put.up at the fair lately held by the ladies of the
Third District. The trunk was made by Mr. John
Cope, No. 22 Baronne street, and presented by him
to the fair.

SAn AccronxT.-Yesterday morning, between 11
and 12 o'clock, Mr. Benjamin M. Clarkson, a young
gentleman well known in the city, was acciden-
tally drowned in the lake at the terminus of the
Jefferson railroad. MIr. Clarkson, who had been
out on the Lake fishing all the morning, was await-
ing the arrival of the 12 o'clock train to come to
town ; and, to while away the time, jumped into a
piroque at the wreck of the steamer Virginia, with
the intention of going out to the bath house and
back. The party of friends who were with him
saw him approach the bath house, but their atten-
tion was called to something else, and they thought
no more about him until his lengthened absence
began to excite their surprise. They called, but
obtained no answer, and were about going out to
the bath house to make inquiries, when a fisher-
man came in from there with a dog which Mr.
Clarkson had with him in the piroque, and re-
ported that he had found the dog swimming about
the lake almost exhausted,and had seen a piroque
floating bottom up. This at once excited the
greatest alarm, and the whole party went out to the
bath house. They found the piroque as described.
It was the one which Mr. Clarkson was in, and
they also found his hat. No further room was left
for doubt as to the fate of the unfortunate man.
Yet it was most singular that a good boatman and
swimmer, as he was known to be, should be thus
lost so neara place of safety, when the lake was as
smooth as glass. He has been known to go out on
the lake in a piroque in roughi weather, and was
very expert in the management of that kind of
craft. By what unaccountable accident he lost
his life is a mystery. His body has not yet been
recovered, but it most likely will be to-day, as his
friends intend going out and instituting a careful
search. Mr. Clarkson was about 21 years of age,
and we believe that his parents reside in the city.

A Harbor for oC u Privateers.
[From the New Yolk Post.]

Curacon, the island where the Confederate pirate,the Sumter, so comfortably refitted and obtained
supplies, lies in tihe Carribbeun Sea, near the coast
of Venezuela, in latitude 12 N. and longitude G9
W. It belongs to the Dutch Government, and has
been for mat y years a depot from which the Spaa-
ish Main andmaoy of the surrounding islands have
been supplied with provisions and manufaetues,
mostly carried thither from America. The island
is favorably situated for a convenient center of
trade, a fact which was long ago known to tihe
freebooters and filibusters of the West India seas,
who made it one of their headquarters. Many of
the present inhabitants are descended from these
earlier pirates.

The trade of C ucoas is at present entirely in
the hands of Dutch Jews, who find here fine op-
portunities for getting wealth, and have for some
years dsliven out by their unscrupuolous trading, the
staid and honest old Dutch merchants who formerly
carried on the cormmerce of the island. These
Jews are traders who have no scruples, and rill be
but too glad to furnish the Confederate pirates
with all tlihey need. They have foil sway on the
island, hiold the most importaut places, hauve their
creatures in the courts, and themselves lili tlhe
Goteruor's coouncil. The (Governor is necessarily
their creature, Iccause if he should resist their will
they would have hlim removed.

There is small doubt that these people are favor-
ably inclined toward our insuorgeto, bering,-like
these, slaveholders sud usscrusulolsus and eager for
t ade of whatever indt. T'hey have in their stores
all the coat and plrovisions which Davi's privateers
need. The island has long been the depot in these
seas for powder and lshot, and large quantiies of
warlike materials are always in store here, n the
hands of these merchants. And the vessels of
I)Ravis will lisd no dillieslty in enlisting seamen here
for tlheir piratical business. It is stated that the
Sumlter was rcceived in Curacoa under protest
from thle American Consual. This person is named
Moses Jerasroou, a native of the island. He isnot, so far as is known, a naturalized American
citizen.

Coracoa is only two days end-a half sail from
Aspinwall, with a flair wind and current. ItO woold
answer exactly lor the Confederates as a point
whence to strike at a California treasure ship ; and
this is an additional reason why ilmmediate action
should be takes to keep tire pirates out of this
neighborhood.

The Washington correspondent of the N. Y.
Herald has the following, under date of the 18th:

There is little doubt that the rebels are exten-
sively engaged in offensive operations. These
movements forward are ohly in accordance with
their ability to secere their approaches by erect-
ing fortifications. Jeff. Davis cannot afford-to be
rash with such a man as IcClellan to contend with,-
so he moves up cautiouely towards our lines to as-
certain our weakest point. When he has dia-
covered it we shall see whether he deems it wise
for his Generals to assail it. He, has seeda report
that the gtrrisou at Fortress Monroe has been less-.
ened, and two or three thousand men have been
ordered to some other point, perhaps to this city,
so he straightway orders a siege train and several
thousand men to move from Richmond towards the
fortress, to threaten that: place, in the hope to•de-
tract from and weaken our center here. He will
find in time that he has not calculated right.' While
he is doing this in South-eastern-Virginia he is alip
menacing Gen. Banks' column on the Upper Poto-
mac, at Harper's Ferry. These are some othMr.
Davis' feints, while his eye is all the'tinle up'on the
White House in this capital, and his Gene•raes ie
at work to find out the best route by 'hich he can
reach it. He knows thht it is out of the question
to attempt to cross the Potomac below Washing.
ton on account of our navy, and cannot cross above
while the river is at. its present heighhwithout
boats. When the rains are over and the river is
lower, Davis expects to be able to ford the river
with his army at Edwards' Ferry, opposite Goose
Creek, about thirty miles above this city. When
he attempts this exploit he will find it more diffi-
cult than fighting an open field eremy frombehind
mashed batteries at Boll Run. The attempt will
be the Ball, and the river will beoeme a bloody
Run.

General McClellan will be glad to see hi, old
friend, Beauregard, attempt to cross the Potomac
with his column. The latter will find a new class
of men from those who led at Bull Run to dispute
his passage, not more brave, perhaps, but more
experienced and skillful, the leader of wham was
educated at West Point at the same time BIaure-
gard was there.

General Ranks, at the head of fifteen thousand
of his well-appointed column, will not follow in
the dilatory steps of his never-to-be-forgotten pre-
decessor, Patterson, but will probablt be'where he
will be able to contept the rebels' right to invade
loyal territory. He will illustrate the efficiency of
a learned political general. There is probablyno
man living at the present day,of his age, who has
been a mnore devoted student of military affairs for
the past ten years than N.'P. Banks. Few works,
discussing military matters, have been published,
in the English, French or German language, that
he has not carefully perused.

General Stone, who has been aching to show his
hand in this crisis, is patiently-waiting with a splen-
did column to move against any foe to the Union, no
matter who he is nor whenCe he comes. in brief,
the sooner the rebels attempt to cross the Potomac
the sooner we will reach the crisis and settle the

ouestion whether we are to have a Union and a
Government or not.

The Federal forges are well disciplined, in fine
health and in excellent spirits. They seem to real-
ize the strength of their new cotdition, and have
the utmost confidence in their young and gallant
Commanding-General.

TUe FgDERAL CAPnTAs STIaL SweA•noe wrItTitEEL SPies.--The facilities enjoyed by the rebels to
obtain inlormatiocnin regard to our military prepara-
tions hereis'asource ofseriousannoyance. Notwith-
standing the forbearance of loyal correspondents
and editors to furnish to their readers information
of the movements of our army of the Potomnac, in-
telligence of this sort is constantly and regularly
communicated to the other side. The spies of the
rebels are swarming among us. They come- in
every intaginable capacity-men and women, mer-
chants, marketmen and mechanics, and wives,
widows and daughters of some person on the other
side of the Potomac. They abound in all the de-
partments of the government. They impose them-
selves upon the confidence of tihe highest officers,
and they find means, through their coadjutors in
Maryland to transmit daily to the rebel headquar-
ters all the information they are thus-enabled to
obtain. They live among us, they are a part of
our permanent residents, and arsange matters so
completely that they pass our lines frequently
when loyal men are arrested on suspicion. A few
days ago two individuals presented themselves at
the lines of the army of the Shenandoah, one of
them, since proved to be entirely loyal and going
upon legitimate business, was not provided, the
other passed freely upon a permit from the Seere,
tarv of War himself. The latter is one of the.most
active, virulent and notorious of the rebels of Bal-
timore. Tile one who has, perhaps, spent more
money in hehalf of the rebels than any other ihalf
dozen men in that city, and is the proprietor of the
South, the avowed, open, defiant and mischievous
organ o tile rebels there.

where they have opportunities to gather all the in-
formation needed.
