This was tilhe very argument whiclh
impelled lord North and his administration in thlat
mand career wluch forever separated us from the
British crown. Under a similar sophistry, " that
religion must Ie protected," how many massacres
have been operpletrated? and i-ow m•eay martyrs
have been tied to thie stake ? What, acting on ithis
vague abstraction, are you prepared to enforce a
law without consideringi .whether it be lust or un-.
just, constitutional or unconstitutioial? In thle
same spirit we are told that the Union must be
preserved, without regard to tile means.

Letter fi'roln Xultirnore.

The following extract of a letter from a young
lady residing ij Baltimore to a young lady of this
city, shows the patriotic spirit of the fair ladies of
Baltimore. Like the women of the South gener-
ally, they seem to be even more devoted to the
good cause than the sterner sex:
I would have answered your letter before, but I

was so uneasy about tmy brother that 1 could not
write until I heard of his safety. Day before yes-
terday we received a letter saying that he had not
even a bruise. The Baltimore boys must have ar-
rived jous m time for the last charge, for none of
them were killed. There were many anxious
hearts for a week among us, for we knew that
they were under Geo. Johnston, and we could hear
nothing irom them. bly brother is in - - aom-
pany, composed entirely of our first families. 1
did feel so grateful to God that he had spared our
boys. My younger brother is not in Virginia, for
mother could not spare both of her boys, and G.
would not stay. Oil, is not this war terrible? I
tremble when I look at a paper, for i have cousins
and so many friends now in danger. Why cannot
the North come to reasou and spare us from more
bloodshed ? I feel that God is with us, arid to Him
I look for deliverance from our enemies. When I
heard of our great victory I could not help ex-
claimin, '" Not unto us, ohl Lord, not unto us, but
unto thy name be the glory and honor." Yon ask
me about our poor city. Would that I could write
sonmething cheering, but as I look out and see our
streets filled with drunken soldiery, sand our people
exposed to the greatest insults without hope of re-
dress, what can I say? Whilst we had Marshal
Kane at our head and our excellent police, I did
not fear the soldiers, but now I seldom go down
thle street for fear of meeting them. Indeed, we
are very unsafe.
Yesterday evening, when we were all out on the

steps, (you know we are fond of being out in sum.
mer,) two regiments passed by. One of their guns
going off, they thought it was an attack from the
city, aud instantly filed, regardless of the lives of
ladies and children. No one was injured, but it
was not their fault that we were not. I suppose
you have heard of the removal of the Police Com-
missioners from Fort Melfenry to Fort Lafayette,
New York Island. All the prisoners were removed,
except Marshal Kane, and Col. Thomas, the French
lady of the St. Nicholas. Tiey had hardly left
when the Federal police entered Mrs. Chas. How-
ard's house. and tried by threats to force her to
give them the keys; but she, like a true Marylaund
womun, told them ltheay might break down every
door before she would deliver thns utp. They weore
there live hours searching for arms, and found three
nmuskets, the property f lher suns, now iu Virginia,
and a sword belonging to hMrs. B--, iformerly her
husband's.

We have ceased to be astooished at any outrage
now; but we feel that it must soon end- that this
state of alfairs cannotf continue. When we will be
able to join the Confederacy I know not, but I amsone it is our prayer to be enabled to do so. There
are some who call themselves Uinionists, but th:y
are not many. it you had seen the crowd out the
tight of May's election, it would have made you
'eel happy. If you had heard the shouts for Davis,
Beauregard, Lea and the Soutlern Confederacy,
you would not have thought that we were sur-
rounded by FIederal soldiers. ha I stood oau the
steps watching the great bonfires and listening to
the shouts, l1t. - came to me and said, " Re-
joice to-night, Mtis.s ; we will pay for it to-murrow."
It was the truth, for in i: short time itarshal Ilsane
was arrested. We have at least been digomlied in
our abasement. Notwithstanding we were in the
power of lthe Government, we would not yield.
Our old police are paid as regularly as i they were
on duty, and we acknowledge none of Lincolt's
minions. He can fill our streets with his men, but
he cannot force us to receive them into our hoses.
Some officer said he had always heard of the •autly
of Baltimore women, but that he could not land one
with a pleasant countenance.

To gratify ptiblic cariosity on this point, we
publish copious extracts from Rousell'o letter to
the London Times, descriptive of the battle and
the Federal root at Manassas. Very few tew
facts are elicited, but still the letterisyerhaps
worth reading:
Ruleial Corre.por derce of the Lce'on T'm-e.l

W*a :soose, Jpty. !, 0.
I sit down to cgie an account--not of the action

yesterday, hbut of what I saw with my own eyes,
Iitherto not often deceived, and of what I heard
with my own ears, which in this country are not so
moch to be trusted. Let me, however, express an
opinion as to the affair of yesterday. In the first
place, the repulse of the FederalistP, decided as it
was, might have had no serious effWets whatever
beyond the mere failure-which politically was of
greater connequsene than it was in a military sense
-but for the disgraceful conduct of the troops.
The retreat on their lines at Centreville seems to
have ended in acowardly rout-a miserable, cause-
less panic. Such scandalous hehavldi on the part
of soldiers, I should have considered impossible, as
with some experience of camps and armies I have
never, even in alarms among camp followers, seen
the like of it. How far the disorganization of the
troops extended I know not, but it was complete
in the irstance of more than one regiment.

Washington this morning is crowded with sol-
diers without officers, who have fled from Oentre-
ville, and with "three months men," who are go-
ing home from the face of the enemy on the expira-
tion of their term of enlistment. The streeta,_in
spite of the rain, 'are crowded by people with
anxious faces, and groups of wavering politicians
are assembled at tUe corners, in the hotel passages,
and ite bare. If, in the present state of the troops,
the Confederates were to make a march across the
Potomac above Washington, tnrning'the works at
Arlington, the Capitol might fall into their hands.
Delay may place that event out of the range of
probability. The North will, no doubt, recover
the shock. Hitherto she has only said, "Go and
fight for the Union.' The South has exclaimed.
" Let us ight for our rights." The North must
put its beat men into the battle, or she will inevit-
ably fail before the energy. the personal hatred,and the superior fighting powers of her antagonist,

On Saturday night I resolved to proceed to Gen.
teDowell's armyo as it was obvious to me that the

repulse at Bull Run and the orders of the General
directed against the excesses of his soldiery indi-
cated serious defects in his army ; not more seri-
ous, however, than I had reason to believe existed.
Curiosity was aroused by the story that tMcDonell
had been actually ordered to make an attack on
Manassas, ond that Gen, Scott had given him till
12 o'clock to be master of Beauregard's lines. If
Gen. scott ordered the attack at all, I venture to
say lie was merely the mouthpiece of the morn
violent civilians of the Government, who mistake
intensity of feeling for military strength. The
consequences of the little skirmish at Bull Ran,
ending i the repulse of the Federalists, were much
exaggerated, and their losses were put down at
any figures the fancy of the individual item who
was speaking suggested. "I can assure you, sir,
that the troops had 1500 killed and wounded ;
know it." I went off to the headquarters, and
there Gen. Scott's aid informed me Gen. McDow-
ll'a official report gave six killed and thirty-seven

wounded.

On turning into one of the roads which leads to
Fairfax Court-House and to Centreville beyond it,
the distant sound of cannon reached us. That
must hlave been about :30 A. M. It never ceased
all day, at least whenever the rattle of the gig
ceased, the booming of guns rolled through the
woods on our ears. One man said it began at 2
o'elock, but the pickets told us it had really be-
come continuous about 71 or 8 o'clock. In a few
minutes afterward a body of nen appeared on the
road, with their backs toward Centrevinle and their
faces toward Alexandria. Their march was so
disorderly that 1 could not have believed they
twere soldiers in an enemy's country-for Virginia
hereabouts is certainly so--bt for their arms and
unifdrm. It soon appeared that there was no less
than an entire regiment marching away, singly or
in small knots of two or three, extending for some
three or four miles along the road. A Babel of
tongues rose from them, and they were all in good
spirits, but with an air about them I could not un-
derstand.

Dismounting at a stream, where a group of
thirsty men mere drinking, and haltingin the shade,
I asked an officer, " Where are your men going,
sir?" " Well, we're going home, sir, I reclkon,
to Pennsylvania." It was the Fourth Pennsyl.
vania tct:time'tt whrih was on its march, as I
learned troun the men. "I suppose thereis severe
work going on behind you, judging from ithe
firing ?" " Well, I reckon, sir, there is." "We're
going home," he added after a pause, during which
it occurred to him, perhaps, that the movement
required explanation, " because the men's tine is

np. We have had three months of this work." I
proceeded on my way, ruminating on the feelings
of a General who sees half a brigade walk quietly
away on the very morning of an action, and on the
frane of mind l1 the men, who would have shouted
till they were hoarse about their beloved Uuion--
possibly have hunted down any poor creature who
expressed a belief that it was not the very quintes-
sence of everythinggreat aod good in government
and glorious and omnipotent in arms--coolly turn-
ing their backs on it when in its utnmost peril be-
cause the letter of their engagement bound them
no further.

Abhoot li o'clock we began to enter on the dis-
puted territory which hadl just been abandoned by
th:e Secessionists to thle Federalists in front of iair-
fax Court-house. It is not too much to say that
the works thrown up across the road were htums
and makebelieves, and that the Confederates never
indended to occupy the posiion al0 ul, butal sought lo
iorc the Federalistls to aMansass Gap, owhere tbe
tnere prepared to mleet teti. Of course the troopa
of thie eanemy did not wisll to be cat off, and so they
had to cut down tiees to place across the road
and put field-pieces in their earthworks to conm-
mand it. On no side could Richmond be so well
detonded. The Confederates had it much at heart
to induce their enemy to come to the strongest
place and attack them, and they succeeded in doing
so. But if the troops behaved as ill in other places
as they did at MIanassas, the Federalists could not
have been successful in any attack whatever.

At last Centreville appeared in sight-a few
houses on our front, beyond which rose a bald
hill, the slopes covered with bivouac huts, com-
missariat carts and horses, and the top crested with
spectators of the flight.

The road on each side was full of traces of Con-
federate camp; the houses were now all occupied
by Federalists. In the rearof the hill was a strong
body of infantry-two regiments of foreigners,
mostly Germans, with a battery of light artillery.
Onr buggy was driven up to the top of the hill.
On the hill there were carriages and vehicles dilrtwn
up as if they were oattending a somall cotndrly race.
"lhn y were aftlerard englag.ed in a race of another
kind. In one was a lady with an opera-glass; in
and around and on others were legislators and poli-
ticians. There were alo a lew civilians on horse-
back, and on the slope of the bill a regiment bad
stacked arms, and was enogaged in looking at and
commenting on the battle below.

The scene was so peaceful a man might well
doubt the evidence of one's sense that a great con-
test was being played out below iu bloodshed, or
imagine, as Mr. Sesard sometimes does, that it
was a delusion when he 'wakes in the morning and
finds tlhere is civil.war upon him.

By the ai
of the new set of wagons there were-a nu•mbe ofw
commissariat men and soldiers, whom at flsstvight
I took to be the baggoge guard. They looeiedou-
cited' and alarmed, and were running by the eide.
of the horses-in rount the dust quite obscureid the
view.

At the bridge the currents met in wild disorder.
"Turn back: Retreat! " shouted the meni fr•m
the front, " we're whipped! we're whipped b "
They cursed and tugged at the horses' heads, adn
struggled with phrenay to get past. Running by
me on foot was a man with the shoulder straps of
an officer. "Pray what is the matter, air I" "it
means we're pretty badly whipped, and that's a
fact," he blurted out in puffs, and continued his
career. I observed that he carried no sword. The
teamsters of the advancing wagonanow caught up
the cry. "Turn bhck-turn your lhorss," was the
shout up the whole line and, backing, pluging,
rearing and kicking, the horse which had been
proceeding down the road reversed Tront and went
offil' toward Cntevelle. Those tehindthem went
madly ruohing on, the drivers being quite Indiffer-
ent whether glbry or disgrace led the way provided
they could fAnd it.)

d got my horse up into the field out of, the road,
and went on rapidly toward the front. Soon I me;
asoldiers who were coming through the corn, mesly
without arms ; and presently I saw flrelocks, cook-.
ing tins, knapsacks and greatcoats on the ground;
and observed that the confusion and speed of the
baggage carts became greater, and that many of
them were crowded with mon. orwere followedby
otlhers who clung to them. The ambulances were
crowded with soldiers, but it did not look as if
there were manty wounded. Negro servants on
led horses dashed frantically past; men in nli.
form, whom it were a disgrace to the profession of
arms to call "soldiers," swarmed by on mules
chargers, and even draught horses, which had
been eat out of carts or wagons, and went on with
harness clinging to their heels, as frightened as
their riders.

Ia reply to a
question, a non-comuissirned officer told me, in
broken Eioglish, "We full back to our lines. The
attaci did not quite succeed."

They had retreated
with their horses, It was now well eshabliahed
that the retreat had really commenced, though I a
saw but few wounded men, and the regimentso
which were failing back had not suffered much
loss. No one seemed to knew anything for certain. a
Even the cavalry charge was a rumor. I

No one knew whether any corps or regiment p
was mnrching, but there were rumors of all kinds---
"the Sixty-ninth are cut to pieces," "the lFire
Zouaves are destroyed," and so on. Presently a e
tremor ran through the men by whom I was h
riding, as the sharp reports of some field pieces a
rattled through the wood close at hand. A sort of ft
sudden roar, like the voice of distant breakers, t,
rose in front of us, and the soldiers, who were, I b
think, lGermans, broke into a double. looking now I
and then over their shoulders. There was no d
choice for me but to resign any further reaearohes,
so I put my horse into a trot, keeping in the fields
alongside the roads as much as I could, to avoid -
the fugitives, till I came once more on the rear of
the baggage and store carts, and the pressure of
the crowd, who, conscious of the aid which the
vehicle' would afford them against a cavalry
charge, and fearful, nevertheless, of their prox t
imity, clamored and shouted like madmen as they
ran. The road was now literally covered with I
haggage. It seemed to me as if the men inside t
were throwing things out ipureosely.

What occurred at the hill I cannot say, but all i
the road from Centreville for miles presented suoh
a sight as can only be witnessed in the track of the'
rutaways of an utterly demoralized army. Drivers
flogged, lashed and beat their horses, or leaped
down and abandoned their teams and ran by the
side of the road; mounted men,servants,and men t
in uniforms, vehicles of all sorts, and commis-
sariat wagons thronged the narrow ways. At
every shot a convulsion, as it were, seined upon
tihe morbid mass of hones, sinew, wood and iron, t
and lthrilled through it, giving new energy and
action to its desperate elturts to get rid oc itself. t
Again the cry of " cavalry" arose. " What are
you afraid oft' said I to a man runnincg beside cue.
" I am not atraid of you," replied the ruffian, i
levelicg his piece at me and pulling the trigger.
It was not loaded or the cap acs not on, for the t
gun did not go off. I was unarmed, and I did go
oil as cst an* ceotcl, resolved to keep my own c
counsel 'or the second time that day.

I reached Fairfax Court-House: the people,
black and white, with anxious faces, were at the i
doors, and tile infantry were under slues. I was
besieged with questions, though hundreds of fugi-1
tives had passed before lce. VWarihington was still
eighteen miles away. The road was rough and can-
certain, and again my poor steed was unlderway;
but It was no use Trying to outstrip the runaways.
Once or twice I imagul ed I heard guns in the rear,
but I could not be sure of it in consequence of the
roar of the Ilight belind moe. It was most sttrpti'a.
icg to see how tar the foot soldiers had contri'red
to get on in advance.
