On Tharsday last, it will be remembered, a
rumor reached this ,city from Washington to the
effect that heavy firidg had been heard in the
direction of Aquia Creek, and it wan generally
supposed that a battle had taken place between
eome of-the Government venaelaand the Confed-
erate batteries at that point, but an the infornmtion
was said to have emanated from a contraband who
had escaped into Wathirgton, it was contradleted
by the press, and finally denied in tote by the Gov-
ernment. It now.appears, however, that the infer-
mation wrs correct, and notwithstanding the vigt-
lance of the Government, the news has reached
thin city.

It seems that a fewwdays•inee, information was
received at the War Department to the effeit that
the Confederate steamer George Page had been
dutly commisitored an a war veeel, and being
fully supplied with armantent,was being fitted out
for sea.

The vessel, as it well known, has been lying for
some time in Aquoa Creek, under coverof the im-
mense battery at the month of the creak, which
has already given the Government much trouble,
and as aome little danger was apprehenfed in
event of her escaping ttrom that position, itwan
determined to send a fleet of vessels to the vicinity
to reconnoiter and capture her if possible.

Accordingly, the steamers Pawnee, Pocshontas,
and the Philadelphia Ice Boat, were dispatched to
the mouth of the creek, and subsequently, the
steam (tug) gunboats Live Yankee, Re.oluite, and
Yankee, were also sent to join them, the smaller
boats being sent some short distance up the creek
to prevent the egress of the Page, all of them be-
ing ort of range, howevcr, of the Aqaia Creek
bartery-being about a mile up from the month of
the creek.

About 5 o'clock on Thursday morning the Poera
hontas steamed up and ran down the Potomac to
reconnoiter. When about two miles south of the
mouth of the creek, but a few hundred yards from
shore, a heavy report was heard, and a shot came
whizzing toward the steamer, taking effect in the
stern of the steamer, but fortunately doing no seri-
ous damage.

Immediately afterward the loeality from whence-
the shot came was discovered by the firing of two
additional shot, both of which passed over the
deck of the steamer, one near the mainmast and
the other near the foremast, and both shotu reach-
ing almost entirely across the Potomac.

The crew of the steamer immediately piped to
quarters, and everything was prepared for action,
it being the design of the Federalits.to return the
fire, but upon witnessing the long range of the

d guns it was determined to withdraw to a safer lo-
cality.

By thia time the remaining vessels came to her
relief, being attracted by the firing, but being
e somewht astonished by the range of the Confed-
erate'guns, they winely concluden to leave, which
Sthey did very hurriedly, going back to their Original
d position, where they were protected from the grae
of the newly discovered battery by a hill which
mt intervened.

The new battery is situated in a'deep gorge be.
tween two large hills, about two miles below the-d motlh of the creek, and judging from the firing, it

is believed rt will command the whole river, from
thore to shore, the guns evidently being of the
largert caliber, and from the firing are supposed toSbe rifled cannon.

From the appearance of the battery from the
10 river, it was scpponed that it contained ten or

twelve guns, which are believed by the officers of
the fleet to be the 17,000th rifled cannon from theof Tredegar Works, near Richmond, recently alluded
to in the Southern papers.
