and succeeding night, in a state of anxious dubiety,

WrrtsMoroN, Aug. 30.-0fficial intelligence re-
ceived this morning says that the Hatteras battery
was taken at t11 o'clock A. M. yesterday by the-
Federal forces.

Five hundred and thirty five of our forces were
taken prisoners, including Commander Barron and
Col, Bradford.

Later .intelligence from Hatteras reports that
Forts Hatteras and Clark, two miles north, were
both taken, notwithstanding the hard fighting and
bravery of our teoops.

The loss on our side in killed is supposed to be
forty, and wounded twenty. Another report says
that eighty were killed and wounded, and that the
balance of the force, numbering from 600 to 800,
were taken prisoners by the enemy. Only ten or
twelve succeeded in making their escape good.
