On this day last
year-the receipts of cotton were 11,010i.

day and Sunday there was no rath fell, accoriing
to our informant, from Vicksburg to this city, nor
have we had anything more than a sprinkle in the
eTty stheb Thursday last.

TheTree market opens again to-day, Our.gro-
oemr are appealed to to send forward everything
they-ana. The supplies of vegetables are running
low. This isahot unexpected at this season of the
year. It must be taken into cousideration that the
plasters-in the country did not expect to be called
on; therefore, they did not plant more than sufoi-
cient for their own use. Nevertheless, they have
responded freely to the calls of our committee. It
slaoo early for the crops of sweet potatoe, but
they will lie fdrwarded in due season. In theameatime, let every planter and farmer send what
hsasut  Iis immaterial what it may be: beeves,
sheep or hogs will be acceptable. Even fire-wood
Will be wan!ed in a few weeks. Planters and the
proprietosa of-wood-yards can send a few cords by
every steamer. The Relief Committee can receive
it, pile tad hold it for cold weather. The steam-
baafe at this.tife can bring a few cords on every
trip. We asugges also to oar retired and wpalthy
oitinens to call in at the free market to-day, and
observe the grat good a few hundred dollars will
do when dispensed through the managers and
commpittee of this benevolent and praiseworthy
undertakigj. We say, go one, go all ; if not to-day,
anyday in the week.
