The
ticket is gotten up, also, without reference to
bod party divisions, men of all the old parties
beiog selected, the only coiditions being'that they
are, " heart and soul, sustaining the holy work of
deliverance and liberty," and who, if nothing
tball occur hereafter to forbid it, will cast the vote
of the State for the eminent and tried men who
now-preside.over the destinies of the Confederate
States, Jefferson Davis and Alexander IH. Stephens.

`It seems to us that there ought to be no objection
to the ticket thus gotten up, and we have no doubt
it will be universally accepted by the.people of
Alahama. It it perfectly useless to be holding
eqanvtionsc in the respective States for the nomi-
nation of electors, if there is, as we have reason to
bqlieve there is,entire unanimity as to the next in-
oumbeds of the Presidency and Vice-Presidency.
