The Western Virginil Iuaid.

'te Cincinnati Press, a Lincoln paper, has a cor-
respondent in Western Virginia who occasionally
writes home of the progress of " our army," the
great U-nion army. It will be seen by the annexed
extracts that the 

" 
Union brothers " in Western

Virginia are not as amicably disposed as the Union
shriekers say they are ; that they consider the Lin-
coln soldiers as vandal invaders, and shoot them
down wherever they can be found :

EVERLYv, " "I(tsNWIl+," AIllgst 29, tlal.
The last notes of tattoo had scarely been

sounded on the night of the 19th,.when our regi-
ment received orders to march, with all our avail-
able force audlthree days' rations, in the direction
of Huttonsville, a hmall village some twelve miles
from Beverly, and eight miles from lien. Reynoldsi
headquarters. At about 11 o'clock, rations having
been dealt out and cooked, the regiment was fairly
started on what proved to be a most unpleasant
tramp.

Four o'clock A. MI. found us within a mile of
Huttonsville, rather fatigued, and our spirits to be
further depressed by the intelligence that the
bridge ever Tygort's Valley river, just beyond
Iuttuansvine, oad been carried away by thle freshet.
As the river wastoo deep to be forded, for twenty-
four iours we were obliged to wait unutil commu-
nication could be had with headquarters, to deter-
mine our future movements. In a few hours Con.
Reynolds himself came down, gave his orders, and
in a short time we were taking the 

" 
back track "

for Beverly.
It seems that Gen. Lee lad made a false attack

in two different quarters on our lines with a view
of drawing out Gen. Reynolds, but the feint was
unsucecssful.

Rumors are as plentiful as blackberrles; and
when you learn that the latter can be gathered at
the rate of a pailful every fifteen minutes, you can
conieeiare as to the abundance of the former.

The native rebels in the vicinity of the Seneca
pass, in the Cheat mountains, have recently an-
noyed very mach, and within the past two weeks
hoave killed three and wounded several of the Union
troops. Among the former was the odliana scout,
Thomas, heretotore mentioned in my letters, who
was shot down, in cold blood, on the 20th of Au-
gust, while guiding a scouting party. They were
crossing the Lamel forkt of Gheatriver, the advrance
having reaclted the uliddle of the river, when l omi e
lifteen or sixteen shots were fired amnong them
from a laurel thicket on the opposite bank. Thomas
was shut it the right side, the ball passing tra-
verse thtrouglo his body. Ile lived but a few
hours. A corporal and a private in the 2d Virginia
tegiment were also wounded ; and Charles Tyron,
ofs Company iK, io oars, received a ball thrtoegh
the !•ttd. The boys, undaunted, chtarged acruss
the river, discharging itheir piece in the direetinm
whence thie ilre came. But altlthough the country

for a mile around was searcied thoroughly, no-
thing could he found save a few traces of•blood.

Subsequently another party was sent ont with an
ambulance to bring in the wounded, and when near
the same place were again fired upon. The driver
was wounded severely, and a valuable horse killed.
The woods-were searched again, and still nothing.was to be found. And these are our brothers.
The path over the mountains is barely wide enough
fore oe ean to pass, and so deviousin its aindings
as to render It impossible to see ten feet ahead of
yoeu. The murderous wretches conceal themselves,
and fro ntthe tops of trees and spot In thes bush,which command a view of the path, they deliber-
atety fire among us. Was Indian warfare evenr
worse than this? These mountaineers are a semi-
barbarous set, scarce one in ten of whom can read,
and who are as wild and savage in their nature as
the widterns theyinhabit. loepeople ofthe low-
lands are not much better, and, in fact, are far be-
low the average of Northern farmers in intelligence
and natural shrewdiuen. They come into camp
with their produce, and I have yet to see the first
one who can correctly give you the change out of
a dollar. They are as seillh and extortionate in
their dealings as our hockstersin Cincinnati.

Trlnl of the Great Union Gain.

Yesterday took place the first experimental
li'ing with the great gun " Union." It was con-
ducted by Lieut. Baylor, of the Ordoance Depart-
ment, and was witnessed by Major-fenerals Wool
and Butler, and a concourse of oflicere, soldiers
and others. The carriage of the gun was tdrned
No as to throw the shot into the bay, the' design
being solely to test the gun, which had never be-
fore been fired, and to ascertain its range. Before
going further, it may be welt to recapitulate in
regardto the gun itself. Its weiglhtied2,005 pounds;
extreme length, 16 feet; length of bore, 13 feet 11
inches ; diameter of bore, 12 inches, rifled. It is
mounted on an iron carriage, placed on a platform
of solid nmansonry. .ihe all rifled projectiles, the
shot are conical, the solid shot weighing 423
pounds, and the shell 352 pounds, with a bursting
chrrge of 45 pounds. The charge of powder used
varies according to circumstances, front 40 to 45
pounds. The powder used on this occasion-and
which no doubt will he uniformly used-was the
Itdman grain powder, the separate grains of
which varied from the size of a walnut to a hen's
egg. All this being ready, thle process of loading
the gun was commenced. Sergeant Welch, at the
head of his black battalion of guamers, had already
cleared the decks, wheeled the monster so that
his gage was over the waters, and arranged the
platform or staging on which the men could stand
and be up even with the muzzle. First, the swab,
which two men insert, cleans the interior; then
comes a man with a red flannel bag, filled with
powder, on his shoulder, it is the cartridge; and
the ramrod, worked by four men, sends it home.
Then comes the process of getting the shot to its
place, a mass of metal that four men carry with
difficulty.

It is first rolled into an iron cradle or wide strap,
looped with a rope, through which a piece ot
strong wood, several feet long, is inserted. Thus
alung, the men tug the shot up the steps of the
plattorm, some ten feet high, to the mouth of the
gun. Another lift brings it on a level, and it is
slid into the muzzle and pushed to its place. The
gun is then elevated by means of an iron bar, tile
gun being nicely balanced on its trunoions. The
printing wire perl'frms its office, tie fuse is in-
serted, andl the lanyard is attanhed. Then Lieut.
Baylor, who, though everything has been done
under his minutest inspection, has moved about
more like a modest spectator than the responsible
director, gives warning that the gun has never be-
fore been.fired, and moves a short distance to then
rear, in which he is Imitated by the others. The
men who are to calculate the flight pf the shot are
at their table. The flag is up. The man with the
lanyard retires to its extreme length. " Ready,"
says Sergeant Welch. I.ieut. Baylor gives the
word: " IReady-fire!"' A terrific clash, a sheet
of flame and the trembling of the earth follow. At
the samte time there is a screech and a scream
caused by the shot, a black mass which you can
see in its flight, yelling like an infuriated devil let
loose from the infernal regions. We count the
seconds and watch to see tice shot strike. Acolumn of water away off' on tie bay shoots up to
thie height of a ship's mast. The elevation of the
gun was but ten degrees-little more than blank
shot-consequenily the distance was not great:
say two miles, the time of flight fifteen seconds.
lhe terrible engine the echoes of whose tinncers
have scarcely yet cfed away over thle waters and
along thie shore, whose breath, a dark sulphurous
cloud, floats before the wind-the thing thich we
would naturally associate with the idea of a glow-
ing fiery monster, the embodiment of all the furies,
is next the object of attention. It is as passive as
anything can be. The Sergeant pats familiarly its
massive smooth breech, the smoke curb slowly
from the mouth of the chamber from whlichl the
420-pound shot had just been vomited, and for the
instant it is dillicult to reconcile the crash, the
flame, the trembling earthi and the screech, with
the thing that neither trembles nor glows nor
makes other signs of its truly awful and almost
superlnatural endowments. The next time a slecll
is fired, at the same range, but it fails to explode.
And here let me remark that both shot and shell

seemed to me not tile thing for the gun. The soft
metal with which they were coated tripped and
Ifew in all directions, when only a few hundred feet
from the gun, so that one might mistake the pieces
for a charge of grape from a.howilzer.

We attacked the enemy po early and pnexpeet-
edly, that they evidently had to leave without
breakfast, for, as we passed their camp, bushels of
stolen roasting-ears, quantities of beef, pigs and
bread were fopnd on their fires.

1 have not learned the loss of the enemy, bet it
was several hkilled, many wounded, and seti a
greater numbeirtaken prisoners. All of them are.
Ohiouns, and We learned from them that Colonel
Tyler, his l,ieuof-Colonel, Surgeon and tPreaher,
all ran soon after the engagement bpeeed. They
cursed them soundly for their cosvardtyeconduct in
deserting their men so early in the action. They
had lefr'their main provision train (30 wagorsj)
some fifteen milesin the rear, or we should have
captured the whole of them. -

All of our men and otficers acted with the great- -
eat gallantry and courage. -

Our scouts are still briging in prisoners. Among.
the last isa strapping negro,.whohas eXcited'macfi.
coriosity among our darkies. .

This battle will be known as that of Cross lades,
and is of far more significauce than-the nair
of killed and wounded would indicate.

Col. lyler's command was one of the very, et:
oftihe enemy; he one of their craue oe ffie. -1-,
has for a long time been prowling,throupjiit thin -
country, holding it.in complete snbjeetten.- Tye
it was who has boasted that he wgoet nothotb
inwiohurg at all hazards, and wouulcatchbPolyd
and Wise and feed them on beans. -It has no
been defeated, roented and disgraced, with alti.l
prestige gone.

The people in this section have codfidence inoner
strength again, and will raly to our standord at
once. I think, too, the rout will alarm General
Cox, at Gauley Bridge, and I ehouldd'not be nr-
prised if he beat a hasty retreat to the Ohio river.,
General Floyd'e advance to this side of Gauley,

with notldng but a single ferry boat bathe rear, to
command a retreatover a'dangerons stream, was
considered rash by some, but rashness is aQme-
times prudence, and it has proven eminently so in
this instanuce.

We hold a position here from whitch four times
our number cannot dislodge us, and are pre-
pared, at any favorable moment, to make a
rapid advance movement. Our friends mhy de-
pend upon it that this brigade will -take no eteps
backwurds ; and that, if it be properly sunpported
it will, together with General Wise's Legion, drive
the enemy acrossthe Ohio before the fall campaign
closes,

Oar prisoners numbered one hundred and. four,
all of whom have just marched for Richmond,
under a strong escort. We bare picking up. others
almost every hour, and I am sure the luauo of the
enemy will be at least from one hundred and fifty
to one hundred and seventy-flv, and a complete "
disorganization of Col. Tyler's command. .The
general impression of their men seemed to be tlat
we would shoot every one of them without jldge
or jury, and when this delusion was expelled by
our kind treatment, a complete change in their
spirits was plainly manifest, and they seemedqoite
plehsed with their lot. The officers were placed
on parole of honor, and were tendertd' all the our-
tesies of the camp. This is in strikinbg'contrast to
the treatment received by our prisonabs at the -
hands of the Yankees.

it oppears that the scouting party of cavalry,
under Colonel Jenkins, were not smboscadsd in
their collision with theenemy on finday last, asat
first reported, but that the accident occurred by a
strategetic movement on the part of the enemy,
altogether unavoidable on our part. Col. Jenkins
had out his snoufo at proper distance. He engaged
a body of the enemy's cavalry for about an haur,
and while thhs engaged, a large paruy fihis infln
try, by a long circuit around a hill, got intb his
rear, too far for his sentinel

5 to give the alarm.
Belore hlie discovered this, however, Co!. Jenkins •
had ordered a retrea, he gallantly covering it with
a small squad of his men. Theybbas retreated but
a short distance, when the rattle of the enemy's,
musketry apprised them of their danger. They
were compelle• to run the gauooile for a quarter
of a mile, with the loss of one killed and several
wounded. It seems providentialthat any escaped.

Col. Jenkins whas seriously hurt by the fall of is
horse, and will not he capable of service for
several days. He compliments -R` the highest
terms the soldierly condoct Of Mdajor Frank Rey-
nolds, a son of Col. Reynolds, of thiabrigades and
one of the best drilled and mot jallamt young
officers of the army.
