The catastrophe occurred at Little Platte bridge,
nine miles cast of St. Joseph. The bridge was a
substantial work of 101 feet span. anod about 25
feet above the river. The timbers of the bridge
had been burned underneath the track until thley
wouolC stat;n out :itt'e r.cr• than their own weighi,
and t e ite was t:. n e: tiectished, leaincs t:l•
bridge a niere s.:e!. Thtc traiu. .ith eighty to oue
ilouu:o.d psse.ie.rs • i caird, inclutins wonlet l
and child: n. reachee tP < river at Io nclock it
night. and the brid-e Icoklug secure, the train
petssed on.

Arriving at St. Joseph's, the alarm was soon
spread thlroughout tile city, and altihough it was 1
o'clock at night, seventy-five men, including all
the phlysicians in the neigllhborhood, quickly vol-
unteered their services. At 3 o'clock, a train,
fully supplied with medical stores and other neces-
saries, was at tile scene of the disaster. Tile
wounded had ill emerged from thie wreck, and
were lying on tile bank and upon tihe sand-bar in
tihe river. Seventeen dead bodies were recovered,
and it is believed that this nlumber embraced all
who were killed op to that time. Two of tise
wounded were so badly nmngled that it was not
expected they would survive till morning, while
many others were dangerously wounded and
would Ihave to be well tatken care of to recover.

It seizes the press and
material of the Christian Observer, pdblished at
Philadelphia, and suspends wholly the publication
of that paper. It seizes the Jeffersonian, in West-
cheater county, Pennsylvania, and suppresses its
publication. While it does all this withoutjostifi-
cation, it finds in the presentment of a rabid and
lanatical partisan Grand Jury in New York, pos-
sibly packed for that purpose-without trial, with-
aut even an indictment, and without law to war-
rant it-an excuse for denying to a half dozen
papers in New York their equal right to mail
transmission, and wrests from their thousand sub-
scribers their equal right to mail facilities.

It thus indirectly assumes to prescribe to every
citizen what sentiments he shall read, what reas-
onings he shall see, what opinions he shall alone
form or hold, so far at least as reading tends to the
formation of opinion. Thus the Cabinet assumes,
not merely to tyrannize over the press, but over
the opinions of every citizen in tile United States.
This Administration directs its march of aggres-
sion against Democr.atic journals and against the
religious journals which, in obedidoce to the com-
mands of their Divine Master, preach peace and
good will among men.

The Late Terrible Aceldent on thie Vlrginta
and Tellnesse Railroad.

The Abington Democrat furnishes the following
particulars of the fearful accident which occured
on Sunday night, let inst., on the Virginia and
Tennessee Railroad, one and a half miles west of
Abington u:

A train of cars loaded with Louisiana troops,
(Col. MctGionis' regiment) was ascending the grade
on the opposite side of the creek; and just east of
the bridge a collision took place. The locomotive
buried itself in the rear car one-third of its length,
knocking in the front of the boiler, tearing away
the smoke-stack, and otherwise damaging the
engine. The first car of the rear train was forced
into the third. So complete was the wreck of this
car that it seems miraculous that any one of its
occupants escaped death or serious wounds. One
man was instantly killed in this car. Many of oar
citizens repaired to the scene of disaster and ren-
dered all the aid in their power to tile sufferers.
The wounded were removed to the residevees of
Rev. Jan. ,McCrhain, Dr,. J. L. Bradley, Judge Fulk-
erson, Thos. G. IMcConnell, T. P. Clapp, Alexan-
der Finlay, Col. John A. Campbell, Robt. K. Pres-
ton and Dr. H. H.Pitts, where they received all
the attention which their circumstances demanded-

Ctndor frol an Ulexpected Source.

The "Little Villian," of the New York Times, has
recently relieved his guilt-oppressed soul by giving
utterance to the following:

The peculiarities of the people of the United
States were never more strikingly illustrated than
il the progress of the present war. We are al-
ways on the highest tpinnacle of hope or in the
lowest depths of despair. For the first three
months of our campaigning, nothing could exceed
the confidence, not to say arrogance, of the sup-
porters of the Union. We had confidence not
only in our own strength, but an equal degree of
confidence in the rebels weakness. Thie loyal
North was brave, enthusiastic, irresistible. The
disloyal Sotth was fearful, lukewarm and demor-
alized.

'fiThe early victories in Western Virginia, and in
Missouri, where we had sharp and decisive leaders,
seemed to sustain the complacent theory of the
sntguine Unionists. We rose of mornings only to
read of further victories, and to wonder whether,
alter all, Jef. Davis would venture to come with
his rebel Congress to so unsafe a place as Rich-
mond.

Inthereview
this morning they had no artillery or eav• p, th:s
looking as though they were uning them hidaOme
other direction. Tothe left of the fort, or.-i an
eaterly direction, a battalion was on parade.. A
wagon or two, and several cattle were driveni up
from the direction of Batly' Cross Roads, evidently
the result of a foraging expedition. To the west-
erly side are a number of horses picketed tea rope,
and at about twelve a regiment came up from the
direction of Hall's house, and soon afterwards
their baggage wagons followed, and they pitched
their tents on the side of the hill in the peach
orchard, in plain view with a glass. They are
strolling all around the hill lazily, not with any ap-
parent activity. They and their flags can be dis-
tinctly seen, without any glas, from our camtps.

does not speak much for its security, or for the
vigilance of the official Cerbnrm in whose charge
it is. The prisoners ascended the southern wall of
the jail, which is about twenty-five feet high, by
means of spikes placed at convenient distances,
and lowering themselves to the ground with the
aid of their bed ticking, which had been torn into
strips for that purpose, beat a hasty and sunccersfuol
retreat. Their escape was witnessed from Mr.
Robert Higgins' tot by a negro, who gave the
alarm; but by the time that-a gentleman who
chanced to be with the sole officer in charge of the
jail could reach the scene, the fugitives were
beyond the range of sight or shot. One of the
number, named Mi. A. Ghambers, was arrested last
night, and committed to the cage.

Condition of Kentucky.

The editor of the Montgomery Advertiser has
had an interview with the Rev. H. A. M. Hender-
son, a Methodist Episcopal minister, just from
Kentucky, and well acquainted with the condition
of affairs in that State. The Advertiser has the
following:
iMr. Henderson says it is necessary to be In
entucky. to appreciate the proper position in her

politics. He regards neutrality, under the eir-
cmestances, as the. saving doctrine of the State.
Had Tennessee not faltered as she did in the first
election after the success of Lincoln, Kentucky
would never have fallen back into the clutches of
the unconditional Union leaders. It thus became
unavoidable, either to give the State Upto the
Lincolnities, or to appeal to the manly pride of her
Seople to stand as an honorable netral in the war
between the North nd the South, until the force
of circumstances must bring them to the point of
defence against the faithless encroachmente of the
enemy.

The present Legislature was elected when the
people did not believe Lincoln intended to invade
the State, but as soon as he was encouraged by a
Union triumph, he established his military camps
to overawe and subdue the true men, and this wan-
ton violation of Kentucky neutrality at once sur-
prised and aronused the popular heart to resistance
throughout the glorious old commonwealth.

Ac rION ON a HE POTOAC.--Under date of Thurs-
day last a Manassas correspondent of the Rich-
mond Examiner writes:

A report has reached here-the extreme right of
the advanced lines-of heavy skirmishing at Muoo-
son's Hill. A detachment of the enemy is said to
have been repulsed with 70 or 80 killed. There is
no doubt of tihe erection of a battery by our forces
at this extreme position on our advanced lines.

The extent of the action and of the loss of the
enemy is variously reported. The enemy were
ergaged at Hall's Hill, about a mile from Arling-
ton Heights, which position had been held by the
enemy for some days, and which they were en-
gaged in fortifying. The enemy .were repulsed,
and Hall's Hill is now occupied by our forces,
uoder Gen. Longstreet. The occupation of this
position by our troops is positive, and is now the
extreme point of the advance of our lines.

On Wednesday last a skirmish of artillery took
place between a South Carolina regiment (Col.
Jenlkins ) posted in the vicinity of the Great Falls of
the Potomac and two Federal regiments on the
opposite side of the river. The enemy were driven
from their position. There was no attempt on our
side to cross the river.

Flcox WAsmtavtrox.-A dispatch of the 5th to
the New York Advertiser says:
The Treasury Department has advices to the

effect that a subscription of over $300,000 has al-
ready been made to the popular lose.
Thee State Department has notified the War De-

partment that it must refrain from granting passes
to Southern women and children, who design to
enter the Southern States. The travel by way of
Louisville is completely blocked by the order of
the ,Government. Urgent application for passes
South were refused to-day, in consequence of or-
ders from the Government.

All Secession emblems in Baltimore have been
suppressed.

The latest news from the Southern prrt of ,iary-
landt is to the effect that the Union men are organ-
izing strongly for the October election.

RtonHS Fasolr WESE•EN VIcrtGNIA.-The Righ-
mond Examiner of Saturday thus speaks of a ru-
nlor from Western Virginia, received here a few
days ago by telegraph:
Passengers by the Danville road yesterday re-
