Writer in the Neil York Express, from the same
region, callsit ahorrible mode of warfare. He says
that if one ofthe Federals takes a ride out into the
obemney, sotae concealed foe cracks away at him
with a rite and empties the saddle. The shots come
from overhanging rooks and.hills,which constitute
natural breastworks, and it is an every-day occur-
rence for the Fedetalists to be picked off from

above while they are traversing the valley below.
These fellows seem to think this is very cruel an

cowardly. If they will reflect a moment, they will d
easily see how to avoid it. If they will abandon
Virginia andgo back to their homes, they will be
parfeotly safe from our sharpshooters. They can
save their lives by this course, and we advise them
to'do it, charging nothing for the advice.

If they think they will be permitted, without re-
sistanee, to invade a sovereign State, shoot all of
the inhabitants who do not submit, plunder them
of their property and set fire to their houses, they s
will some of those days wake up from that delu-
ston, if they have not done so already.

If it is right to hang an Abolitionist who is caught
in a Southern State stirring up insurrection or
burning down houses-and our neighbors of Texas
thought so last summer when they swung up every
one they caught-then, a fortori, as the lawyers
say, it is right to hang one who comes with arms in
his hands to do all these things and to shoot us
I down besides. And if it is right to hang him, it
I is still more right to shoot hinm.

This complaint is somewhat akin to that in re-
gard toonr putting bullets in our guns-which the
Federals appear to consider a great outrage. It
makes the job which they have undertaken, of
subduing our country, much more diflicult of exc-
cution, and, we are not surprised they should
strenuousonly object to it. Nevertheless, we ex-
pect our soldiers will conthiue the reprehensible
practice.

We are under no obligation to conduct this war
upon the same principles that the Federals do,
although we have done nothing worse than they
have, and nothing even so bad. But our positions
are altogether different. They are invaders, we
are defenders. We do not know what the ab-
stract rules of war are, nor do we care. We know
what the rule of common sense and self-defence is,
and by that rule an invader of a country which is
desirons of living in peace with all other countries,
and which meditates no wrong to any other coun-
try, ought to be driven back by all the means that
can be employed. In the present case, this is the
North's war--not ours. They are making war
upon us, not we.upon them. We sent commis-
Sslonels to Washington to treat for a settlement,
but they were not even officially received. The
Federals have avowed their purpose to overrun
our territory and reduce us to submission, and we
would not be fit for freedom if we failed to employ
all the means which God has given us to repel and
defeat the attempt. The common law justifies a
man who shoots a burglar, with des'gns upon
property only and not upon life. But here are in-
vaders who come not only to rob and to murder,
but to deprive of liberty all those that they do not
slay. We do not appreciate the refinement of that
casuistry which pronounces it wrong to destroy
them by every known method. The hardy free-
men of the Virginia mountains do not know any-
thing about scientific warfare and fighting by rule,
e and they do not care to know anything about it
r when an insolent foe is devastating their country.

a They shoot a prowling Yankee in precisely the
same spirit that they would shoot any other beast
of prey. If the Yankees don't like it, let them

it abandon the country and go home.

TALK ON 'CHANGE,.

It was doll, listless and inactive on the flags yes-
terday. Our great-thoroughfare, Camp street, ap-
pears to be more thronged than usual. Carondelet
street will have to give in. No cotton coming to
market, no sale, of course, and no exchange : bill-
brokers whistling, and lenders of money (who, by.
the-bye, ar very scarce) wiistling for a breeze,
the war not being strong enough; in fact, it is
superlatively stagnant and inactive on rue Caron-
delet, and likely to remain so for a space of time.
The ports are not opened. We shall miss many
frequenters of the flags this season. The jolly,
rollicking boys, who have been the life and soul of
Carondelet street for years past, will, we regret to
say, have to pass the winter in Canada, where a
good many of our pseudo citizenshave been spend-
ing the summer. True, they can come to NewYo.rk
and take the oath of allegiance to the Lincoln
dynasty, and save themselves from being bagged in
the Bastile Lafayette. There are many inquiries
how many Southerners should now be in the
Northern States, where they have been stopping
mouths. They have not aided nor benefitted the
Southern cause by remaining away; in fact, there
is a great deal of talk about two faces, one for tile
North and one for the South. It is not of much use
to be talking of these folks, but simply request
them, when they return, to call at the Confederate
Commissioner's ollice, and take the onth of allegi-
ashe to the South. It will not be a very hard pre-
scription for a good man to take.

There were several reports in circulation yester-
day that Ship Island was to be evacuated. Really
there does not appear to be any great strategy or
advantages to be derived by keeping a small army
on this sand bank. The troops and ammunition
could be better employed on tile mainland. While
talking about Ship Island and general defences of
our sea coast, we were handed the following com-
munication, which covers a great deal of talk on
the flags:

THE D-LeENCE OF %"NE O* LIAnS.

Mr. Edior.--There seems to be an amazing
apathy exaiting among our citizens, in view of the
gigantic preparations which the Washington Goev-
ernment is making to equip an ovcrcwhelming
naval expedition for the conquest of New Orleans.
Our men of wealti, whose uortlnres are inldissolubly
implicated in this revolution, and who mnst stnad
or tall with the Southern Confederacy, receive the,
daily evidences of Lincoln's designs with an incre-
dulous shrug or otlpable indifference, trusting in
Providence to help us, when our own exertions
will be irsurltietirnt. Now, the capture of Forts
Clark and Hatteras has proved that Providence,
whatever else it has done and will yet do for to ,
does not eoneider the fortfieliation or defence of
our coast as coming within its limits of assistance ;
that 6li-peouders carry much larlther than 32-
ptnders, and that no bravery in troops call resist
the natural, effect of a bombardment from which
they are not protected.

The queatiun naturally arises: Has the capture
ofethe North Carolina forts brought its uset ul les-
son to those il charge of our defences ? Are tile
gunsuin our forts able to cope with the heavy gulls
of our enemies? Are our men everywhere pro-
tected by bomb-proof works ? Are they adequately
supplied with ammunition and projectiles? Is the
system of communication with headquarters such
Ae to enable reinforcements to be forwarded to any
weak point In useful time to prevent a disaster?
, These questious, and others like them, are preg-
nant with the fate of New Orleans, and should be
put to the authorities who have our safety in
charge. If means are lacking, our citizens should
provide them. What are a few thousand dollars
compared with the wholesale ruin and destruction I
which would follow tlB capture of New Orleans?
Hilterto, although warnings and suggeations have
not been wanting, there'has been no evstematized
plan of operations by which our citizeul could
make themselves really useful to our military au-
thorities without clashmeg.

Let us imitate the action of those citizens who
'systematized the plan of relief for our wounded
aoldieeu after the battle of Mnaessas. Join your
In•uent la voite to our humble suggestion, and
catll a mass meeting of our cetizens--merchants,
fmechanics, tradesmen-let all attend. Let a corm-
mittee be appointed to consult with Gen. Twiggs,
SGovernor hutoe and Commodore Hellina, to ex-
amine the subjeet of our defenses thloroughly, to
collect funds if necessary for the immediate prose-
cution of the works yet unfinished; in a word, to
see that all is done that can be done.
