CaCi, aiETO', Sept. 12.-The Mercury's corres-
pondent gives the proclamation of the Captain-
(Gellral of Cuba, which is as follows:
"In virtue of a proclamation of her Majesty,

Isabelta II, I have determined, under date of the
7th of August, that all vessels occupied in legiti-
mate commierce, from ports in the Confederate
States, hall lie entered and cleared under the
Confederate flag, and shall be duly protected by
the authorities of the Island. I proclaim, further,
that loreign Consuls be notified that no intnrlerrece
on their part will be tolerated."

The War in Western Virginia.
CLt.A+oR VILLE. Vn., Sept. 12.-A battle was com-

menced at 3 o'clock Tuesday afternoon, near Sum-
merville. Geo. Roescrantz, after makinga recon-
noisance, found Gen. Floyd's army 5000 strong,.
with sixteen field pieces, entrenched in a powerful
position on the top of a mountain, on the west side
of Gauley river. The rear and extreme of both
flanks wereinaccessible. The fort was masked by
a heavy jutngle.

A strong detachment of Confederates was dis-
covered out of their camp this side of the river.
ehortly afteweards, the scouts discovered them-
s Ives in the face of a parapet and a long line of
pallisades, when the battle opened fiercely. The
Confederates poured upon the Federals a terrible
fire of musketry, rifles, cannister, and shell, caus-
ing some casualties. Col. Settle led several com-
panies of his irish regiment to charge the batte-
ries, when he was brought down by a shot in the
leg. Col. Smith engaged the Confederates on the
left Col. Lowe directly in front. The latter was
killed.
Col. McMullen's howitzer battery and Snydera'

two field pieces got in the best position possible,
and silenced two Confederate guns.

The fire slackened at intervals, and grew more
furiita as night approached, when the lerman
brigade was led into action by Col. AtcCook, under
the direction of Adjutant General Hortzuff. After
a furious fight of three hours, night compelled the
recall of the troops. The men lay on their arms,
ready to renew the contest next moritng.
Gen. Ployd fell back during the night, sinking

bols anid destroying temporary bridges. The
depthl of water und exhaustion uf our troops ren-
dered pursuit impossible.

Our loss was lifteen killed and seventy wounded.
The Confederate loss is ulninlown, as they carried

EXCro'EtLENT IN TtHE OLD Tlan.--The epedemic
which has been raging in other sections of the city
among the dogs, has at last reached the quiet pre-
cincts of the venerable old Third. and several mad
dogs have been seen and killed down there. Tues-
day morning two dogs were lassoed and brought
to the lookup on Elysien Field street, upon suspi-
tIhn of their being about to run mad. They cer-
tainly exhibited alarming symptoms, and a jury of
dog-holders was immediately empanneled, and the
brutes were put upon trial. As the evidence was
clear that they were dogs, and that they had be-
come eccentric in their habits of late, it did not
take long for the intelligent jury to convict them,
the judge to sentence them to death, nor for a
dozen volunteers to offer to carry the sentence into
effect. So the dogs were shot in the back yard of
the Recorder's otffe, in presence of the whole
court which had sat upon their case. When this
court returned up stairs it was discovered that rby
some unaccountable accidenta large dog had come
into the court room and taken possession.

The order was given for his dogship to leave,
but by a series of low growls and a few snaps at
the legs of those who ventured near him, he
plainly indicated that he would not leave until he
got ready. Besides, he did not look as if he was
exactly in good health, so few of the honorable
court cared to approach within biting distance of
him. A council of war was called to debate how
the intruder was to be gotten rid of. That he
would have to leave or prevent justice from being
administered to the :cffering residents of that quar-
ter of this metropolis, rwas as clear as the noon-day
sun (in ordinary weatlher.) The occasion called
for prompt action and a daring and able leader,
and. like all oeccsions of the sort, this one gave
bic th to a leader suited to it. The man was he who
is known as the aidavit clerk in the Recorder's
office. He was appointed by acclamation, and at
once proceeded to open the campaign. The party
was divided into three divisions. The first,of which
he took command in person, was to march in line
of battle through the great door of the court room
and attack the enemy in front. The second, com-
manded by the Recorder's own Constable, an able
tactician, was to enter the room by a flank move-
ment through a side door, and, turning the enemy's
left, was to attack hint in the rear if possible.

The third division was to guard the points of re-
treat, and in case the enemy was put to flight, to
endeavor to harrass his retreat. After these dis-
positions were made, and each division had taken
its assigned post, the charge was sounded, and the
attack made with the greatest gallantry. The first
division had hot work, for the enemy fought des-
perately; but, when th•e head of tile column of the
second division made its appearance from behind
the pile of chairs and tables by which the position
of the invader was defended, a retreat began on
his part, and the gallant men rushed on with the
greatest exhibition of bravery on record. So
quick and terrific was their charge that no other
mode of escape was offered to the flying and
beaten foe but an open window, and without hesi-
'tating a moment, he sprung out of it. The third
division were down stairs watching the doors;
they had no idea that an enemy would appear
from the window; therefore, when he did come
down, it was on to the top of their heads, which so
surprised and discomlited them that they at once
took flight inl the greatest confusion, and the ene-
my would have escapled if he had not broken his
legs by the fall. hit thin condition he was slain by
tile camnp frellowers, and the pursuit.was called oil.
ho ended this exciting affair. The officers' reports
have not yet been received at headquarters.
Wihen they are, we may publishll them in full.

And when I asked one of these gentle-
men, more than two months ago, what chance
there was of the North giving the Sooth all that
time, I was answered almost in these words. " We
are bound to go to the assistance of Virginia. The
whole of the Northern frontier abounds in good
positions, which can be fed by the rail from the
South. The abolitionists will come and give us
battle. We are certain to whip them if they at-
tack us, and the North will then learn it can't at
once overrun us as it fancied. The leaders will
pause. There will be a renetipn up there. We
will work all the harder and all the better for our
victory, drilling our men and consolidating our re-
sources. The Northern cities will become discon-
tented. Foreign nations ask when the cotton ports
are to be opened.

V Tiror.--SO far the result of the action of the
21st of July has been the prolongation of the war
in America. The effect it may have had abroadt
will be known in a few days more. It is plain now
that the Confederates were not only really unable
to lprsen their advantage, but that they were not
at first aware of its extent. They stifr from de-
ficient transport, and are better prepared for de-
fence than for attack. Their army was almost as
much 

"
scared," to use an English worl in atn

American way, as the Federalists, if the reports
are to be believed of confusion, waveritut and re-
treat in their ranks-and of the passionate exer-
tions of the odlersn as well as of lteir losseq. ln
tact, the Confederates standbeflorethe world strip-
ped of a good deal of the strength of which lthy
boasted in actual numbers ; and it is a poor cover
to their we:ekness to pat fnward the assertion tihat
only a small portion of tteir force was engageiol,
when it is nt,,ritu' lu thtthey had sent to nall gier-
ters for reinforcements. and. above all, when t is
consideredl that, by using all the men sEtt their dis-
posal, they could have forced the mas of tho Fed-
eraliat army to surrender prisoners of war, and
havre occupied the capital. Their ofperatlicin up
to this time indicate hesitation and ewant of vigor;
bui it tl jast passible they may be preparing to
strike isoe great blow. It is given outt that ion-
oral lteauregard has gone for a short titte to
Charleston. Glen. Johnston has not shown il any
force in front of his old positions about Harper's
Ferry. nor has he threatened the Federalists under
le. B:lnks, who ree ceuvering the ipassage of tlho
river Itom the Mairyland ideo. Before Hampton
and Fortress Mhonroe there is an equal absence of
offensive demonstrations. The Secession cavlrey
and pickets occupy the Alexandria road, and the
cononuiicationa leading by Vienna and Fair'iax
('oiurt-house, towards Manassas, at a considerable
distance from the outposts and lines of the Feder-
Salists, and there is less of that wild guerilla sort of
e work between the two armies than was fI)oretrly
d the case, but the attitude of the Celfederates is
not to that of > very confident or agt;roesive: force.
One docs not ilear either of thile vigorous advites
to drive tihe etlsty from the sacred soil of Vir-
ginia, which were so rier, nor of the hot menaces

If an officer insisted on obeying the rnlees agi rege,
lations of the army, he was regarded by ils ferlti-
natore as an ungrateful fellow, who was usig the
power they had given him to vex nadtutarathem,
and he, ton often, in spirit of retaliation apd in
ignorace of the proper means of enforcing 'a re-

dpect to which personally, perhaps, he had little
claims, resorted to gross langdage, abtse and
harsh treatment, and incuroed the positive con-
tempt and hatred of men who took little care to
conceal their feelings.

It -isbhard to teach Americats discipline. Their
regular army has been for the-most part compesed
of Germane and Irish. fea s people are oaerse to
oYedience on principle; and even childree, aa [.
have observed particularly in the North; ale less
mansgeable, " biddable," os o mothro sgli, thasr in.
the old-fashioned country, .where the fifth com-
mandment is held in respect.. Master 'ickle and
Miss- Port are fond ehough of saying "I won't"
all over the world, but the breed is unusually large
in America. and disobedience seiems to ypas cur-
rent. for independence. -And. as the ohilb is the
father of the man, so sovereign Smith on principle
rebels against obey ing the order of sovereign
Brown ; kicks in his Tner man, recalcitrates
morally. and even physically, and only nsucceeds
by the pressure of a self-applied duress.

The officer held it up to the light, ganged the
contents, smelt the mouth, and then'took a long
pull, which was followed by a soundinag smack of
the ips, and a " foust-rate "'of great integaity.

The bottle was restored and then "' Shotuder
arms-by the right-wheel-quick march," and
away went bottle, officer and men.

It would be very unfair to assert that such ofe-
cers are common and such practices usual; but
that there is, on questions of discipline, an extra-
ordinary deviation in principle, sentiment and
practice in the American people from those of any
other military people, requires no proof, when we.
see Col. Richardson, in an official document re-
specting the conduct of his troops at Manassaseac-
cusing his senior officer; Col. Miles, in reply, pub-
hahing a statement which appears in all the newe-
papers, itn which he says he was not drank and
prays God to foigive his accuser. They will be
taught by experience, and the sweet uses of ad-
versity-bitter to-them-will force them to bend to
discipline in order that they may conquer; and if
they desire to carry on the campaign, and escape
the Caudio Forks, they must stoop, as people
free, intelligent and bravo as they are, have done,
to the thrall of order and obedience.

DiaoanaaNsxTlon AND RIOT 1Nx THB FEDERAsL
ABlsY.-That much can be done by the judicious
exorcise of authority in enforcing military rules
and regulations among them, as among the rest of
mankind, is conclusively shown by the great
changes and improvements efflected in the army of
Washington, and, above all, in the city itself, by
young General t•cClellan, who bide fair to be the'
next President, if his success is at all comiien-
surato with the enormous praise and flattery whleb,
much against, hiawill, are foroed down his throat.

Before his nomination the streets of th, capital
presented a spectacle, the lilke of wohickwas probablh
never seen in any civilized city. A routed, deonor-
alized army, with just sufficient equipment to
enable them to be a terror to civilians, and to in-
flict death and wounds in their drunken quarrels,
crowded the thoroughfares formidable only to
those whom they were intended to protect. The
hotels and bars were filled with officers whose
regiments were in a state of complete disorganian-
tin. The small tradespeople trembled for their'
little stores. Suddenly out comes an order, which
I give entire, lest it omight be said the words T'hrve
used exaggerate the condition- of aflairs at the
period in qtaestion.

[Here Mr. Russell publishes " General Order "
(No. 2) of Assistant Adjutant deneral Williams,
dated in Washington, July 20; and directing : " It
is therefore directed that hereafter no officer or
soldier be allowed to absent hlimself from his camp
and visit Washington, excrpt for the parformance
of some pubine duty, or for the transaction of im-
portant private business, for whIch purposes writ-
ten permits will be given by the conmmanders of
brigaaes," etc.

The eitizen.soldiery were astonished and indig-
nant, but they were nevertheless arrested and
" blckholed," and I confess it gavo me infinite
satisfaction to obser•e the very salutary results of
the process. The Sanitary Comnission, with con-
siderable boldness, published certain reoommenda-
tions for the improvement of the discipline of the
army, which is, indeed, in need of change for the
better. They acribe thie dillianlties which they
crteet in carrying out reforms to lack of discipline,
which tihus injuries the health of the army.
