regardless of e;erything else to the consummation
ot their pnrpose.

Everything hore it kept secret; the camp fol-
lowers at IMan tols have been sent outside of the
lines, and lGen. Jlhlnston has stopped the malls
from Manassas to Itic:hmond. The difficultis of
getting passes tl M!anassas increase, and none sue-
ceed, except tlrueo whoe state on honor that they
have sick or w .emloed sons and brothers, whonn
they are anxie, s to see and to provide for. Col.
Robert Hunter, of the city, after exhausting every
expedient to procure a pass, succeeded at last by
the ifluenceo ot one ot the Louisiana delegation.
and the next morning the Orange and Alexandria
I:ailroad carried from Ich ibnond a perfectly happy
man. Tihe rumors had fixed the day Col. Hunter
lelt here as one on which a great and decisive
battle was to be fought at Falls Church, and the in-
creased speed of the railroad was additional
evidence that the battle was coming off. Col. II.
arrived at Mlananeas Junction. which is some 20L
miles from Fails Church, exhibited his pass to the
Provost Marshal, Major Bayle, who quietly in-
formed the Colonel that he was at the end of his
journey. Tile Colonel remonstrated, the Major
was firm tile Colonel then expressed hit determi-
nation if he could not go further that he would re-
turn to RIichmond ; to this reasonable conclusion
the Provost Marshal objected, and for two mortal
days was the fiery and impatient Colonel re-
strained. After two days of restraint, the influence
of frieuds among the Louisiana troops procured
for him permission to visit the line of defences.
The battle has not been yet fought, and the Colo-
nel, who is now a high private in Capt. Pat.

Mer. Edilor -The Treasury Department is eons;d-
naobly exercised at tile discovery that countertei's
are in circulatlion of the recent Issoe of Confeder-
ate notes. Some of the denmisnation of $5 have
been paid into the Bank of Petersburg, purporting
to have been lithographed by J. Martnuvrier, of
New iOrleans. It is true that the Treasury Depart
meat had engaged the services of that accomliash-
oil lithographist to print some notes of the denomi-

nations of $10 and $9, but none lnve uro to this day
been issued here. An agent was dispatched to
Petersburg Iy the b Seoetmey tof the Treasury ior
the purpose of obtaining a eopy of the spnrious
isu, wiho, insteaii oI lindieg it a cousterfteit mri-
tatiot ofi the ceosiis liste, fiomvec tl that it was
the original. e lled o ll s arl hitafne rtolne de-
tectives, who, had the good lortune to mresnt the
goilry tarties. l'here '-dre six engaged in tile
illegal transaction. and among thlek wao a dIlver
of Adams' Ixoroso waogoI, who had habstracted the
nio'r frout thle toondles est at va'iiiao times to tile
Ter-asurer front New tlrlcaits. TIty are all in
prison here, and it is to It re.gretied tlit they will
escape the LIheavy penalty iiliosed by tthe Coaled-
rlate Contgress for the crime of forgery. The law
ailtingi tilt death penalty lsr colnterlelting Treas-
ury bonds and notes was ntaled on the 24th of
August, and not promslgated until tha 20th. Tihe
iltterig of thle 'trgcd notes was dliscuvered before
thle promulgation, and this tact wilt, it is presumed.

printed on bank paper, with tile water mark ol
"rTen" in the bodly ut the bill. The notes are with-
out a vignette. and are very pretty anl neat. The
plate ol tile fivres is copied f-om that of the tess,
a'td are printed on bank inper of inferior quality,
and witflltt a water mark and aree ilua oil ths
Ichk. Tlhe only loss that the fiovernment can svt-
tlain is in the palir, lithg'eailthitig, pri.ting, etc..
and lip to this time there las been bot live notes of05 ottered for ciresatitlo.

The concentration of troop, in and around h air-
fax Court-lltoae is ine case. Tihe cfy is comlpar-
atively clear of tile ullicers and ildilcrrs who have
hiretoiore been crowding the hotels and boarding-
holes: all applear to be at their posts. Munitions
of war are still being sent lowards Manassas. The
ears leave here loaded withl Clnmbhids, rille can-
non and howitziler. The transportation fn r the im-
lense force is ample and complete. l'roviions

are abundant, medical etores sulnicient for the sick,
and a marked improvement in the condition of the
sick, manifest. Cheering news comes in frome all
quaretrs, and as tar as human jiigment can pene-

ltoe bevondl the aon-alments thrown around the
action on the colmnlanders on tile Potomac, we are
on thne eve of most important events: a day, an
hour may develop the results, and set all calcula-
tions at rent. The anxiety here is naturally in-
tense--a great battle is immilnent lan inevitable,
and our leaders are Sanguilteo of succese.

On Wednesday last, ien. Jones sant atn order to
Major Walton ftr a section ct his artillery, to pro-
ceed in all halte to a point designated by the Gen-
eral. The Majior hastened to obey the order, but
was delayed a trifle, in procuring lien. Beanue-
gard's endorsement of the order, as his battalion
was under his immediate control. Gen. Jones'
]pinkets had diacovered a large ercampment of the
Federalists near tile Potomac. The pickets having
ventured eight miles within the enemny's line, and
having reported the same to the General, lie con-
ceived the idea of astonishing them with a fete
rounds of artillery. For that pourpose, Maj. Walmton
dispatched Capt. Squires with four guns, which ar-
rived, after a night march, a little alter daylight,
at a point distant about seven hundred yards from
tile Federal eneampment; and the tirst intimation
the Yankees had of the proximity of a battery, was
a volley from the cannons. Their astonishment
and consequent confusion was even ridiculous.
The first shot was seen to enter a large tent, and
in rapid succession was discharged shot and shell
until their dispersion was complete. We fired 120
rounds, and it was on this occasion tha tthe Wash-
ington Aqueduct received such serious injury.
This was one of the boldest movements executed
during this war--having ventured eight miles with-
in the line of the enemy, firing 120 guns. carrying
death and confasion to our enemies, and retiring
unscathed and unmolested, without loss or acci-
dentlo any description, and succeeding in reaching
the headquarters of the battalion before dark.
Washington City, as reported by an eyewitness,
was thrown into the wildest excitement drums
beat, officers galloped through thie streets, the citi-
zens retired to their houses, as there was no longer
any donbt of tth advance of tile whole army--
Capt. Squires, withl four guns and the usual aecom-
paniment of the gallant men who compose tihe bat-
talion, representing most efficiently our1 entire
army. These harrassing forays upon the Yankees
are of daily occurrence, and the frequent killing
and capturing of their pickets is fast demoralizing
the soldiers. In detailing for guard duty, every
expedient is adopted Iy the ment to shirk: nor can
tllehy be liamed, for every relief linds one or more

l thle old guard dead or misaing.
Col. Bradlird, of the Fourteenth Louisiana Volun-

tears, moved into quarters last night. Hisl regi
ment lhas a beautiful encampmlent near Rockets.
hte is actively engaged in perfecting his men in
drill and iastlructiug them in their dacy as soldiers.
He will make his regiment equal to tihe est in the
norvice--if capacity, industry and unswerving at-
tentions to his duties are guarantees of success.
I have been invited to visit his ciap t -morrow,
and to be present at his first drens parade. I shall
not niegleat it for, like all Louisianiaus, feel a
reasonable pride in the efficiency and appearance
of our volunteers.

1Mr. Edilor-As I have not as yet seen a regular
correspondent from this portion of the seat of war,
I have concluded, though a stranger to you and
your colunlns, to give you a short account of the
doings of the Second Louisiana Regiment since
leaving home. We were, as our number indicates,
among the first to take up arms in defence of our
dearest rights, and were mustered into service
under the command of Col. L. G. Derussey, and
upon our arrival in Virginia, were placed on the
peninsula, under Gen. Magroder, at a time when
all eyes were looking to to this place, where we ex-
pected to have all the fighting. We were encamped
at Yorktown for some months. and were so unfor-
tunate as to be a few moments too late for the
fight at Great Bethel. Bitter, indeed, was that
disappointment, which was deeply sympathised in
Ity Gen. Magruder, who assured us tnat the report
of our advance tended greatly to hasten the Hes
sinas' abeupt departure, and at the next fight the
Sertrid shtould certainly have their " go in." This
promise he has kept, as on all his expeditions we
have been, as it were, his body guard. We have
been with him on several occasions within sight of
Newport News, and uaed all the means in our
power to tempt the cowardly brutes to come oat
of their strongholds, and give us some fun. Gen.
Magruder is a gallant old gentleman, and the men
and officers have the utmost confidence in him.

Four companies from our regiment were under
the command of the lamented Dreox when be fell,
though we were some miles from the spot where
the unfortunate skirmish took place, and consti-
tuted the escort which conveyed him to the boat
on his way to his final resting-place in Louisiana.
Deeply did we sympathise with his gallant soldiers
to that occasion, as the whole army loved him as
a brother.

After the resignation of (tol. Derussey, the regl-
ment became somewhat disorganized, but by the
happy selection of 1\m. M. Levy as its Colonel,
was in a short time placed upon a footing as re-
gards drill and discipline surpassed by no regiment
in the service. This gallant officer and gentleman,
indeed, deservee the highest praise for the mild
and ellectual manner in which he has conducted

his regiment since he has had contrql, and has
gained the unbounded confidence of both officers
and men. We predict for him and his regiment a
brilliant future. Tihe regiment is composed of
companies from Middle and North Louisiana, and
as good lighting material as there is to be found in
the army.

I wish to take this opportunity of mentioning
the Atchafalnya Guards, Capt. IR M. Boone. This
company, is composed of young men from both
side of thie Atehalalaya river, and selected withgreat care from the best of families. Its orgauiza-
tion is mainly due to the active exertion of its
highly esteenmed and accomplished commander.
As an evidence of the men's appreciation of I he
untiring endeavors to make them a crack com-
pany, I will mention this: He found it necessary
sometime ago. on account of the serious illness of
his family, to resignl his commission. He remained
at home long enough to find them restored to
health, and immediately returned for the purpose
of enlisting as a private. This his men would not
permit, and reelected him to his original position.
lie deserves all this, as a more excellent, brave
and accomplished officer does not hold a commis-
siou in the service, and with such a body of men
as lie has under him, bound to make his imarl.

We are now encamped at Cockletown, a small
place about eight miles from Yorktown, and ten
miles from Newport News. We are in hopes the
fleet which took Fort Hatteras may attempt a land-
ing somewhere on the peninsular, and if they do,
you may expect to hear a good account of the
Second. The health of our regiment has been
very good since leaving Yorktown, as is that of the
otlher troops.
The Fifth Louisiana is near Grove's Wharf, on

.ames river. The Tenth is at the same place.
Dreux's battalion is near us, andithe Zouaves are
at Williamsburg. If this should prove acceptable,
I will write again, and promnise to do better.

MenTarrur oUn of Awar Snones.-The present
revolution is continually developing the resources
and enterprise of the people of the South, and of
the citizens of New Orleans particularly. During
the last four or five months, we have noticed the
establisbhent in the city of manufactories for the
prodeuction of various articles, for-which, in former
times, we were entirely dependent upon the North
or Europe. These establishments are all in see-
cessfol operation, and are paying as well as could
be possibly expected. Others are in the course of
erection, and if things continue like they are a few
months longer, there will be few articles consumed
here which will not be made by our own people.
We called a few days since at the house of fessre.
E. Marqueze & Co., shoe merchants of Canal street,
and, on being informed that they had started mano-
ufacturlog shoes suited to the wants of the army,
we expressed a desire'to witness the operation in
allits departments,and werepolitely shown through
by one of the partners in the house, Mr. W. Mc-
Master. The manufacturing is done in the second
and third floors of their large building, and a bosy
place it is, sure enough. In the second floor we
found some fifteen or twenty men engaged in cut-
ting the leather into shape, and preparing the
upper leathers for the bottoms. They worked
rapidly and skillfully, turning out work enough
each day to keep up with the hands engaged in
finishing up stairs.

In the next floor, however, we saw the most in-
teresting sight. There we found some sixty or
seventy men sitting round low tables, upon which
lay the working tools of their craft, hammering.
cutting, pegging and trimming away with a rapid,
orderly kind of confusion, which would convince
even the most inexperienced observer that they
were up to their work and bent on making the
most out of each day. Here we saw the upper
leathers and soles, which were cut out down stairs,
rapidly stretched over lasts of different sizes, and
pegged, hammered and trimmed into handsome
and serviceable shoes, in so short a space of time
that the beholder could hardly believe his eyes.
Observing the great number of small wooden pegs
in the bottoms of shoes, one would suppose that
it was a slow and tedious operation to place them
there so smoothly and regularly, but we were nn-
deceived by the skillful artizans who were at work
here. We watched one, and seeing him about to
commence the pegging operation, drew out our
watch and timed him. In exactly eight minutes
he had finished putting in two rows of pegs in a
pair of shoes, and that, too, without knowing that
we were timing his work; if he had, perhaps he
would have finished in much less time. In this
room over two hundred pairs of shoes are finished,
ready for sale, each day. These shoes are strong
and stout, made of well-tanned leather, and come
up high on the leg to prevent accidents to the
ankle, and have double soles to keep out the wet.

To Mr. MctMaster is principally due the credit of
organizing this manufactory. He saw the scarcity
of fit army shoes in the market, and determined to
make the attempt to supply the demand by a home
production. At first sight the magnitude of such
an undertaking does not appear; but when it is
considered that material is to be supplied in large
quantities and with regularity, in a section where
leather is scarce, and few tanneries exist; that
workmen are to be procured that can be de-
pended upon, and who are skillful in that particular
kind of work, it will be then understood that Mr.
MceM. had to encounter obstacles which were cal-
culated to somewhat daunt his enterprise; but he
went in with a good heart and a determination to
succeed, and his present success is proof that he
was up to the emergency. To procure leather it
was necessary to go to Texas and establish tan-
neries or make permanent contracts with those
that were established, and to procure labor to a
certain extent he had to teach the trade to every
man he employed. But he did all this, and is now
producing as good a shoe. as was ever offered in
the market, at figures as low as those brought by
an inferior article. We are glad to be able to state,
too, that he finds no difficulty in selling, in fact
such is the demand for his shoes that he is forced
to make purchasers wait sometimes before he can
fill their orders.

A ('Osr'ova or NEWSPAPER fEN.--Our content-
porary of the Delta, a day or two since, threw out
a suggestion in regard to the organization of a
company to be composed entirely of newspaper
men, which we hope will be immediately acted
upon. There are a large number of patriotic gentle-
men in this city, connected with the different news-
paper oflices, who, owing to the peculiar nature of
their employment, have found it impossible to con-
nect themselves with military companies and be
instructed in the school of the soldier, beause
they could not do so without sacrificing the bunt.
hess by which they earned their daily bread. A
pridter, for instance, only receives pay for what
he does, and as he is obliged to do all his work at
niglt, le can hardly he expected to leave his busi-
ness and attend drill when by so doing he loses,
each time, from two to five dollars. But if a com-
pany were organized, composed entirely of men
whose business hours were the same as his, he
would willingly join them, and choosing such
hours in the day as they would all find convenient,
they could perfect themselves in the drill and pree
pare themselves for the defence of their homes
and firesides. While it is a well-known fact that a
majority of the printers of the South are now in
the ranks of the Confederate army, yet we know
that those who have remained at home from neces-
sity would all, to a man, be in our volunteer com-
panies, if they could accommodate themselves to
the hours of merchants, clerks, mechanics, and the
public generally: and if this move is put on foot.
it will take no prophet to foretell its perfect suc-
cess. Therefore, let a meeting be called at suchi a
time when all would be at leisure, and let the pre-
liminary steps be taken. It cannot be done too
soon.

Of the particulars of this affair I am not in-
formed; but it is said, still further, that the British
Government, when called upon to prevent the de-
parture of the vessel, declined to interfere-on
what grounds I have not heard.

If these stories are true, and whether they are
so or not must soon be known, all talk of the good
will of this Government towards us, and all the
talk of the Euglish press about our ingratitude,
will receive a quietus.

IBut even if the story were not true, it must soon
become so, for thero is more than one armed ves-
sel fitting out in Britislh ports, and intended to be
rtn bunder the British flag till they have escaped
the blon kade and landed their cargoes. Thee
they will become ships-eol-war, no doubt, and cruise
as the Southern national fleet. The English Gov-
ernment, true to its neutral ground, will not inter-
fere to prevent the fitting out of these vessels until
its own interests begin to suller.

stEr.--The armies of Xerxes and the wealth of
Solomon would hardly sustain a comparison with
the hosts of meu and mountains of money which-
at any rate, upon paper--are placed at tie com-
mand of President Ientcoln for the suppression of
the Southern Confederacy. We nmy venture, per-
hap1s, to pass without too rigorous a scrutiny the
bold, though somewhat gascouading, vote by
which tihe intelligence of. the defeat at Manassas
was received in Congress. The millions so preci-
pitately otited represented, probably, the patri-
otic resolution of the North to spend its last dollar
in the preservation of the Uuion; but, without
pressing these loose figures to their literal import,
wre are really astounded at the conclusions which
are forced upon as by recent reports, It used to
be thought that this country had attained an ut-
lhappy but unapproachable eminence in national
indebtedness. Half our entire exlenditure in or
dinarv years still goes to pay the interest of bor-
rowea mnotey, and when we werettold to look
America and observe hlow, under d emocratic ilsts-
tutioau, a country as poputlous as our owu could
|be tveOrtled at to quartter ct toe sexpese,. we could
not but feel tit leesr of tie eocttro't. We iknew,

They have veatd•sette&esuandoiu-
edly; but these taxes, awe sistle a will do littl
more than previde for thd mer .ibterest offihe
debts contracted, or, as it phraed, nerve as " a
basis forloane."

We arriveat this coaclusion partly-by ortthtimetr
cat calculation, and partly from Tatiteeiea.een.t
veyed by the American journals. We are totlde
tinetly that though Congress was ready to bother-
ite any amount of loans, it hesitated when saked
for spplies on which to base them; and we ob
erve that, thoergh the best affected of the NaeW
York bankers did at firf suggest that prqvi ofo
should be made for meeting part of the prciptpal,
they partly admitted tailt tte arrangement might
be diopensed with. Moreover, it aeemts pett• evi-
dent that the prode of the new taxes will not
suffice for much more than the liquidation of the,
enormou.interest, whiit ab we shall presently re-
mark, will be tncsser ntloeermsag. UOtllwe get
the estimates of theGo ernteent placedefoireW
we can do little more than approisate to the,
truth ae by conjecture and comp tnflay but, if
the Federal revenue were .thoe t'l bler bj the
proceeds of freshtaxa'tion, the iocrease of indome'
would be almost all absorbed in piying the.inete•;
est of the debt which will probably be contrasted
by this time twelvemonth. In other words, the
Americana are now creating a national debt atthe
rate of 60,000,000 a year.

We entreat the reader to observe for a moment
what this implies. Such a course throws all our
borrowing into the shade; on all the lne years of
the American war, from 1773 to 1783, we only bor-
rowed 104,00,000. In the twenty-two yeants of
the great Revolutionary war we. averaged ela tha.a
t0.000,000 a year, and in the tremendoes year
18i3-.4, the loan was bt 36,000,000, Bet this is a
only half the battle. The burthea of a loan de-
pends not so much on the amount of principal a
on the rate of interest. We borrowed our money
even in 1813 at a little above- four and a half per
cent., and in 1854 at a little above three per cent.
The Americans, however, began by an offne of
seven per cent., and are at this moment compelled
to pay ten or twelve per cent. We find, therefor,
that while 60,000,008 annually would be aetided to
their national debt, 6,000,t00 aniually would be
added to the' charge of that debt, an that foulr years
and three-quarters of their preseet expesnitere
would saddle them with a burtheo equal to that
which we have incurred in .a century nd, a.haIf.
Mr. Gladstone.has't provide some 2300l,000 to
satiasfy the public creditorsnof Great Britatin. It
the year 1866, if the American war abbeld be.pro-
tracted so Ion , Mr. Chase's soccesaso will have to
provide rather more than that sum for the credit-
ore of tihe Union.

It is obvtots to remark that the war may not be
carried on so long, or continued at so heavy a cost;
and, indeed, the exorbitant propositions of. Con-
gress were probably based upon the assumptien
that the way to make short work was to go to
work unsparingly at first. But the history ot the'
campaign up to the present point contains little to
saoggesat a speedy termination of the struggle. The
Sautherners are not likely-to succumb, nor the
Northerners to retire. Neither is at ai in accord-
ance with experience in these mattens, that the
cost of a war should be dminlnished as it goes on.
The scale of operations, indeed, as far as resolu-
tions go, has been actually extended. The- Int
moil tells os that the Volonteer bills passed by
Congress empower the President to call one mil-
lion men into the hfield, and it was supposed that
half those numbers would be aetually raised. Na-
poleon had not a larger army when he erossed the
Niemen with the most prodigious host ever seen in
modern days. We. con detect no sign, therefore,
of any curtailment in the dimensions of this extra-
ordinary ear, though we may well doubt whether
the Americans will find themselves able to borrow
quite so fast as thtey desire. They have evIdenty
the will to.rival the most reckless-ofLStates tlhis
ruinous race, but they may not have the' power..
Their credit is already but indifferent, and the
terms of the market are sure to beome`e lesdand
less favorable as loan follows loan. , ' - '

This, however, is the only difcolty likely to
operate-as a check to the career. The desire for a
compromise, already discernable in the clases •n
whom the expenses of the war wil fall, weuld be
ineffective in comparison with the passions of the
multitude exempted from taxateion. Weiseein
short; Democracy in a crisis whieh brin• all its
various pretensions to trial. Its ipatlttUtions are
certainly not calculated to make men ptiflq, or
this unnatural war we•ld never hae-been adope
and prosecutoed as it has been. As dertadnly het
they no tendency to promote public economy fo- -
the expenditure of the Amerlcsns' lebeyond ali ex-
ample. We shall now be able tonote their opera-
tion on popdlar tpinioe, and observe how-taxes are
regulated and obligations incurred to a great na.
tional struggle. Thq commencemdnt, however,
says little for a system which has been so loudlyextolled as superlir to all othern.

Things Is Washington.

A gentleman wlho was in Washington some ten
days ago, says the Richmond Whig, and crossed
the lines by some mysteriousa mode, (maybe he
came over in Professor Lowe's balloon,) represents
the disorganization of the Federal army aq being
quite as great as it was on the 22d July. The
cruel and unusual punishments which McClellan
has resorted to to enforce discipline have failed of
their effect. Open mutinies do not so much abound
since the ringleaders were shipped to Tortugas;
but discontent is widespread, and desertions are
continually taking place. As bearing on this point
it is stated that at a camp meeting in - county,
Maryland, where there were some twelve or fifteen
hundred negroes, nearly all of them were dressed
in Yankee uniforms. The soldiers had exchaoged
these for the negroes' clothes, that they might the
better escape detection.
'The Washington Star of last week lhas the fol-

lowing paragraph on the subject':
We understand that quite a number of desert-

ers from the Federal army Are daily crossing the
Chesapeake Bay into tlie counties of Dorchester,
Talbot and QueeU'Anne's, Mtaryland,.aeld are mak-
ing their wayintol)elaware to get onthe Maryland
ansod Delaware railroad; thereby to enable them to
get to their homes. These msen are aided by the
rebels of St. Mary's, Charles, Calvert and Anne
Arundel counties, Marylanid, who give them
money, clothes, etc., besides putting them over the
bay during tfe night in small boats. They are
usually taken over in small parties of trom four to
twelve persons. In addition to this there is a
trade constantly carried on between the rebels by
carrying contraband goods over the bay and Po-
tomac river into Virginia, thereby giving "aid and
comfort to the enemy." A good Union man,
recently from Talbot county, reports that fifty de-
serters landed there in one day.
