In order
that theie bhnks might be eemtled to conduct their bnheess so
as to make the Tsreaery Notes a eommon eurrency, they have
been obliged to suspend spece paymentls, because, unless the
creditors of the banks receive the Treasury Notes, tteee notes
ould not be taken by them in payment, and would thie fail to
answer the purpOSes of currency.

The Bacnk of Leouislte, however, are forbidden to suspend
specie plyment, and our Legislature, unlike that of the other
States, is without eonstitdtonal right to legalte a euspenslon.
As Treasury Notes cmst be below par, and he inte anot Flree-
tlate like bank notes while the Bankh contine to pay specle,
one of two results mste folloew: our Banks will heobliged to
redeem al their notes and pay all their depositors in coin, and
then be utterly una le to mereaee their eloans or thy will haee
to wsupend. If the nteks refuse to reetire Teeastry Notes and
ontenue e to pay out coin, the dtire planting interest of the
Sate, dependent upon the ability of the •ommetnton merchants
to obtain facilitlie from the Backe in order to erntish the pleat-
ers with therf usual spplies, will he deprived of il then t ab-
tlutely weceatnte o meet the current expensesof the year,

white the Treatery Notes would be stldeot to conrtant dIele-
elation, and the redit a of the Confederate Goernment seriously
impaired thereby. To preetnt consequenees that will prove so
disatroes to the whole people, I recommend to the several
Banks of New Orleate Immediately to tspted specte pay.

I recommending this coue to the Banks, I am well aware
that they inchr the rick of a forfetltre of iedr charters. from
theilc ceihee the Legie'atcie nor the iccutcet an rteiit'e
them.

But the Legislature can refer the whole subject to the people
of the State, at such time as, in their wisdom, they mny think
peprer; and the people, in Conveutton aesembled, will decide
whether the forfeiture of their charters by the Banks shall be
exacted or relinquished.
