The positons taken dan be
successfully defended against any force Whieh the
enemy is at present able to, send against. them;
and with the eonstantly angmeitng •forces whisc
are rallying to the Souithern sta•dhsd in Western
Kentucky, wetwi hoe'enabled to ielodga the Fed-
erals from Paducah.

This decisitve move in Kentuecy. will go far to
assure the success of the Bntl~ori canse in that
State. It will inspire opr friend,'iith confideide,
while it will strike dismay. jinto the hearts of the..
Lincolnites. It will determine the hesitating anad
embolden the Ilm!d. It will fir the hearts of the
fifty or sixty thdousand avowed secessiaelis w'
an enthusinsm, a determination and courage,ITdh
will prove resistless, comprising, as they do, o
best fighting material In the Slate. Followes p
by similar movements in other parts of the "Sta,
which are now ig progress, the Confederates il
forestall the scheme of the Union leaders, to w
the State into the hands of the enemy.

Burnitg of the Ganjes. Boat at Pensacold.

We find in a correspondence the.following ac-
couont of the bhrning of the guard beat .Jndah, at
the Pensacola Navy Yard, somewhat different from
that we have already published :

WAnRRNGTON, FLA., Sept 14, 18O8lo-The enemy
executed, last night,- the moust brdkiiot, startling
and daring ott which has yet ipdhked the history
of the war. For nome time past, they have ex-
hibited unmistakable indlcations of eagernem fora
tight, and have grown more and more audacious
and insuhliog. First; they fired' on one ofour
schooners. Next, they burned the •ry'dook, right
under our noses and last night sey m.•de a moat
daring and reckless raid uponsga Navw Yard.
About 3 o'clock last nightflse launches, citsaining
about thirty-men each,-.pulled atga from Santa
tlosa Island to the Navy Yard, a ne of o•aot
two miles. Each launcth h . smanll bhoss
howitzer on i pivot Their Z bbjedt seemfi'tl
have been to burn the larg looner of our har-
bor police, which was anohbkl near-the wharf.
They were led by an oflteer with the courage of
forty Numidian lions, and their suceess was per-
fect. Under cover of the darkness, silently, with
muffled oars, they approal•hed the-wharf, and were
not discovered until very near it. They then pulled
rapidly to the shoonoer anti grappled to her, when
their daring leader shouted. 'Board her," leading
the way himself with' a cutlasa ih one hband and a
blazing fireball in the other. He threw the flare-
beau into the hold of the schooner, and feeling
sure that shewas on fire, he ord• red his men to
take to their launches and punll fr life, as he said
that a shower of grope wonld'sosn be rattling alter
them. They pulled ofi a short distance; but be-
fore going, they sent back a showei•bf•grpe from
their howitzers, directed upon 50? menus they
were foterming. The darhknese repderedthe fire un-
certain, and only two of our men were wounded.

The schooner borned rapidly, and we had to cut
her loose freon the wharf, to save it from deetrue-
tinu. She flo•ted off on the tide, eniitting a bril-
liaot flood of light over the surrounding darkness
of the scene. About 8 o'clock this morning her
hull settled and sank aboot midway between Ports
Barrancas and Pickens. Such is a brief account
of this very daring adventure-one which startled
and astonished the army, and will, no doubt, have
the same-etect abroad.

This brilliant success will, no doubt, enoeurags
the enemy to still other sorties apon our lines, and
it may be that next time they wit be less success-
ful. _

fBPrlTED CAVAOl5Y HoRUns.--A writer, who pro.
fesses to know the points of a good " war horse,"
thus speaks of these animals:

Doll, slu5 gigh horses can never be trainedito the
point requisite for an efficient eavalry horse. Al-
most as much depends, in a snuceassul charge of
cavalry, on the horse as on the man. Indeed, it
may be doubted whether ratw recruits mounted on
well-drilled horses would not be more serviceable
thau velteran troops mounted on clumsy, lows.pir-
ited animals. At the battle of the Pyramids, the
horses of Muoad Bey's cavalry charged repeatedly
in squadrons after their.riders ore killed. So did
the French horses at Weatp qe .ingltsh, un-
der the same circumstanc•s •
And after the Marquis Rdrtana was compelled to

leave his horses on the shores of Denmark, after
the embarkation of the troops for Spain, we all
remember how they formed themselves into two
hostile armies, as the ships of their lateo masters
laded in the di•snco, and chargel upon each
other with souh fury that the earth shook for miles
around, and the terrified inhabitaat of the country
fled panic stricken to their houses. So terrible
was the slaughter of these fine Andalosian horses,
that out of body of 10,000 but a few hundred re-
mained alive.
