estates, property, debts and effects of every kind,
and of all and every right and interest therein held,
owned, possessed, due to or enjoyed in said Divi-
sion by or for any alien enemy since the 21st day
of May, 1861.

Every attorney, agent, former partner, trustee,
or other person holding or controlling any estate,
property, effects, debts, or any other rights or in-
terest in such Southern Division, held, owned, pes-
eseed or enjoyed by or for any alien enemy since

the said 21st day of May, is hereby required speed-
ily to inform the undersigned Receiver thereof, sund
to render an account of the same, and so far as is
praeftiable, to place the same in the hands of the
undersigtied Receiver. Persons wilfully failing
under this requirement, subject themselves to a
fine not exceeding $5000, and imprisonment not ex-
seeding six months, and are further liable to be

sued and-subjected to pay double the valne of the
estate, property, or effects of the alien enemy held
by such agent, etc., or snubject to his control.
It was the received opinion yesterday that the

Yankees have possession of Ship Island, and have
blockaded the steamboat route between this city
and Mobile. The channel is several miles from the
mainland, say eight to ten. The Creole arrived
last evening from the Pass, and reported all quiet
yesterday morning. She leaves this morning for
Ocean Springs, and behig armed, is safe against
the launches and picayune tenders, and their hen-
roost robbers.

SUGAn CoPr.-Should the season continue pro-
pitious remarks as exchange, aid no premature
frsts anmage the crop, the sOgar production of
the -South will, in all probability, amount to five
hundred thoussnd hogsheads, which is eighty
thousand more than-was ever produced before;

sumption of the Southern States, and very little
short of the entlreconesumption of the old Union.
