WeeaLY MooIAiLTY.--Daring the week ending
on Sunnday, at 12 bI., there were 87 interments in
the city cemeteries, of which 42 were children
under 5 years of age. The following were the
causes of the greater part of the deaths: Apo-
plexy, 1; disease of the bowels, 4; congestion of
the brain; 1; inflammation of the brain, 3; burns,
1; consumpition, 9; infantile convulsions, 2; de-
lirium tremens, 1; diptheria, 3; dropsy, 2; hydro-
cyphains, 1: drowned, 1; dysentery, 8; conges-
tive fever, 2; disease of the heart, I ; lockjaw, 2;
infantile marasmus, 4; menengitts, 1 ; premature
birth, 2; still-born, 5; teething, 5; tris-nascentium,
8; bilious fever, 3; syphilis, 2. Forty-four of the
dead were natives of the Confederate States, the
balance foreigners, principally natives of the United
States and Ireland. Not a case of yellow fever
is reported. We take these figures from the re-
port of the Board of IHealth.

Tng REVIEW AND INSPECTION YESTERnAY.-The
First Brigade, Col. L. A. Charbonnet, command-
ing, in the absence of Gen. Tracy, was inspected
and reviewed yesterday afternoon on Lafayette
Square by hMaj.-Gen. John L. Lewis. The brigade
turned out strong, and as is always the case with
it, showed to the best advantage, both in point of
numbers and efficiency. There were out upwards of
1500 men, which is most satisfactory when it is re-
membered that this brigade has furnished more
men for the war than perhaps any other in the
State. The fact is, so completely has it been broken
up and revolutionized by the patriotism of the
men in it, that it is doubtfl if there is a single one
of the original Captains left in it-all present yes-
terday were new men, with very few exceptions.
New Orleans is justly proud of this brigade, for it
has proved its love for hand the State.

ORLEAns BLUES.--This splendid company, which
was mustered into active service on last Friday,
was out in full force for drill on the streets last
night, and presented a beautiful appearance. They
are under the command of Capt. Dick Herrick,
and their soldierly bearing and excellence of drill
gave sufficient evidence that they are in good
hands. On the route, in passing the Crescent
office, they halted and gave us a serenade, for
which we take this opportunity of returning thanks.
Coming from such a manly and noble looking com-
pany of patriots, the compliment was a high one
indeed.

Piusosolq OF WAR EXPECTEn.-Two hundred
and fifty prisoners of war are expected to arrive
here to-morrow morning, from Richmond, by the
Jackson Railroad. Our citizens will thus be af-
torded the sight of a lot of real live Lincolnites.
We will take care of them.

QvUEHne.-We would like to ask the proprietor
of the Dryades omnibus line, whether it is ac-
cording to his rules for negro wenches to ride in
his omnibusses, when unaccompanied by white
children, and if said negro wenches are allowed
this privilege, whether or not it is expected that
six persons shall find seats on each side of the om-
nibusses ? We ask these questions, first, because on
Sunday night one of the Dryades street omnibhuses
was stopped, and two overdressed wenches of the
status above mentioned got in, the driver knowing
perfectly well that they were negresses all the
time,; and secondly, because said two negresses
occupied the half of one side of the omnibus, and
when ladies stopped the vehicle and attempted to
find seats, spread their hoops and impertinently pre-
vented them. If the omnihbusses are for negroes,
why not say so? If for white people, it is impor-
taut that it should be known. The number of the
omnibus above mentioned is at the service of the
proprietor if he wants it.

CaesLEss DatvtIo.-We have often noticed the
break-neck speed with which the drivers of milk
and bread carts rush through the streets, and have
been in constant dread that they would kill some-
body. Yesterday our fears were realized, for one
did run over an aged lady named Mrs. Michel
Benit, at the corner of Claiborne and Toulouse
streets, and she was hurt so severely that it is
thought she will die. We did not learn whether
the Jehu was arrested or not.

Taunio TO GOT OcT.-A prisoner confined in the
Parish Prison made an attempt to escape on Sunt-
day night, which came near being successful. The
man is named Juan Montenegro, and is under sen-
tence of a term in the penitentiary for larceny.
He secreted himself in the sink of the privy until
all the prisoners were locked up, and then com-
menced operations upon the wall, and was on the
eve of having a hole sufficiently large to crawl
through, when he was discovered by the watchman
and secureld.

l ing upon the body of Jerry Sullivan, who was shotr by Thomas MIaher, on Friday night. The verdict

was, that he had been killed by toaher, and the
Coroner made affidavit accusing that individual of
mlanslaughter.

REcolneln En:Easoi's COURT.-Peter MIeGee, ac-
cused ot being a vagrant and adangerous and sus-
picious eharacter, was required to give bail in $300
that he would appear and prove himself all right;
but as McGee could not produce a competent se-
curity, in fact, no security at all, he was looked up
for safe-keeping.

Fro Richmnond.

From the Richmond Examiner, of Friday last, we
extract the following paragraphs:

It is known that the Confederate States Congress
has passed an act sequestrating all the property of
alien enemies in our midst. Since the provisions
of this act have become known at the North it i
astonishing how many persons who have invest-
ments here, have had a conservative call, and sod-
denly become as ardent as a Southern sun could
make them, and struck a bee line for the South.
Many such persons are already in our midst. More,
no doubt, are coming, for it seems an exceedingly
emasy matter to get here. If all such persons are
allowed to lay claim to property esoheated to the
Government, and have such claims allowed, what
was the use in passing the law ?

We understand that a number of Yankee resi-
dents in the South are essaying to evade the oper-
:tions of the sequestration act, by escaping from
the South with their property, within the limitation
of the forty days, now nearly expired, given in the
act of Congress, providing for their expulsion.
The interpretation put upon this expulsion law by
the Government is, that it permits the departureof
the alien enemy only with his personal effects, but
obviously not with any class of property subject
to sequestration. Warrants, we learn, were to be
issued last night, at the instance of the War De-
partment.t, to intercept some Yankees in this city.
trying to make their way to tihe border, with
large quantitiea of personal goods packed in har-
rels and hid away in all sorts of receptacles. In
the meantime, it will be well enough for the border
to be watched by local committees of vigilance,
with respect to this spiriting away of valuabie pro-
terty in small compass by tile refugees, under tite
operations of the sequestration act. The Govern-
ment can scarcely do more than extend its surveil-
lance over the main thoroughfares of travel and of
communication with the North.

There arrived yesterday, via Central Railroad,
G7 Hessians. captured by Savage and Donalson's
Tennessee Regiments, of Gen. Lee's command, be-
tween Big Spring and Huttonsville. Disclaiming
all intention to be profane, we can truly say we
never saw a more thieving, dirty, lousy, Christless
and God-forsaken set of scoundrels in our life. Had
all the poor-houses in the West been ransacked, a
more motley looking mob could not have been
paraded. No wonder that such fellows steal when
an opportunity is afforded them. The same train
brought down 21 prisoners captured by Gen. Floyd
In Western Virginia. They were also hard looking
subjects, and were, no doubt, let out of the Ohio
Penitentiary on condition of enlisting. Their ap-
pearance bears out the assertion.

We learn of another batch of counterfeits of the
Government issues, which has probably already
been put in circulation through the community.
Another package of ten dollar Treasury notes have
been stolen on their way from New Orleans. They
had not been signed and issued in the Department;
but, owing to the loose arrangement we have al-
ready referred to, of having these notes signed by
Department clerks, instead of bearing the auto-
graphs of the Register and Treasurer themselves,
they are understood to have been putin oirculatioan
by forged or fictitious signatures. In order to pro-
test the public Irom these counterfeits, the De-
partment has determined to suppress tthe whole
issue of Treasury no of of tlhe den,•minatioa of 10's,
engraved by "J. Manouvrier, New Orleans,"-
the stolen package being of this description.

Feellng In Eastll Telnnlleasee.

A general dieplosition appears to be manifested
on ile part of those who have heretofore resisted
the Southern movement in East Tennessee, to ac-
quiesce in the clearly ex ressed will of the decided
majority ot the people of the State, and cease all
etelrts to resist the action of the Confederate and
State authorities. Everything appears to be quio
etly settling down to the new order of things, anod
we can chronicle the fact, we believe, that the
whole of our own fair State is loyal to the great
cause-that Tennessee will have no active traitors
within her borders.

We find in the Knoxville Register of a late date,
correspondence between Messrs. W. G. Brownlorr',
John lBxter, C. F. Trigg, and some fifteen other
leading citizens of East Tenn'i ssee, and Gen. Z.slli-
cofler, which indicates that the most pacific coun-
cils will prevail. In their letter to Gen. Z., the
gentlemen named refer to the fact that nppreshen
atone have existed in the public mind that the
" people of East Tenntesee are likely to break out
in 'spoll rebellion," and thanus inaugurate a civil war.
With a full knowledge of the purposes of the Union
men, they emphatically deny any such intention,
saying that their opinion is made up after free in-
tercourse and conversation with their old partizana,
andr they add:
' We should deplore a civil war in our midatand

we believe that we but reflect the feeling of the
Union party in East Tennessee in avowing the
sentiment. Our counsels fosr sometime past have
been for the peace and quiet of the community,
and so far as we have any knowledge, these coun-
sels have almost invariably been responded to
favorably by the people. From our knowledge of
the people of this portion of 1tie State, we have no
abiding conlfdence that there is no purpose on tile
part of any respectable number of them to inau-
gurate civil strife, or provoke a collision between
the authorities, civil or enlitary, and themselves.
At all events, so far as we have an influenlc r ith
tihe people of this end of the State, it will be ex-
erted for tile mainsteance of the quiet and peace
of tlhe, comlmlunity.

The advice wg gibe them is what they
have taught us before, and we only say to them,
as many a son may say tohis fathel, , Prctce
what you teach." Let the Northern States ' ac-
cept the situation," as we did eigkty years age
upon their own sol ; as Austria did two years go
at Vlllafranca and Zurich. Let them count the coot
before they march forth to drive haf a million
armed men a thousand miles acre•s their own
contry into the Gufl of ,Mexico. Letthem con-
sider whether they can do what Napoleon could
not do id the plehitude of h• power, ,Wlth many
times their number, their stores, their credit,-sae ,
above all, their military skill an-experlence, his
school of Generals and his supply of vetecans.

What they purpose to dound be-is nut onlyto be
as good as the Southerner, or a little the better,
but overwhelmingly snpersr. Ate they? Is not
this an overweening opinion of themselves? an
they drive the Southerners like a flock of sheep,:
smoke them out of their own nests like wasps, fer-
ret them like rabbits, and bag them like game?
Let them just look forward a little, and consider -
the probable state of things next year, and the
year after, and twenty years hence. Even we who
sang such songs of triumph in 1814 and '15, felt
that we and all Europe would have done muoh bet-
ter to think what we were about in 1793. If a
clear foresight show, that there must be two Fed.
erations, and that on no other footing will peaceSever be made, it will be much better that it should
come'to pass after one yeairs war than after ten
or iwenty. It is not as if the Union or two Unions
were the only alternative. As the war proceeds,
no man can tell whatneow powers and combinations
may arise, and particularly how tar the Western
States will endure the taxes and flnancial obliga-
tions necessary for the war. The advice we dtrer
is only what the Americans have given to all
tihe world. It is a hank of their own cstton--&
pipe of their own tobacco. Let them consider
what they can do. At present they are only give-
ing-a triumph to many a foe, for there is not a cir-
cle of old absolutist statesmen and diplomats who
do not read the story of their difficultieo and re-
verses with a bitter smile. They will hear with at
least respect, perhaps with disappointment, that
the North and South have agreed to part friends.

In different and unequal sye- t
tems of internal taxation, the enlargement of the
collections of the State, by the amount of the Gov-
ernment tax assessed againstit, would be an imnpo-
sition upon the people.
