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HS[ARTIAOL LAW.

The Governor having decied against the propo-
sition to declare martial law in the State, for the
present at least, on the ground that no adequate
necessity for the adoption of so stringent a meas-
ure existed, we think it alike due to him, as well
as ourselves, to express our hearty and emphatic
approval of the course he has seen proper to
pursue.

The' declaration of martial law abolishes for the
time being all other law, and clothes an individual,
of a fdw individuals, with absolute and illimitable
power, from whose decisions there is neither
appeal nor redress. Martial law once declared
and enforced, all other laws and regulations die
instantly, and the judgmeits of not infallible mili-
tary authorities become supreme, guided solely by
coetom and precedent, which they may or may not
observe, according to their will and pleasure, or as
caprice, prejudice, or partiality may dictate.

These being substantial facts, it need not be
wondered at that our patriotic Governor pondered
long and deeply as to whether.the necessity had
arrived for taking uponhimself so grave a resoon-
sibility-as:the declaration of martial law involved.
We take it for granted, on account of his refusal,
that the vital necessity which would alone justify
so extreme a policy is not now pressing upon the
community. When that mohment arrives, how-
ever--may it be far distant-we would be Among
the first to urge what we now deprecate-looking
upon all measures having the safety and protection
of the city and State in view as beyond arind above
all other considerations. In the meantimie, how-
ever, it seems to us that the powers vested in the
civil and military authorities are amply sufficient
for the requirements of the odcasion, if due vigi-
lance and industry are exercised. If they are not,
let responsibilities be assumed equal to the exi-
gencies of the times, and we are fully persuaded
that the approval of the people will be nnstint-
ingly extended. But; as intimated above, before
suspending the courts, abolishing the writ of
habeas corpus, and inaugurating military sway, or
adopting any rule of despotism, which war some-
times renders indispensable to the mublic safety,
let the people be fully posted in the premises, and
they will rush en masse to the support of the au-
thorities, and applause will be heard on all sides,
when there might be, otherwise, tokens of division
and dissatisfaction.

We huddled into
the tents to keep out of the wet, but many of them
admitted the water like so many shower-baths, I
and many a good boy had to roll himself up in a
wet blanket. The blanket overcoat presented to
me by the ladies at No. 82 Camp street did good
service, as it had done on several occasions previ-
ously; for which I pray the shadows of the afore-
said ladies .yt never grow less, and that they will
accept my Continenta blessing! On the heels of
the storm came cold, cloudy weather, and this
morning the boys huddled shivering around the
fires in true winter style. [IHope this will be ac-
ctpted, by those getting np army comforts for this
part of the country, as a hint to send on the things
as early as posaible.]

aI .sitid the .laekson Regiment, of New Orleans,
to-day. Found the boys in the highest possible
spirits, under a new order of things. Acting Lieu-
tenant-Colonel John B. G. Kennedy was yesterday
formally elected, and unanimously, under Gen.
Polk's order,-to the office he had so ably filled;
the Colonelcy of Col. Miller was declared unauthor-
ized and vacant, lie having failed to do a Colonel's
duty by his men; the name of the regiment, or
battalion, was chlnged to that of the New Orleans
Battalion, there being as yet only six companies
and as soon as other companies shall join and fill
up as a regiment, the Colonel will be elected-and
it seems to be the opinion of the boys that Ken.
nedy is the only man lit to be promoted to that
Iomr. Lieutenant-Colonel Kennedo's host of
friends in New Orleans will be glad to hear how
well he is loved by the companies under his com-
uaud,

Next went and helped to put away some roast
pig and other goodies with Capt. IKlein's company,
the Warren light Dragoons, of Vicksburg--a
noble and splendid company ot horsemen. A de-
tachment of twelve men of this company, being
sent out on a scout tile other night, rode St miles
before returning, having taken but one feed and a
brief rest during the whole round. They came to
a house nwhere a country dance was going on, and
at first were mistaken for Lincolnites. The lights
were blown out, the ladies hid away, and the gen-
tlemen dancers were debating whether they should
run or fight, when they discovered the horsemen
to be not one hundred Hessians but twelve
friends.

There are few regiments to le found in which
there are not some soldiers of the waggish kind,
constantly playing oilff jokes, or innocent tricks of
some kind, upon those who don't keep their eyes
properly peeled. Stout old country wagons, of
undoubted integrity, coming near camp with ap-
ples, peaches, lchicltens, bttter, etc., leak in the
most uuaeconuntalle manner-neither the country
huxters nor the military officers being able to dis-
cover what becomes of the leakage. The cider
wagons particularly suter in this way. The other
day a cider man got even after a fashion of his
own. B:lving handed out numerous cups of cider
without taling in any picayunes, he declared there
was cheating going on, and refused to sell any
more unless it were paid for in advance. All who
still wanted cider handed in their dimes and pica-
yunes, and when the countryman, pretending to
get ready to draw the cider, had enough change in
his hand to pay for the cider he had lost, lie sud-
denly put whip to his mules and galloped back to
the woods at lull speed, pursued some distance by
his victims, with shouts, yells and curses. His
good mules got him safely away. It was an in-
tensely comical thing.

Ose couutrymtat, who had a lot of " gardetn
sass" in his wagon, had with him his Ibig hiclkory
walking-stick, with a quarter of a dollar set in the
head for an ornament. Whilst he was busy selling
his truck to the crowd, one scaltp gouged the
quarter from tile head of his cane, sad then passed
tile coin b:ack upon the old mano, receiving therefor
twenty-five centsl worth of vegetables, besides the
leakage lie had obtained. Another countryman
coming along with several hoxes of apples, a sol-
dier politely ashed if he couid talke an appleo.

Certainly," was the polite reply. Tie soldier
took his apple, and then all the rest followed suit,
each taking an apple, till the countryman ceased
to see thie fin of it, and drove indignantly away.

But these tricks are harltless, mere juvenile
sport, compared with the feats of a certain com-
psny in a certain regiment, which company I nieed
Snot point at fuother than merely to state that it is
not from Louisiana. They have the name of the
greatest scamps in camp, and I shall designate
them as The Set. At New Madrid The Set pro-
cured a barrel of whisky ; how, they and Heaven
only know. Not being able to get the barrel into
camp, they watched theirt oppertnoity, iput a spigot
in the barrel, dug a hole in the river bank just
over a spring, where they and other companies
went fuor water, buried the barrel in the hole with
the spigot out, bid the spigot with a handful of
dirt every time they left it, lud were thus enabled
to be drunk all the time, without their astonished
officers being able to discover wherein the world
they got their liquor.

A Wall front the Enemy.
MrEnl: rEx! nOR FORCEQ I

;From the New York World, Sept, 13.1
It is now five months since the bombardment of
urnmtlr, and the great uprising, as it is termed, of

the Iforthern people. Bow staud we? Th rebels
absolute masters of eleven States, in half posses-
sion of the twelfth, pressing upon our borders,
threatening our capital, and we on the nEPrenrvE,
wondering when and where they will strike! Who
that heard the burst of patriotic wrath last April,
and the great rallying cry that swept over every
Northern hill and valley, could have believed that
this September snn would have risen upon such a
position? We boast of our great doings-exult f
over the millions of money raised, and tlhe hundreds
of thousands of men armed, equipped, drilled, dis-
Ciplined; hat, boast as we may, the fact still re-
mains that the engroy is at our threshold, and we 1
are on the defensive! We have talked loud of our
superior population, superior wealth, Superior
credit, superior intelligence, .superior morality,
superior physical condition of our armies, superior I
everything; and.yethere we are on the defensive I I
We have heaped, all manner of denunciation and
execration uponathe rebellion, stigmatized it as
the most nefarious, and accursed that human de-
pravity ever conceived, sworn before high heaven
that it shall be put down, and the priceless heri-
tage of our fathers saved-and yet here we are,
the rebellion ldoming week after week right at our
front, and we on the defensive!

Now, we are not going to take up the insensate
cry for an advance, which, seven weeks ago,
drove the national troops to such disaster and dis-
grace. Heaven forbid! Our troops are not pre-
pared for an advance. There is not one of their
commanding generals-neither tMcClellan on the
Potomac, nor Wool at the Fortress, nor Rosen-
crantz in Western Virginia, nor Fremontin East-
ern Missoori-who would be justified in pushing
forward his columns at the present time, for-there
is not one of them who would not be opposed by. a
superior force of the enemy is superior position,
and the stake is of.too vast moment to be need-
lessly imperiled. But why this souerior force on
the part of the enemy ? How is it that our twenty-.
one millions, after these firv months, have under
arms a less number of soldiers this day than the
eight millions of the Confederacy? We must say
that the Confederate Government' has used con-
straint, while our Government has not. But the
fact is that the great body, the immense majority
of the Confederate soldiers, enlisted as volunmtarily
as our own. Even were it otherwise, our question
would still be unnnswered Itf matters not how
Jeff. Davis has raised his immense force. There it
is, and it has been our business to outnumber it.
No sane Northern man will affirm that we have
been unable; why, then, has it not been done?
We have met reverse after reverse-Great Bethel,
Bull Run, Carthage, Springfield-have suffered
Missouri to be overrun, East Tennessee to bestrod-
den under, have failed to follow op our advantage
in North Carolina, and refrained from all like de-
monstrations elsewhere-and all for want of a
sufficient number of men. And what is still worse,
there is not even now, when all the hard conse-
quences of the deficiency have been brought home
to us, any adequate means in operation for its
remedy. Congress contemplated and authorized
the raising of five hundred thousand men for the
speedy suppression of the rebellion. We have not
one-half that number on our rolls, all told ; and, at
the rate we are now enlisting, will not much more
thanhkeep good even that poor figure, against the
current casualities of disease and battle. It takes
months, as we have found to our cost, to make
available soldiers. One would judge from the
present progress of the North in enlisting, that it
had made up its mind to go through the winter
campaign With a force not materially largdr than
the present, and take the chances. If tiis is in-
deed so, it reflects miserably upon our patriotism.

Had we the half a million on foot which Con-
gress voted, or could we be assured of them by
the first of December, it is morally certain that
the rebellion would meet its end before the heats
of the next summer. With our present force, no
Sman can say when it will be effected, or indeed
that it will be effected at all. We are simply
fighting the rebels on equal terms, with one quar-
ter of our real strength. In seno, a cause as weI have-the very existence of the nation at stake-
the North ought to find no great difficulty in put-t ting a million of men under arms. The' French
f Republic of '93, with a population but little ex-
ceeding our free States, raised twelve hundred
thousand men to repel the European coalition
which was threatening its deastruction. It is trupt they had a Carnot in the civil councils who was
able both to infuse courage and enthusiasm into
the people, and then to organize with the grandest
unity and efect. We have no sich iinsiring,
commalding, ability in our public administration.
But we have-what ought to be worth far more-
a people of unequaled intelligence, who have had.
Sfor thre generations, the richest experience ofIthe blessings of constitutional freedom.

It is idle for the Northern people to wait for any
new impulse from high places. They ought to fiud
t3heir stimuIus to duty in their own bosoms ; or, if
0 an external monitor be needed, the mere sight of
the glorious stars and stripes, in danger of being
humbled and buried forever, ought to be enough.
This enlisting must not lag, as it is doing. The
people everywhere must wake up to 'he real ne-
cessities of the Government, and rally to the over-
throw of its enemies. The present defensive posi-
l tion is a shame and a danger. We ought to have

. armies that can afford something else-armies be-
fore whose superior strength rebellion will quail
and cower, instead of amazing the world, as it now
does, with proud defiant front. We shoold remom-

r her that every day this fell treason keeps its stand,
r is a day added to its prestige, at the expense of

the good name of the republic. If we crush this
rebellion with one quick, decisive, overwhelming
blow, we tshall take higher rank than ever among

y tile nations. If we allow a wavering, dragging,
o lingering struggle-acting on the defensive as long

as we can, and is attack never assured of success
o -we shall wade through dishonor, and probably
a come out in defeat. Triumph is sure if we will it,I- but we must show ourselves more in earnest-
:o must put forth more of our strength.

Tons YAANKIc PR1tOnESoo.-Wo ascertain from
official sources that tie health of tile Yankee mer-
ceuaries, whom the fortune of war have subjected
to our control, continues to be quite good, Inotwith-
standing the many disadvanutages to which those
entrusted with their care are necessarily subjected.
Upward of 1700 Yankees are now confined in the
tobacco warehouseo selected for that purpose, and
tome idea of the care and the expense involved in
their keeping may be gained from our statement
of thi fact, that within the paut ten days $700 has
been expended for bread for their consumption,
and $2000 for meat. It is estimated In official circles
that the aggregate daily loss of these prisoners to
tihe Confederacy must border closely upon $1500,
or nearly $1,000t each week.

It has been found necessary, within a few days
oast, to discontinue the rations of coffee and sugar

hitherto allowed the prisoners, and the depriva-
tion is said to have told more upon the spirits of
Yankees than cny other circumstance connected
with their captivity. The more candid of them
admit, however, that their food, even minus the
sugar and coffee, is more plentiful and nutrieious
than that which constituted their usual fare in the
Federal camps. Since the trandfcr of the most
turbulent of their number to Charleston, tihe dis-
cipline and good order of the prisoners have been
remarkably evident. A vigilant watch is, how-
ever, kept upon all their movements, and idle
visitors continue to meet with the same jealous
exclusioln fromn the linmits of the prisons which has
all along characterized the admirable discipline
instituted by Gen. Winder. [Ri I. Enquirer.

TitE RECENT ARnEsTS IN BAtTIetonEu.-A dis-

patch to the Now York Times, dated Washington,
September 13, referring to the arrest of a number
of members of the Maryland Legislature in Balti-
more, says:

Upon one of them was found a draft of the or-
dinance of secession, or rather resolstions declar-
ing Marylaud to be in hostility to the Goivernment.
It is well known that the secession leaders had ar-
ranged with the rebels of the Confederate States
that this Legislature should declare Maryland out
of the Union; then the rebel army was to enter
the State as an " army of liberation." For this
purpose they were concentrating on the MIaryland
line, and were making extraordinary exertions to
command the navigation of the Potomac by their
batteries at Aquia Creek. The scheme, of course,
involved the possession of Baltimore, and the cut.
ting off of Washington. How far the arrest of the
rebel members of the Legislature will break up
the arrangements of the traitors, yet remains to
be seen; but one thing is certain, that no ordin-
ance or resolutions of secession will be enacted.
