3. No volunteer companies, unless organlyed and commla.

Such organiza-
tions shall be allowed five days from the promulgation of this
order to apply for commissions. No home guards, or companies
organ zed for earvies only within the limits of a town, city or
parish, will be acknowledged, except companies or corps the
members whereof are stlbJects of a foreign Prince or Govern-
ment, or composed exclusively of persons over 45 years.

4. In the Regiments of the First Divslon, Captains of com-
pnies willmake, within three days after the receipt of tlls or'
der, a true and correct retrnm of the census thus made, through
the proper channel, to the Mlyor-Oeneral. IN the Secoyd,
Third, Foyrth and Fifth Divisions, the retumrsof the tenus
shall be made in a similar manoer by Captans., within ten days
after the receipt of the order.
