Mr. Editor-Capt. Peter J. Meonard (latterly in

He has been a citizen of Texas
since 1C52. He was in the first battle for Texas
independence, and one of the first settlers of this
Island.

The Capitulation of Lexington, Mo.
IEtl ~H•rs, Oct. 1.-We have received the Chicago

Tribune of the 25th ult., containing a full and Inter-
esting account of the siege and capitulation of
Lexington, Mo., from which we make up the fol-
lowing summary :

The Tribune commences by fairly acknowledg-
ing that the victory obtained by the Conlederates
at Lexington was complete. It states that Col.
Mulligan commanded the Federal troops, 3500
strong, who were strongly entrenched in and
about the city.

The Federal reinforcements that were sent to
aid the troops in holding the town were intercepted
and driven back.

The fight, which was a desperate one, each side
displaying great courage, lasted for several days.
From the te16th to the 21st, the situation of the
Federals grew desperate. Daily sorties and skir-
mishes were of constant occurrence. The Home
Guards were much disabled and were the first to
raise the white flag.

The Tribune says the Federals being exhausted,
and seeing that ail hopes of success had vanished,
finally held a council of war and decided to capitu-
late. Their decision was next made known to
Gen. Price, who demanded an unconditional sur-
render, which was complied with. The officers
were held prisoners, and the men were allowed to
depart without their arms. The Federals marched
out of Lexington to the tune of Dixie. Col. Mulli-
gan could not bury his grief and shled tears. His
men raved, but took an oath not to serve against
the Southern Confederacy.

During the siege Col. Mulligan was wounded,
but not seriously.
Goe. Jackson arrived at Lexington on Saturday

with his traveling Legislature, contemplating to
hold their session: there.

The prisoners, prbperty and specie, captured by
the Southern forces, were Immetse, and it may
well be said that the Southern victory at Lexing-
ton was splendid and profitable.

He removed every-
thing but the money, and when some time after,
he came to look for It, it had disappeared, If,
he don't come up with it again, it will be a heavy
loss.

The buildings destroyed, with one exception,
belonged to Mr. W. A. Bielkford, and were worth
$15,000, we presume. He bad them insnred.with
Kirkland for $2000. The block was of brick, two
stories and a half in height, and was very old and
dry. It is a wonder Shat the fire did rot extend
further, despite the alnuost superhuman efforts of
the firemen, whose lpaisns are sounded by every
body. The fire stenasar did excellent service.

Tne total loss cnrot fall short of $25.,000 to $30,.
000, and the dee'unction of those stores, although
they were among tlps poorest on Front Row, at the
present time, e•uoot but be regarded as a public
calamity.
