The Siege and Surrender of Lexlington.

lORTIERN PARTICUI.ARS OF THE FIGHT.

S COaur:er: vr_:.'roly ADUIEITE.
We are indebted, says the Memphis Appeal of

Tuesday, to a gentleman in the army at Columbus,
for a copy of the Chicago Tribune of the 25th alt.,
from which we extract the following particulars
of the battle at Lexington, Missouri, as given to
the public by the Northern press. It will be seen i
that they acknowledge the completeness of the
victory gained by the Confederate forces, and also
that there is an ingenious attempt to lessen its im-
portance before the Northern public. We extract 1
at length:

On Sunday, Sept. i, the Irish Brigade, Col. Jas.
A. Mlulligan, who were then in a partially en-
trenched camp at Jefferson City, were ordered to
proceed to Lexington, Lafayette county, one hun-
Sredand sixty miles up the river, to reinforce the
troops already at that place, under Col. Peabody,
consisting of several hundred Home Guards, a few
Kansas troops, and s portion of the Missouri
Eighth Regiment, Col. White, with 700 of the First
lRegiment Illinois cavalry, Col. T. M. Marshall.
These latter had preceded Col. Mulligan's force,
one week in their advance fromn Jefferson City.

Col. Mulligan's arrival with the Irish brigade
swelled the force at Lexington to about 3,500 men;
Col. Mulligan taking the command as senior officer.
Th:e brigade reached Lexington on Monday, Sept.
,th, and tound the attack by the enemy, under
Gen. Price, imminently threatening. No time was
lost in the work of .entrenching their position,
chosen about midway between the new and old
town of Lexington, which are about a mile apart,
connected by a scattering settlement. Midway
stands a solid brick edifice, built for a college,
and about this a small breastwork had been
already begun.

By Col. Mulligan's orders this was extended, and
the troops set about the construction of the earth-
work, ten feet in height, with a ditch eight feet in
width, inclosing a large area capable of contain-
ing a iorce of 10,000 men. The army train, con-
sisting of numerous mule teams, six mules to a
team, was brought within this. The supply of in-
trenching tools being inadequate, a thorough search
was made through both towns, and every descrip-
tion of suitable or available implements appropri-
ated. The work was pushed wilt great vigor, Lhe
heavy smuscle of the brigade telling well as the
brave fellows toiled in the trenches. This went
on for three days, or until Thursday, the 12th, at
which time the portion of the works assigned to
the Irish Brigade was well advanced, that ot tim
Home Guard being still weak on the west, the
New Lexington aide.

The College building, within the fortifications,
became Col. Mulligan's headquarters. The maga-
zine and treasure were stored in the cellar, and
suitably protected. The hospitalof our troops was
located just outside the intrenchments, in a north-
westerly direction. The river at that point is about
half a mile distant from the fortifications. The
blutt here is high and abrupt, the steamboat land-
ing being at New Lexington.

After these several days of anxious watching and
unremitting toil, by the little force, on the after-
noon of Thursday, the 12th instant, scouts and ad-
rauced pickets driven in reported the near up-
troach of the rebels. At this time Col. Mulligan
had a portion of his small artillery in readiness.
We had only six brass pieces and two howitzers,
but having no shell the latter was useless. Two
pieces belonged to the Kansas City company, and
were worked by them splendidly. The cavalry
company had only their side arms and pistols, and
having no carbines or rifles, could do nothing at
long range.

hevcral mines were laid in front of the intrench
meats by our men.

Tilh attack on Thursday, the 12th, was led by
Gen. iains in person, with a buttery ot nine pieces
of artildery on tie angle least prepared to resist
assault. The enemy were repulsed with heavy
loss.

As stated. the hospital had been located on the
bank below the new town, and contained about
twenty-four patients. Phe attacking party did not
spare or respect this building. They were met by
the Montgomery Goards, C(apt. Gleeson,who made
a brave resistance, butr were driven back witts tce
loss of twenty-five of their menkailled and wounded,
The gallant Montgomery made many of the Tex-
ans bite the dust. This tight was very fierce.
Some of the sick were actually byonletted or
sabered in their coab. Rev. Father Butler, an
e.teetmed Catholic clergyman of this city and the
chaplain of the Irish Brigade, was wounded in the
forehead by a ball which passed across it, laying
open the skin. He was taken prisoner, as also
tDr. Winer, surgeon of the brigade, thus depriving
the regiment of the valuable services of both dar-
ing the dark and trying days that followed, pre-
ceding the surrender.

The issue of the 12t warned the enemy that they
had a task before them which was no easy one,
and they commenced on Friday morning a new
system of approaches. They scoured the entire
region for its staple, hemp in bales. These were
thoroughly wetted as a safeguard against red-hot
shot, and then were skillfully used to mask tile
batteries of the rebels, and rolled lorward as they
made their advance.

The fight went on thus for several days, the ene-
my bringing more of their artillery into action.
Filiiwing the skirmish of TiIhursay. Mulligan

t ordered a portion of the old town on the east to
be burned, to grevent tile rebels from gaining
therefrom the advantage of shelter. Meanwhile,
the little garrison, already worn by labor on the
intrenchments, began to look eagerly for the conm-
ing of reinforcements.

Oi tile 10th, Col. Mulligan had sent Lieutenant
Rains, of Company K, of the brigade, with a squad
of twelve men, on the steamer Sunshine, to Jotter-
son lity, one hundred and sixty miles distant,
presaing the aecessity for reinforcrmernt. Fhrty
'miles below, the St nshine was captured, and tains
slid S•s m.o liroilsgt lack t, New Lexinlgton and
lodged as prisoners in the old Fair Grou:d. Other

messengersa were sent off to guard against the fail,
ure of any one.

The enen.y were in sufcient forcetthrew out
parties to intercept the Federal' troops, en route
far the reliel of Col. Mulligan. Thus, a 'detach-
meat five thousand strong met and tarnet hack
fifteen hundred Towa troops from I•ehmsnd, six-
teen miles from the river, they retreating, it is re-
ported, to St. Joseiph OUr informant nays heavy
cannonading was heard at a distance, severtal
times by them in varions., irefiosn from Lxing-
ton, which they undertaol. to he encocetece be-
tween the enemynand these'relief parties.

The situation of the Fedrasl troops grew more
desperate as day after day passed. Within their
lines were picketed about the wagons ano trains
a large number of horses and mules, aearJy three
thousand in all, now a serino cause of car gaod
anxiety, for as shot and shell plenged among them
many of the animals were kiled and woundled.
and from the strdggles of the Itter the danger of
a general stampede was imminent. The hayoe in
the center of the: entre'nchme:t was immeese.
Wagons were knocked to pieces, stores scattered
and-destroyed,'and the grohad strewn with dead
horses and mules.

On Wednesday, the 17th, an evif from the first
apprehended. fell opon Col. Muiligan's command.
They were cuftff fr

o
m the river and' their water

gave out. Fortunately a heavy rain, at intervals,
Came greatly to their reef. ,'Bat tostois how se-
tere were the straits df the men, the fact may be
stated ol mistances occrring where soldiers held
their hlankets spread out until thorugitmy We

t
, and

then wrung them into their camp dishes, careflly
saving the priceless fluid thu ohtained. Rations
also began to groW short. The fighting at this
time, from the 16th to the 21st, knew little cessas-
lion. The nights were hbrMliant moonlight, and all
night long the roar of the guns contiaaede with an
occasional sharp sortie and skirmish outside the
works.

Prom the first but one spirit pervaded our
troops, and that was no thought or word of anr-
render, except among some of the Home Guards,
who had done the least share of the work and the
fighting. The cavalry behaved nobly, and could
the full details be written up, some of their sharp,
brhve charges on the enemy's gouns would shine
with any battle exploits on record.
Gen. Price sent Col. lMullign a sutemmons to sur-

render, to which the gallant commander sent a
relusal, saying: "If you tOant us you must take
us." Bot the defection and disheartening of the
Home Guards intensified daily, and on Friday, the
21st, while Col. Mulligan was giving •is attention
to some matters in another portion of the camp,
the white flag was raised at his own instance by
Miajor Becker, of the Home Guards, from the por-
tion of the intrenchmenert assigned to him.
Capt. Simpson, of the'Earl Rifles, called Col.
loulligan's attention to Mtajr Becker's action in.

stastly, and the Jackson Guard, Capt. McDermott,
of Detroit, were sent to take down that flag, which
was done. The heaviert part of the fight Of the
day followed in a chatge upon the nearest battery
of the enemy, the Illinois cavalry soffering se-
verely.

The Home Gruarde thenseft the outer work and
retreated within the line ot the inner intrench-
ments, aboit the college building, refusing to fileht
longer, and here again raised the white fag. this
time from the center of the fortifications, when
the fire of the enemy slackened and ceased. Under
this state of affairs, Cot. Mulligan, calling his ofill.-
coar into council, decided to canitulate, and Capt.
lceDermott went out to the enemy's lines, with a
handkerchief tied to a ramrod, and a parley took
place. Major Moore, of the brigade, was sent to
Gen. Price's headquarters, at New Lexington, to
know the ternm of capitulation. These were made
uncondiionsal, the ofltieer to be retained as
prisoners of war, the men to be allowed to depart
with their personal property, surrendering their
arms and accoutrements.

Reluctantly this was acceded to. and the sourren-
der took place. At 4 o'clock P. M., on Satarday,
the Federal forces, having laid down their arms,
weie marched out of the intrenchment to the tone
of "Dixie," played by the rebel bandu. Theyleft
behind them their arms and accoutrements, re-
serving only their clothing. The boys of the
brigade, many of them, wept to leave behind their
colors, each comupany in the brigade having its
own standard presented to it by their friends. At
the surrender the musoter rolls of the companies
were taken to Gen. Price's headquarters, the list
of oeflicers made out, and these ordered to report
themselves as prisoners of war.

The scenes at the capitulation were extraordi-nary. Col. lMulligan shed tears. The men threw
themselves upon the ground, raved and stormed
in well nigh frenzy, demanding to be led out
again and finish the thing. toIn Col. hMarshatll's ca-
airy regiment the feeling was equally great. Much

i havoc had already been done among their horsest duriug tire siege, and but little more than half of
them remained. Numbers of the privates actually
shot their horses dead on the spot, unwilling that
their companions in the campaign should now falleinto the enemry's hands.

The privates, numbering some 1500 strong, were
firttmade to take the oath not to serve against the
Confederate States, when they were put across
the river, and in charge of Gen. Rains marched on
Saturday night to Richmond,eixteenmiles, whence
on Sunday they marched to Hamilton, a station on
the tannibal and St. Joseph •nilroad, where they
were declared free to go where they pleased.

While on this march they experienced generous
and humane treatment, both from Gen. Rains and
from the residents along the route. Such is the
statement of several ot our men. Gen. Rains or-
dered an entire flock of sheep to be given to them,
and there was no time lost in apportionment or
oppropriation. The inhabitants also liberally gave
them provisions. Wagons were provided for those
unable to walk, either from wounds or fatigue,
and the whole party thus came through with ex-
traordiuary expedition.

Word was semt to ient. Prentlis at Quincy, and
means of transportation providedi iy which the
men were brought down to Quincy, where they
arrived on Monday. There were with the force
only eight women, Col. Mulligan and several
of his officers having left their wives at Jeferson
City.

The prisoners will be taken to Springfield and
hell for exchange, rank tfo rank. Claib. Jacksoncame into Lexington on Saturday, it is reported,
bringing his traveliog Legislature with tim.

te have thus hastily thrown together tile main
features of the prctracted defence of Lexington,
without detail, and almost without touching upon
the question of loss. That of the enemy is variously
estinated at from one to two thousand killed and
wounded, and on the side of the Federals from
three to five hundred. Of our tneo one hundred
and forty were left in the hospital at Lexington.
A full list of the killed and wounded must be
awaited.

Col. Moulligan was wounded on the last day of
the light by a ball through the calf of the leg, and
a flesh wound on the right arm from a grape shot.
We have already referred to the injury of Capt.
Gleeson, received in the defence of the hospital.

In tihe same encounter, among tile killed was
John Saville, of this city, private in Company it,
Irish Brigade ; also, Corporal ,lAndrew Hilll, of tihe
Jackson Guards, and Ctorl:elius O'Leary. Sergeant
tMooy wacs shot through thle shoulder. Private
Morris was instantly killed by a round shot, half of
his head being carried away.

Col. Marshall is wounded, a ball having struck
him in the chest, iuficting a serious wound. Jas.
Conway, the hospital steward or the Irish Brigade,
is killed.

Our last night's dis)patches, in the telegraph col-
umtn, give a continued list of the killed and wounded
as far as made up last night.

Among the lamented dead is Col. White, of St.
Louis, of the Missouri Eighth, a gallant officer, who
did Iis duty nobly, and was mortally wounded in
the last day's fight.

A Million Dollars' WVorth of Branldy Seized.

Three thousand five hundred
prisoners were taken, among whom are Colonelp
idulligan, MIarshall, heding, Wfhite and Grover,
Major Van Horn, and one hundred and .eighteen
other commissioned officers, five pieces of artis
Iory and two mortars, over three thousand stabh
of infantry arms, a large nurdoer of sabres, about
seven hundred and fifty horses, many sets of cayv
airy equipments, teams, ammunition, more than
$100,000 worth of commissary stores, and a large
amount of other property. In addition to anl ths,
we obtained the restoration of the great Seal of
State of Missouri, and the public records, which
were stolen from the proper custodian, and about$ 900,000 in money,' which the banks in this clty
n ad been robbed of, and which we caused to beh
returned."
