Sr. ouoois Sept 25.- -liet. Howes, of Col. Mar-
shall's Illinois cavalry, who was in the battle of
Lexington, has arrived here. He says he disguised
himself in the uniform of the enemy after the sur-
render, and passed through the lines, escaping
without taking the obligation. He reports a large
amount of gold, seven cannon, 4500 rlilem and mua-
kets, erquipments of Marshall s and Mulligane's
regiments a number of wagons, and a consider-
nble quantity of provisions fell into the hand, of
the rebels. Where were about 3200 engaged on our
side, the remaiuder bheig siblt or absent. Tile
enemy's force is stated at 40,000 engaged, and
10.000 out on marauding expeditions.

The surrender was made against the' stroniest
protest of Col. Mulligan, who proposed to attack
the enemy with the bayonet, and die with arms in
their hands. The men were willitg to follow him,
but were so exhausted that they could hau r made
but feeble resistance. On Wednesday, tihe 1tth,
Price having beenrelnforced by Green and.Harris,
commenced a moat determined siege. The fight
lasted from 9 o'clock on Wednesday morning till
1 o'clock on Friday afternoon, during which time
tihe fighting was so incessant that our men had
neither time to eat or sleep, and water was very
scarce. The enemy erected breastworkrs of hemr
bales, and fired upon the Federal garrison from
the top and sides of the hill and the roofs of their
hounes. Several Oiarges were made by the rebels,
each of which were repulsed with counsiderable
loss. In the stl oggle on Wednesday for the tros-
session of tile ferry boats, two of our men were
captured, but they were retaken after a severe
struggle.
