The Enud of the Maryland Leglslatluse.

From the Bitimore American, Septmnac 19.
s Tuesday was a day of unusual excitement inthe

'eity of Frederick, and will long be one tb be re-
membered even in the present stirring and peril-
o osetlgen.

The morning train of cars on Thursday frotm
Baltimore brought a nmuber of the members ot
the Legislature, with the cl andoer of bothHouses, the former mostly intent on having b

session, and the latter, duly thoughtful of their persdiem, desirous of setting the machine going, and

strongly arguing that if there was no quorum
there must necessarily be a continued session until
ao m should m a arrive, even i it should be until

i thel night they should be superseded by the elec-
tion of new delegates in November.

The hour of one o'clock having arrived, there
were hut three Senators in the city--lessrs. Brad-
ley, outtle and iimmel--all of the Union side of
the House, each and all determined that there
should be no session of the Legislature if they
Could prevent it. They accordingly refused to
enter the Senate Chamber, and met for consulta-
tien at tho reading-room opposit e to the Hall In
which the Legislarc-meets. They hadpreviously
notified Mr. Kilgour, the Clerk of the Senate, that
it was not their intention to assemble, but that
they would notify hime in-a half hour as to their
joint determination. At the expiratiton cfthistime
notice was cnnveyed to the Clerk that there would
be no meeting of the Senate, when they were in-
formed that he had called the roll in the empty
chamber, and gone through the formality of an-
nouncing that "there being no quorum present,
'the Senate stands adjourned until 1 o'clock o•
Wednesday."

The Union members of the House of Delegates
had also come to a simlar determination to do all
in 'their power to prevent the meeting of that
body, but the Secession members who were in the
city moving toward the hall, they went also, and
at 10 o'clock, Thoe. B. Moore, the Heading Clerk,
went through the formality of calling the House
to order, and proceeded to call the roll. The
memibers present were Messrs. Salmon, Messler,
Gordon, NBacobbin, Jones of Talbot, Stranghn,
Darasnt,'mlftire, Long, reeene and iMills; being
seveni f the Opposition to four Union members.
Messre. Nail and Fiery were in the city, but de-
clined to go to the hall. fThere were but four re-
sponses, and Mr. Long immediately moved that the
House adjourn until noon on Wednesday.

The retlsal of the Senate to convee, It was ar-
'ged, had virtually anolled any legal assemblage
of the Legislature, though the clerks declared their
intentiolto continue to call tho roll daily ontil a
quorum to adjourn the body.

A MtSTAnY MoVEMENr Am) An• u A ros.- A few
oTinntes after the formality of opening the Legisla-
tore had thus been gone through with by the
clerks, and they had been dispersed, small squads
of the Wisconsin'Hegimont, each under charge of
an officer, were observed moving through the city,
all taking different directions, towards the out-
skirts.- Thus in about half an hour a cordon of
armed pickets circled the entire city, with instruc-
tions to allow no person to pass out without a
'written permit from a member of Gen. Banks'
staff, who had been appointed Provast Marshal.
This had, scarcely been accomplished before a
suasd of police officers from Baltimore, consisting
of Lieut. %ermiohael, Sergeant Wallis, Sergeant
Watt and officer West, accompanied by a miitan•
escort of the Third Wiconsin Regiment, Col. T. .
Mogar, which hasubeen encamped for some days
near the Rtilroad Depot, commenced to search the
city for parties they were ordered to arrest. in
the course of the afternoon nod evening, and yea-

the town were withdrawn, and the ancient city of
Frederick' again fell back into the control of the
eivtl athorities.
--Tn EseAeto.-The sudden embargo on egress

ifrom the city, Withouet previous notice, soon occa-
soned considerable excitement. The picklets were
stationed:on every roadand across every hfield, and
no one could leave without a pass. One gentle-
man,'wholived about ten steps beyond the picket
guard,-was compelled to return to town, and all
-manner of vehicles soon conmmenced to move to-
yerds theim headquarters of Col. Rogar, having been
'turoed back by the guards. Among others, col.
'Maolby's carriage was turned back for a pass.
The iauses were given treealy to those who could
provw they were not of Mr. WeYalla' adherents in
the •Legislature, or an officer of that body. In
order to faoilitate their reuognition, Gen. Shriver
attended at-headquarters, at the ceqoesi of citizens,
to identify the applicants.

' Tn PeOrLcu AN- c it•lEcugctts.-The preventing
of the aession of the Legislatuiare gives very.gecerai
satisfaction to the people, whatever may be their
oploiouns nationaltopics as none are desir.,s of
holding a bait there for the invitation of military
invasion, like that-of Missouri and Kentucky.
