W aCalirrTOl, September 20.--The steamer Det
aware anrrived at the navy yard this noon, with a
Ibody of marines froin Philadelphia. The Captain
reports that the battery at Freestone Point was
unmasked when he passed it this morning, the
woods having been all cleared away, and that it
opened upon him, firing haout seven shots, none
of which took effect. They were all good line
shots, but they fell ahort or went over ; two just
:erazed his deck. Capt. Cannon says about fifty
vessels passed the battery up and down, but none
were fired at except the I)elaware.
From the disclosures of a rebel officer, it is ao- I

certained that the battery at Freestone Point is t
commanded by H. .". Hartstein, formerly a com-
manderin the United States Navy, and thlat there
are batteries on the Virginia side oi the Potomac
every two and a half miles from Occoquan to
dathiaa Point. The river is now considered by
naval oflicers a0 eiftctally closed; our Potomac
flotilla is insufficient to clear it of tihe numerous
batteries upon its banks. A land attack is indis-
pensably necessary, and it is believed that within
a few ldays, perhaps a few hours, the rebels will
attempt to cross the lower Potomac into Mary-
land. They will meet withrh warm reception, bat
it may be necessary to strengthen our forces in
that direction.

A flag of truce crossed the Potomac on some
trifling subject, at Edward's Ferry, but the senti-
nels discovered that one man in the boat was
sounding the river. Thllerebels were placed under
arrest.

Letter ftroul BUltlemiore.

The Baltimore correspondent of the New York
Day Book says:

I see the papers are again on their old hobby of
bombarding BIaltimore. We are constantly read-
ing of the " iatrenchments on Federal till, of the
large colnmbiads pointing directly on tihe city, and
of the preparations at Fort McHenry." Now, to
take a calm view of this bombarding question,
whiat do we make of it?

According to all civilized rules of warfare, when
a city is about to be shelled, a notice of some
hiours is given ill order that the women and child-
ceu may be removed. Thits gives everybody a
chance to leave. Now, who have we lelt? In our
cityot two hundred and fi'ry tihusand souls, there
are several thousand persons confined to their lieds
and rooms, whotm it would be death to reumove:
also, females, whose condition would not allow ex-
citeiient or removal, and hundreds of other cases.
These are the ones upon whom the terrible blow
would fall, and while they slay the innocent, the
very ones they really war on, escalpe to bring on
their heads a it•ible vengeance. Who would, for
a rmoment,. doubit that if Baltimore was destroyed
it would be only in case the Southern arms were
victorious and about to march into it, and this
army flushed with victory would no doubt retaliate
by destroying not only every nman engaged in the
c,,wtatdly business, but revenge themslelves by tie
destruction of every pllce of any account in Ptenn-
sylvania near tile borders of Maryland, and per-
hops even Philadelphia itself. Let tis lhear no
more of the pratings about " shelliig," razing to
the ground, destroying with tire and sword, etc.;

I have the honor to submit to your Excellency
the following report of the action which terminated
oi the ?-leh e:ct., with the surrender of thie Unlaitedt

tates forces and property at this place, to the
army under my command:

Alter charensing the marauding armies of Lane
and Montgomery, and. driving them out ol the
State, and alter compelling them to abandon Port
Scott, as detailed in my last report, I continued
ayy march towards this point with an army increas-

ing hourly ia numbers and enthusiasm.
On the llh inst., just as we were about to en-

camp for the day, a mile or two west of hose Hill,
I learned that a detachment of Federal troops and
Home Guards were marching from Lexington to
Warreusburg to rob the bank in that nlace and
plunder and arrest the citizens of Johnson county,
in accordance with Gen. Fremonite proclamatyon
and instructions. Although my men were greatly
fatigued by seveetal days continuous and rapid
marching, f determined to prses forward so as to
surprise the eioin y if possible at Wpdar enaburg.
T'herefore, after resting a lew hours, we resumed-
the march at sunset, and marched without inter-
miseion uutd 2 o'cloekin the morning, when it be-
came evident that the inlantry, very few of whom
had eaten a mouthful in twentyfour hours, could
marccc no further. 1 then halted them, and went
forward wite the larger par tofl-my -mounted men
till we came, about daybreak, within view of War-
rceaurg, where I ascertained that the enemy had
hastily flied abooet midnight, burning thie bridges
behinrd the. The- rain began to fall about the
same time.

This circuomstance coupled with the faetthat my
ten had been faeting for more than twenty-foar
hours, constraitned me to abandon the idea of, par-
suing the enemy that day; my infantry and ertnl-
lery having come up, we encamped ateWarrens-
burg, whinse citizens vied with each other in feed-
iug mny almost famished soldiers. An nuasoally
ovilent storm delayed our march the next morning

till le o'clock; we then pushed forward rapridly,
still hoping to overtake the enemy. Finding it im-
tlousible to do this with my infantry, I again or-
deried a detachment to move forward, and placing
mhyself at their head, continued the pursuit to
within two miles and a half of eCxh ington, when,
havieg learned that the enem3cere already
witing town, and it being late, and my men atigbued
by a forced march, and utterly without provininas,
I alted for the night.

About daybreak next morning a sharp skirmish
took place betweer our pickets and the eneply's
eutplosts. This tlihreatened to become general.
Being unwilling, however, to rink a doubtful en-
gagreent, when a short delay would make success
certain, 1 fell back two or three miles, and awaited
the arrival of ey ilfattry and artillery; these bav-
ing comupe i, e advanced upon the toiu, driving
lii enemy's piclkets until we camre wiithin a short

distance of the city itself. Here the enemy at-
tepte to make a stanotd, but they were speedily
dareven lrom every posiion, and Lorced to taake
shelter within their intranchmeonts. We then tooei
cositiomn within eres range of the cellege;which
buildiet they had strongly fortified, and opened
noo tohem a brick fire from liledsoe'a battery,
which. in the absence of Capt. Bledsoe, who hbdbeen wounded at Big Dry Wood, was gallantly
cenmmandled by Cept. Emmett MeDaoald, and by
Parson's battery, under the skillful command of
Capt. (luibor.

Pliaoeg, after sunset, that our ammuniion, the
most of whliclh hald been left behind on the march
from lSpringfield, was nearly exhausted, and that
tiy nmen, thousands of whom had not eaten a par-

ticle ia thirty-six hours, required rest and food, I
withdrew to the Fair Ground and enoamped there.

Harris' having been ordered to reinforce him. Col.
Rives, in order to cut off tthe enemy's means of
escaipe, procetedd down tie bank of the river to
capture a steamlboat which was lying just under
their slunS. Just at this moment a heavRy fire was
opened upon hiim trom Col. Anderson's large dwel.
ling thouse, on the summit of the blutil, which the
clttty were octultying as a hospital, and ulpeO
whihll a white flag was flying.

S Thie Victory In WrIcterfd Vtlergln.

The Norfolk Day Book extra of the id inst. for-
nishes the following partinolars of the thccnt vien
story of Gen. Lee ever IRosenoraptat:

We are informed by-Mr. Henry D. Crockett, one
of the prlsonera taken at the battle of isneh Moan-
Ctin, who came up from Old Point yesterdhy after-
.oon, in the flag-of-truce steamer, that a severe

battle had been fought in the Weoternrpart of the
State, at the Big Sewelt Mountatin, between Gen.
Lmee's and Gen. ltosenrantz's forces, and that the
latter had been defeated, and was at Wheeling,
Va., on Saturday past, mortally wounded, and that
the whole Federal army was then on its retreat
from the soil of Weatern Virginia. . .

Mr. Crockett was formerly from Washington,
D. U., where he held a position in one of the de-
partments as a clerk. On the breaking outof the
war, he left the Federal service and made his way
dinto Virginia, where he joined the Twentieth Vir-
ginin Regiment, and was made a prisoner at the
battle of Rich Mountain.
He informs no that on his way from Columbus,8Ohio, and while at Wellsville, in this State, on Sat-

urday last, he had the news from the editor of a
paper in that placen that the Federal army was
then retreating from Western Virglnia; that Roase-
erantz had attacked Gien. Lee in his entrenchments
on tie Big Sewell Mountain, on Thursday last, and
after a severe fight, was repulsed, and that he

e (Rosencrantz) renewed the attack again on Friday,
and fought all day long.
The looss on the Federal side was reported to

him as very heavy.ndeed, while the Confederate
less was but trifling, owing to their being behind
