I the
ordered "tire," when all fired and charged the bat
tery, the enemy falling back and retreating into
cornfield, where they were followed by our me
and shot down as they attempted to escape. W'
then returned to the battery we had taken an
found the guns all in good order. A fire frog
Reedoa Battery (which was ours) made us giv
way once and killed Capt. Hinson and his brother
in-law, private Whetstone, of the .forehous
Guards. Each and every member behaved wit
great coolness and bravery, and when the woe
was given to forward, they responded with a de
ttermination that would do credit to old soldiers.

On the morning after the battle Gen. McCalloc
and Adj. Gen. Mclintosh congratulated me for th
Smaoncr in whlich my company led th. charge, an
for the coolness and bravery which they exhibite
upon that occasion.

The Indians were expected in at 10 o'clock, and
about that time they came in, following their drum
and an old man with a drawn sword, who delivered
the speech below. The war dance was ill the
square-the warriors being stripped to their fight-
ilg ecostume. There were two companies et them,
and they advaeiee into, the Fort wrath heads erecl,
and truly murtal b;aling, beerattl their colors (a
Contederate flag) with l nine whie stars ia a circle,
serrounding one in red with a whlte border, and
somewhat larger than the others. In the rear of
the companies were about twenty Indian women.
The color staff being placed in the ground the
warriors slowly circled around it, and spoun a signal
from the captains, they all stood still and silent,
while the old man before mentioned drew his
sword, and moving slowly around in the circle,
thus addressed them:

"Warriors of the Choctaw and Chicasaw nations!
look around you and what do you see i You see
men inl every garb, armed and equipped for war.
A strange sight for my young mnen. 1Who are these
men ? Your brothlere--the me of lte Soltrlth-met
who have come from the land of sudhiine ncross
iRed river-whose str is i tile center of your liag
and who are in our hearts as their star is in our
colors--men, and the .sons of men, who dyed that
star in the blood of their brave, and with whlom
you, my warriors, are here to share the toils, dn-.
gers and the glory of war-men who will lay down
their lives ih a just cause, and who, as yet, have
never turned their hbacks to their enemies. You,
men and warriors, must emulate their glorious
deeds. (-Deafening silouts from the warriors.) Let
your enemnies feel the edges of your knives. (Ugh,
ugh!) Let not your war path bhe through your
own green cornfields, but let your knives drink
tie lie blood of your enemies in their own towns
anld villages, side by side with your write brotl•-
ers, who are fighting for their rights, their own
property, and bLr tie protertion of the homes of
their wives and children.
" Warriors! we lhave the same teclings, we haive

the saute description of property: and teed I tell
you to look arorund and see the wrrmen and maird.
cns of your race, who are assembled to see tile
warriors in their paint? Their hands have armed
you for the fray, and their hearts will be with you
in tile iield of deathl."

Tihe warriors here broke frthl into a dance, keep-
ing time to the beating of tile drum, and urtteoring
tihe scalp halloo, tirei rll their guns and pistols ;
the women at the same time moving closer to the
circle, when an elderly matron, accompanied by
the others, in a low, plaintive voice, counmenced a
song, in which they were reminded of their mothers
and the homes they had played uround when they
were babes, and how their mothlSrnd snloisters had
attended their :footsteps wlhre thlery wtore too young
to lollow, their fitlers to ouutl the bnllotlu and
now they had grown to be tutn, their sisters were
comparatively weak, their luothlers had grown old,
and the brighti sun Ird changed their raven locks
to gray ; and now, should their mothers and sisters,
knowmng they needed protection, ask it of stran-
gers? or alshould their orwn young men, who have
tie rightr, keep the Nolrtller

n 
men frot olloting

their soil!
The excitement here was intense. The warriors

spirang into tile air w;th shouts of defiance, yelling
and wihooping, and tile women ran into the circle
throgil an openirng made for the purpose, and
danciug around tile colors, continued their sng,
buit ill a more animated strain, i winch ar allusion
was made to the deeds of tieir forefatlhers, etc.
Tihe old veteran again came forward and asked a
question, which was not understood by me, but
which they answered by "ugh, ugh ! " and then
addressed theml again.

S\here are t'o men who fought your battles in
former years, who were a terror to their enemrlies
(A mournful wail.) They have passed from our
sight, and gone to the happy land, but theirl blood
flows through tile veins of the living. Where are
tie ewarriors of their blood? (hIre! t here'!) This
is tie first timle some of you have danced in the
warrior's linle; let not your hearts fail nor your
arlrs grow weak, as your cunutry may need every
blow."

Mr. Editor - The operations here progress

slowly, and there is little of interest to copmnlpi-
cate. Troops are daily arriving, or shifting abent
from one point to another. There is a constant
bustle in Columbus. Gen. Jeff. Thompson and his
command have left their camp opposite this plane,
for a point down the river, for the pnrposeeas is
retiorted, of taking a better and more direct road
n a direEtidn it wolnfd be hesat for me not to men-
ion. Lively things are naturally expected of
Thompson and his men.

The Watson Artillery, of sew Orleans, arrived
a few days ago, and are encamped on. the hill
about a mile from the Loaisiana Brigade-all Usdll
and in excellent condition. Gen. Htrdee'soarmy,frol Southern Missouri and Arkansas, is now at-
iriving here. Three or four regiments are.gn, the

ground, utd the rest will soon be along. The men
look sadly in need of rest and reenperatioh. Their
forced march from Pocahontas and their -cant
rations were very'hard upon them. Here they
will lave rest lor a while and plentyto eat. Cjopl.
Bowen's Missouri regiment, inclrding CaptainSprague's New Orleans company, has been seal
some terty miles into the interior of this tate,
where the ConfederateJoroe amounts to about five
thousand. C'olonel Neily's Teneasee regiment I
being moved over to thei iapsoni side again.
These are about all the late army movementa
worth mentioning. The Cairo gunboats htvte not
shown thoemselves lately, nor can onur scouts dis-
cover anything indicating an advance upon this
place.

Bat, as I hare stated before, there are rnmistak-
able indioations of an advance on our part--abheav
advance. The deflenes of this place appear to he
nearly complete; and what portion of the army in
destined to remain here, is a questioa of no little in-
terestail through the army, for there arenone whe
wish to remain. We were distourbed the otherdae
with the ruoer thlat G(en. MeCown's brigade, in
eluling the' Louisiana regiments and Kennedy's hat
falion, would be left for the defence of Columbus
and now, the prevalent camp rumor is that tho
Louisiana troops, or a portion of them, are to be
sent Cack to New Orleans. The general desire o
the Louisianians appears to be not to return home
but to push further on and wake up some fan It
Kentucky.

Is ou,- regiment, the Louisiana Eleventlh, there

was a little excitement some das agho, someR ow
Capt. Mturphy' compalny, the Dillon tluaerds, h
ing, by some means, got to fighting among thcm
selves, and the light came near spreading into a
general riot. Capt. Murphy was absent, and hit
officers appeared to be powerless to quoell the
fight.

James F. Buckner, who headt d the Liiicoh
troops thatwere captured by our G(Oidaekoneer at.
Hopiusvilie, a few days since, and who made.his
escape, was arrested on Wednesday hv a company
of Southerners, at a point between Henderson and
Madison, ky. Bncknerivasinbed when'the ahrest
was made.

Eight thousand troops have moved from.Oolgas-
bus, Ky., towards Paducah. The Southorn semi-
ment in Western Kentnock is deepening, and fth
gallant sons of that State, moved by' the noble
spirit of their nativity; and all the attachments of
common'interest and the patriotic easoetations of
the past, are rallying to the •outhern standard.
