They sail that we
were under a greater necessity to sell our cotton
than Europe or the North was to buy it, and that
in faetwe could niot live onless we did sell it. We
would star-e without provisions from the North
weatanknwe would asfferwithout the manufac
ttb f New England and Europe. The general
hbelef prevailed that wewere-to be put down, not
by armies on•ahore, but by blookading fleets of
our eoasts; and we have no doubt it is a mattestof surprise with m&ay uninformed people at the
TNorth that the South is not on the verge of starva-

tion. Somse of themTreally believe that such is the
case at the present time.

Although we have suffered little inconveniance
'-in the blockade, it would be worth a much
greshter-ecriface than we have made, to disabuse
4he world of the idea that we are entirely depend-
eat on the sale of cotton for the means of exist-
ence. That idea, long entertained atthe North,
may have been also distilled into the European
mind, and may have nfluenced 'British policy in
regard to the American struggle. We, bere;know
how fallacious it is, and it will be worth much to
us, for the future as well as the present, to con-
vibto European nations of the' fact. We believe
that;wtithout raisinhgor selling apound of cotton,
tineSouth 0ounld sttiPbe' one of the richest and
aNlitprospefous'reglons on the face of the earth.
tit'a good idea, now that other ends are also to

be sabeerved by it, to show that selling our cotton
is not an absolute necessity to us, that we ask no
fsvors in regard to its purchase, and that we are

.el1 aware that the. conasmers buy it of us not
from favdritism, but solely because their own iu-
terests are thereby promoted.

Europe wants cotton, and the probability is that
the 'Lincoln Government has given some sort of
anoifBiial assorance that the cotton shall go for-

wati before present supplies are exhausted.
Obviously, it is nor policy to show that the Federal
Government cannut control the movement of the
staple, but that- its disposition is something'which
rests' exelnaively with ourselves. We have do•
'termfued to bmrn it on the plantations rather that
thi Yankees shall havea bale--but if Europe wants
It, the way to get it is very simple. Let foreign
ships come here and take it away. If the North

kes. objection, let them settle it among them-
•teees. Thpt will be no business of ours. The
cotton .• here, on the plantations, and we are
ready to sell it to any European purchaser who
will comese'nd carry it off. But it must go peace.
ab1lti ot the mouth of the Mississippi river, or it
wirllBt go at all. We are.entitled'to the right of
sunding.it that way, and, standing upon our rights,
we tl not intend that it shall go any other. Now,
if 0l0gn, onsumers think they can get along bet-
e4 witho• t it than we can by not selling, let the
experimant be made. We can demonstrate to the
'wors, that it isnot a necessity to us to sell our
eqteai; aGl it is Important to us that this fact
lotid be democatrated. We may sfmfer some in-

donvenlence at frst; but we do not count incoit-
deiicnce when a great question of right is at stake.

Undoubtedly, the sale 'of our crop would
strengthen the hands of our people and Govern-
ment; but do they absolutely need strengthening?
The'credit of our GOvernment is not impaired, but
Is better, among its own citizens, than the credit
of the Federal Government'is among theirs. Con-
federate bonds to-day are higher in New Orleans
than Ped•ial bonds are iii New York. Let it be
recollected, also, that the money expended in this
war does not go out of the Confederacy. It is
paid tolour own citizens and still enters into the
aggreghte wealth of the. community. It is not
capital sunk,for which no resulta appear, but.is
meaey' passing from hand to hand, and always
available'e long as our people are moved by the
iasite patriotism as now. The end of the war will
les;a the Government in debt; but it will be to its
obnusitizeus, and the blessings of anindependent
Government will be cheaply purchased, no matter
what the amount. lit no possible cost of the war
would place it out of the power of the teeming
andproductive South, in ten years time, to cause
it to be unfelt, even without imposing burdens upon
the people.

The cotton States, of course, would be the prin-
cipal gainers by the sale of the crop, but it is the
cotton States which are oppogedito it. The good
if the Onofederasy is their object, and no motive

of present interest ootweighs that consideration,
Thpy have gone into this movement with the de-
erenpnation that it shalt be successful, no matterwat the cost or what the sacrifice. Our people
.te pledged their lives to it, for life would not be

This looks auspicious, and leadB
us to suggest and talk of the great importance ol
establishing manufactories in our city. There i2
an abundance of capital in our midst now idle, amn
as the days of cent. per cent. are for the nonco
hors du combact, owners of money and capit•lists
cannot do better than torn their attention to cotter
factories. True, we shall be met with the arga

erent that England can manufactore goods cheapet
than we can, or in other words the operatives anr
laborerosf Europe can do our work and manufac.
turing cheaper than we can do it ourselves. Bal
the present belligerent state of stStirs may last fot

years, at least two, three or four years.
There was some talk about the Hessian squadron

having approached within nine miles of Fort Jack-
son. One or two of their steamrers may come up
and salute the forts with a shot or two, just to draw
the fire to ascertahi the range of the guns at the
two forts, then return for reinforcements. Daily
additions are being made to the fleet outside. Ten
vessals were reported in all yesterday morning.
Two schooners were capltured on Saturday last
after leaving Berwick's Bay. The vessels thal
went qut with the last norther have not been
heardirom, and iio"s believed they escaped. The
two vessels captured on Saturday were loaded in
part with tobacco.

We are asked the price of a Lincoln pass, second-
handed, they beih issaued gratis in Washington.
We refer our inquirer to that Black ltepublican we
saw on Corondelet street a few days since.

We dlid not intend to talk on the sequestration
act this morning, only on the very excellent op-
pointment of an additional Receiver, in the person
of Mr. George W. Ward. Some of our talk being
erowded out yesterday, we give it tis morning :

Talking of the sequestration act brirs up many
features and items of interest. The act reaches
and pervades all family circles--every household
where there is any conutection residing in the
States with which we are at war. We have alluded
to many persons who came to New Orleans with-
out a solitary dollar which they could absolutely
coll their own, amassing money, withdrawing it
from our city, building line ouses, palatial reesi.
dences in Northern States, and repudiating the
great South, socially, commercially and, we may
say, politically. Nevertheless, since the war,
since July last, these parties have endeavored to
prove that they were Southerners in politics, in
commerce, in sociality and in the dollar, of course.
Nevertheless, we do not learn of any talk that
these parties have returned to the South and aided
the great and glorious Southern cause. No; on
the other hand, we learn of their going to Europe
to spend a few months, or to wait till he war is
ended. Is this Southernism, we are asked. Thio
brings up the question of deceased estates which
descend to supposed foreigners. For instance, in
our last talk we said that Mr. Thomas Medley, a
dry goods dealer, was the owner of 262 shares of
very good bank stock. Lucky fellow, he was, to
secure that, and something more besides, in vend-
ing dry deeoods in our good city. The friends of Mr.
Medley inform us that he has been dead (ceased to
exist, w-e presume) about six years. Well, as we
did not say that Mr. Medley was alive nor dead, we
have merely to remark that Thomas Medley is
credited on the books of one of our old banks (we
wish it was to our credit) with dividends on and
stock, say 262 shares; that his heirs are said to
reside in England. In the meantime, it is suggest-
ed whether this stock does not come under the
same law that afflects real estate deeceadiog or
going to foreigners ; that is, whether the State is
not allowed ten per cent., or one-tenth, of the
same. We have not time at present to look into
some of.our old musty law books to decide this
question.
