Mona NEw COMPANI:E.--New Orleans, we now
feel assured, will not want soldiers when the hour
of danger comes. Company after company is or-
ganizing, and, in many cases, what was a company
a few days since, is now fast reaching the numbers
and proportions of a battalion. As a case in point,
we will mention that only last Saturday the first A
company of Police Guards was organized by the
election of a Captain and Lieutenants, and last
night Col. 'htiuh was called upon again to preside
at an election for officers for a second company of
theeame corps. The result of this election was
the choice of thle following popular gentlemen:
James P. Tathk, Captain; Charles H. Hanna, First
Lieutenant; Charles Stanmeyer, Second Lieuten-
ant; and Erastus Sanfley, Jr. Second Lieutenant.
The roll of the company contains the names of 76
men, who will be active and prompt. Two com-
panies in less than a week ! We call this pretty a
hard to heat.

Another company was organized later in the
evening, under the superintendence of Col. Stith, A
in the Seventh Ward, which was at once christened
the "Stith Guards," in honor of their popular
presiding officer. The officers elected were as
follows: T. O. Laughlin, Captain; J. Cunningham,
First Lieutenan't; M. Dillon, Second Lieutenant;
and M1. McMahon, Second Junior Lieutenant. This
company numbers 72 active members.

Confederate Flag of Truce, with TwelTe MIen,

MIOBILE, Oct. 9.-A. force of 1000 Confederate
troops, under the command of Gen. Anderson, of
Florida, crossed the bay last night, landed on
Santa Rosa Island at 2 o'clock in the morning, and
stormed the camp of the New York (Billy Wil-.
son's) Regiment of bauaves, burning and destroy-
ing every building and erection in the camp, ex-
cepting the hospital

An immense quantity of rations, equipments,
stores ald munitions of war, which were in the
buildings, were totally destroyed by fire.

Onur forces spiked many cannon and effected the
total destruction of the camp.

Our loss was forty killed and wounded. That of
the enemy was very great.

Capt. Bradford, of Florida, and Lient. Nelms, of
Georgia, were among the killed.,. Walter Bugler,
of the Mtobile Continentals, was desperately
wounded. John Burgess was kilted. Gen. An-
derson was wounded in the arm. Lieut. Calvin
Sayre was wounded in the hip.

The list of killed and wounded on our side is
very imperfect, it being as yet impossible to ob.
tain all the items.

The forces engaged in this enterprise were three
companies of the Fifth Georgia Regiment. four-
teen members of the Mobile Continentals, three
companies of regulars, a detachment of Mississip-
plans, one of Georgians, under Lieuts. Hallonquist
and Nelms, two hundred Alabamians, and a de-
tachment of Florida navy officers and marines,
under Capt. Brent, C. S. Navy.

Major Vogdes, of the United States Army,
(Bil)y Wilson's Zouaves) is one of the numerous
Lincolnites who were taken prisoners in this
action.

Lieut. Slaughter, of the Mobile Continentals,
bearing a flag of truce, was captured by the en-
raged and dishonorable enemy, and is now a
prisoner, with twelve men who accompanied him.
They were taken into Fort Fickens.

Aeciden't -to tht Grea Easteke.

Mr. Howard Paul, one of the p ssegeris onboard'
of the Persia, furnishes pa vtli the following ithims
"concerning the leviathan:

The eteamship Persia whieh left Liverpool on
Saturday, Sept. 14, met the Great Epatern oefon-
day, Sept. 16, at 11 o'clock A M., two hundred
and twelve miles fromQueen town. on approach-
ing herthe passengers of the Persia observed that
she was rolling very mhcb, but had no idea of her
condition, which a nearer view afforded.: It Was
found that she had lost both of her paddlej•hole
the whole of the boats (with th4 exoeptiot oftwo)
on her port side were steve in toi disablgd t snd the
rudder head being carried away, she was

home with the redder chasine. Ltarga ropes were
stretched from bulwark to bulWark-for the psanen-
gers to cling to, and the rolling was so fearfil that
one moment the great snip reveated the WhOle of
her decks at a most distressineangle, and the next
the bilge was plainly vsoiile.• ,

On disoveing the plight o the veasel, Captain
Judkins hoisted a eignal--' yosreqniietd!g--
which was only repled to b alarge bord bing
displayed on the paddle-boxh nut the eharacter
thereon being so small the iWrtng could ot be de-
ciphered. The Greet Eastern still kept on her
course, working with her screw, and for twenty
minutes the Persia followed her, in eider tI get ae
anawerto he r signal. The passenger of, heG•seat
Eastern were scattered oveir her deeaho, (there
were reported to be about four hundred on-heard
of her,) all of whom straining snxiously forward
to catch a view of the Persi.. The ladies waved
their handkerchiefs, the men their hats; and,.net
withstanding the extraordinary roll of the vesseI,
the utmost enthusiasm seemed to be manifeted y
her passengers. Up to this time no answera
beeenniven to the signal of the Persia, and aehe
dipped her easign and turiaed her ihed away,
another board wrItten on was elevatedflrom the
paddle-box of the GreatEastern, with no bitter roe-
suilt. Even with the aid of lhe glasses of the oeM-
oerm the characters could not be distinguished.-

During the time the Grnat Eastern hab not
slackened her pace, and when the Perslbhad got
some distance from her ste hoisted the signal
"come within hail ;" but os Gapt. Judkis juetly
said, he had followed her for half an houbr, debed
her if she required aid, end receiving no reply i
the usual manner, he could lose no further time
by again putting back. It ras a matter of wonder
on board the Persia, why ttis signal had not boen
given -before, as ample time was afforded. After
the Persia left Liverpool on Saturday she met with
rough weather along the channel ; the wind was
blowing hard from the westward, and it issupposed
that the Great Eastern mu•t have experienced- a
tremendous gale to have apot with the disasters
that have overtaken her.
The history of this large vessel has.been one of

continuous calamity, and tlis last mischancee will
shake public faith in her to avast extent. It is
fortunate there were no ca alry in herman the roil-
ieg was so terrific that the homrses must have been
literally dashed to piecee. Many of the seagoing
passengers on board the P/irsia gaveit an theirc de-
liberate epinion that they never, in the greatest
storm, saw any vessel roll, so wildly as the-Great
Enstern did. By the next steamer from England,
we hope to be able to reFport the safe arris.,l of
the passengers, many of whom were Americana.
It is a curious clranmstance that at the London
offtice of the Great Eastern the name of the captain
was not known five days before she sailed. A
gentleman on bohard of the Persia called there and
asked the question. The. reply was-" theydid
not know." The oflicer in charge of the vessel
was Capt. Walker, formefly of the Adriatic. She
left Liverpool on Wedne day, September 11, and
when met by the Persia had been, therefore, fiave
days out.
