The following quantities of provisions
were given out: 1525 loaves bread, 7 beeves, 38
bils. meal, half do. vinegar, 9 do. rico, I do. peas,
3 do. molasses, a sacks onions, 3 bbls. mackerel,
C31 cahbages, 10 kits salmon, herrings, tongues
and sounds, 258 bunches turnips, 170 bunches car-
rots, 12 baskets salad, 10 do. snap beans, 120
bunches leeks, 120 do. mustard greens, 42 do. chel
lots, 30 do. pareley, 16 ibakets okra, 400 pumpkins.
Everything went off emolothiy and quietly, in spite
of the crowd.

Later Details from Pensacola.
IMoru.ir., Oct. 10.-The special correspondent of

the Advertiser and Register telegraphs this even-
ing, from Pensacola, that the steamer Cushman
brought some of our dead from Santa Rosa Island.
Five companies of Mississippians were in theexpedition, under the command of Col. Shalmers,

with Capte. Benton, LcGowaon, Peake and Miller,
and Lieuts. Watson, IMidde, Johnston, McGowan,
Brooks and Smwith. Of these was kilted private
W. E. Webber, and wounded Capt. Benton and
privates Stillman and Day. Among the missing
are Surgeons (Gholson and Lipscomb.

Fron Pensacolna.

The Mobile Advertiser has a letter from Pensa-
cola, dated 6th inst, two days before the affair of
Santa Rosa Island. The writer gives an account
of the escape of a carpenter, recently in the em-
ploy of the Federals at Fort Pickens, andsays:
lie gives us an account of the burning of the

schooner some days ago by the Federalists. The
expedition was fitted out from the fleet, came
round Fort Pickens, and passed above the
Yard. The remitt was highly gratifying to
them. He does not recollect the. name of
the commanding Lieutenant. but the chief'"of
marines was Lieut. Reynolds. The enemy lost
four killed, and had twelve or fifteen wounded.
They represent onr loss at sixty killed, when really
we had not a solitary soldier killed and but two
wounded. The enemy burnt our dry dock, or at
least they claim the credit for it.

There are now 1600 men on the Island; until re-
cently they have been very cereless in watch, but
are now wide awake, fearing we may retaliate tor
tile loss of the Jodah : that umltil within eafew days
two companies could have gone over and cut oit
Wilson's command, which is three miles tesum Pick-
ens and outside the land batteries. The pickets
are now composed of regulars, being unwilling to
trust \Vilon's Zonaves with tihe safety ol their
camps. The enemy have ten 32-pound rifled can-
non, some of thenm bearing directly tn especial
points and objects in the Navy Yard. They have
received accounts of general engagements, all re-
presenting victory on their side and against great
odds. The officers express the belief that if Gen.
McCiellan is defeated before Welehington that not
another gun will he fired from their side; as a gen-
eral thing they want to fight, tired to death of their
isolated position. Their hospital istilled with nick.
The dog ', Manassas," which carried oel. Wilson
an account of the great battle, has bec6me quite a
pet with the Colonel and his boys. The nine ma-
rines which deserted our side some weeks ago
were sent North. As an evidence of the loose
watch at that time kept on their positions, these
menifound dificulty atter reaching Wilson's camp
in making their presence known, which they did
by calling for the sergeant of the guard, who after
a while came to their position, when they told him
of their desertion and infamy in betraying an im-
portant trust.

The Monroe intelligencer says:
On the 2d inst., while Mr. Moses Wadley, the con-

tractor for the building of the railroad bridge over
the Ouaehita, at this place, was bringing tie tim.
hers of the road bed to the proper level by wedg-
ing from below, the scatttlding between two of the
abutments, embracing a span of one hundred and
twenty feet, gave way with a terrible crash. Two
negro men, belonging to the contractor, were upon.
the scatlold at the time. One of them manlaged to
seize hold of one of the cords, and swing in mid
air fifty feet Irom the ground for full fifteen
minutes, till lie was raised upon the timber to
which he was clinging. The other fell amid the
chaos of broken timber below. At first it was
supposed that the latter was not seriously injured,
no bones having been broken, but he died the next
morning of internal injuries resulting from the fall.
The damage, inclusive of the loss of the negro, is
about two thousand dollars.

CAuvo, Oct. 1.-Norfolk has td-day been abhan-

doned by our troops, by order of ten. Grant, and
very wisely too, for it is o point of no itmportance
or benefit, the occupation of which yielded only
trouble, vexation and expense to the division. Itis entirely tnedless to station troops at any point
on the river this side of Columbus until that point
has been captured and occupied by the Federals.
Even Bclhioot would be of little or n arvail to n
prior to a•le occoupation by our forces of Columban ,
aus the place is entirely nt the mercy of the tebel
batteries at Columbnus. Until an effective move-
meut is m•de againsat the last named place, and
Je.f: Tlhompsun' force beyond tunteru. it is folly
to -hold the petty little points between, for they
are not worth keeping. The force lately stationed
at Norfolk is now at Bird's Point, which consoli-
dates a powerful and efbfective army.

I learued from a gentleman who returned from
Columbfs this morntng-heving gone fhere it theinstanuoe of this command"-that the plaed is
strongly lortified at all point. He states that at a
point three miles up the river from Columbus-there
is a masked battery erected from logs, earth, etc.,
behind which are at least four 6l-•pondera, frum
his ob-ervations, which, from ,fear oT being nsus-
pected, was neeesnarily limited. He estimates the
number of guns of various dimeniions planted on
the bhna of thle river and the outskirts of the town
to amount to from twenty-five to thirty pieces, and
the force of nmen in that vicinity to number at least
30,000, all of whom are well armed. lie further
states that last night, while returning to this point
ina tnule cart, hlie jumped out and put his ear to
the ground,oand, imagining he heard the trampl of
horses, ordered tihe man in comhpay with him to
drive into the brash in order to avoid them, if
cavalry. It was but a short while until a force of
at least 300 Confederate cavalry rode byin the di-
rection of P'dnucah. He also reports having dis-
covered a trail, over whioh not lesan than 1()O
hores--supposed to be rebel cavalry-passed,
also in the direction of Paducah.

Monday morning, about 3 o'clock, at the upper
bridge oe Bruner:'e Lake, two miles from Norfolk,
sixteen privates and two corporals of company F,8th Illinois reginment, under Lieut. Sheets, was at-
tacked by a force of seventy men from Jeff,
Thoaapsners camp, under command of rebel Col.
Smith, it being dark. As soon as Lieut. Sheets
heard the tramp of the rebels strike the bridge he
ordered his men to fire on them, upon which, after
delivering their fire, they broke and tied, leaving
two killed and several supposed to be rwounded.
Two of our snea were wounded, one in the arm
and the other in the leg. The bodies of the rebels
were buried by our men thia-morning; one of tlhem,
who was not illed iostanutly, gave his namne as
Rtlbert Striekland, and said he belonged to Capt.
Pyne's company. .

Information was received here on Saturday that
alarge quantity of dry goods, boots, shoes, and
other merchandise had been shiinped from St.
Louis to a prominent secessionist at Charleeton,
and landed at a point twenty miles above here on
t tisle aisilapi, and on Sunday a force of 600 men
of the 20th Itegiment' marehel to the point it time
to capture all the goods, which welle taken to

irld'a Point and delivered into the hhnads of the
tuartcermate r of that post.

Sa.lT'reO'eRn C(VEl:S ti Atm srK.ts.- Our well-
known fellow-citizen, Mr. George Rt. Graont. has
just returned from Arkansas, where he has been
engaged ijn makinrg satpelre. The caves in which
he werked his hands belong to Mr. Rt. C. Brinkiley,
of this city, and are situated on White river, about
two miles fromn Batesville. He informs us that
there is saltpetre sufficient there to supply the
world, and the caves are located in a salubrious
climate, with a profusion of all the necessaries of
life. Innumerable saltpetre eaves are scattered
throughout the country, and the yield is said to be
twelve pounds to every bushel of dirt, a per cent-
age that exceeds anything ever before known. A
company from New Orleans has tpurchased two
caves, and tile Messrs. Oreenlaw, ot this city, two
more, and intend to commence operations it ear-
nest at once. An old bear-lunter in that section
informed Mr. (Grant that lie was aware of tile ex-
istence of many caves in the mountains, and prof-
fered to show them to him oe anybody else who
would accompany him. .Provisions tihere are very
plentiful. The best beef in the world is retailed
at three cents per pound, chickens ten cents'each.
butter and eggs ten cents, potatoes lorty and fifty
cents per bushel. White river is always navigable,
and thIe moaking of saltpetre promises to be a very
extensive business. It is certain that we are inde-vendent of the North in that respect-a fact that
would never have been known but for the war.
