The old habit, induced by the malpractice of the
United States Government, of looking for every
thing to that Government, is not yet eradicated
from the minds of oar people. That Government
hadstreteheditsimpertinent and tyrannical inter
vention into all our nadire. The people naturally
square their expetations of their Government, by
its practical operantns. There is, therefore, a
mistaken proness to towrn to oth Central Govern-
ment for a reinedy for all inconveniences or necee-
atiles. The new Government we' have oreatod
among the Confederate States. leaves the States
mntcuched in their sovereignty, and comnits to
the Confederate Goternment only a few simple
cobjecte, and a few simple pewers to enforce them.
The States have ample power to meet the necessi-
ties of the planters. Their Legislatures have anil
peower of leelstion; and, if they think proper,
caneopasoelaw authorizing a puroehaoe, in their
behalf, of-a portion of the crops of the planter,
ansiive their ncredit for the porchase. By this
meanss,the Confederate Government will be lell
with a•2lts resources of credit, as the central
power, to carry o0 the war: whilst the States
would; by their credit, also aid in the great enter-
prise for our deliverance. In effect it comes to
pretty nearly the same thing, at last ; for whether
the States or the Confederate Government pot out
the obligatioen to Tiay, the produce of the planter
wilbehe e source to redeem them: and should
there be any letoss in the operatiou, the people of
the"Coafederate States will, in both caers, be oh-
liged to.pay the losses by which it will be satisfied.
The agency of the States, it appears. to us, wilt
also be more safe and efficient. Impositions will
helels likely to takeplace-a home poblic opinion
will restrain nndue favoritism,-and a surer and
more direct responsibility will serore a more faith-
ful discharge of duty. The Statee, therefore,
in oer opimon, should osnuoe the obligation ef
ellevlingthe planters andprodacers of the coantry,

tf'atuoh reletsball be deemed necessary.
But the States ooght not alone todischarge this

daty. They have given, to the banks the great
sovereign power on making and controlling the
curency of the country, The banks ought to
assat, by their credit, in earrying-on the mighty
oatest, in which their existence and property are
involved in a common fate with the whole country.
They have, thus far, done their part nobly. Let
them aid .the States in the effort to supply the
meansa by which the four millions of slaves in the
Oonfedereeyehall be supported with the necessi-
ties of 'life, and the taxes laid by the Confederate
Government shall be paid. By snob a course of
pariotlo duty they will support themselves and
the country with which they are identified. We
believe'the aid they may be called upon to afford
will- be but temporary. We. repeat it.-that by
January Amerioan cotton will be used up in
lurope. European nations must lbade it; and if

we have the power and the wisdom to hold on to
it, and compel them, as the only condition by

which they can obtain it,.to break the fraudulent
andillegal, blokade on one cosets set op by our
enemyu-they will be imbeciles if, they do not
breakut. But a vigorous campaign into MIaryland
wou•mld contribute greatly.to this result. With sach
a campaign, States and banks would be perfectly
safe in lsaning any credits upon prnduce placed
nunder their control. Our plantation nocee•ities,
in that event, would only need to be provided for.
Onr taxes, State-and Confederate, are not payable
until next Spring.

TALK ON 'OHANGE.

Matters and things in general moved along very
quietly on the flags yesterday. On Canal, on Camp,
on 'er petie rues Royal and Chartres, there were
numeroas gatherings. Crinoline made a great dia-
play, considering it is war times. But Carondelet,
alas, King Cotton has withdrawn his sceptre, and
the gras begins to sprout. But this is a favorable
odmen; it shows an All-wise Providence is watchingnover us, feaoring us with that mildness, calmness
,pdserenity of climate which ls produoctive of the

hfghes• and most beneficent returns.
T'ie Jnqpiry isn again repeated, "from whence

come so many people as are seen on our streets? "
Our authorities have enacted that no person shall
leave the city without a'passport. This is not suf-
fcient. A rule should forthwith be adopted that
every person arriving in the city should report at
the'Adjatant-General's office. It is of no use to be
in the least squeamish in this matter. The rule
will have'to be adopted, if not martial law. Spies
and sympathisers of the Northern despotism are
plenty-they come in every guise and form. The
Mayor of hlobile has notified all persons arriving in
thateitylto report at his office. There is no bhsi:
ness doing to warrant the appearance of so many
hundreds, yea, thopoands of strangers'in our midst
at this time. The joining of a military company on
thepartofmatnyof these new comers is only to
,coveralterior designs, boding no good to our com-
maunity.' '

The Cin mercial, Cotton and Planters' Conven-
tipowse to hove met yesterday at Macon, Ga. The
oity of New Orleans and State of Louisiana will not
probably be represented. We have not heard of
any delegates being appointed by our Chamber of
-Commerce, nor any meeting of merchants and
planters. We have no faith in conventions, never
had nor neaer expect to have:

Later advises .from. Europe were talked of as
haeing beea roeive4 yestoerday. The advance of
id. In'dotton for ihoe week ending the 2d of Sep-
tember is confirmed. This, however, only sends
Middling-rleans up to 104. There appears to be
much expectation on the other side of the Atlantic
thlf foreign vessels will be allowed to pass the
blockade, enter our cotton ports, and take cargoes
away if they bring gold to pay for it. It would be
well i our trans-Atlantic friends could be diverted
froth these views.. Not a bale of cotton will be
allowed to be shipped from our levee. What may
be done in a clandestine manner will not amount
to tnhih.

From 4ll the talk it was confidontly entertained
that the blockade would have been disregarded by
Great Britain ere this. The large squadrons ofarmed vessels have not yet appeared on our shores,

and if the blockade is to be broken, we have got to
do it ourselves, a la Hollins. The impression is,
that there was a good opportunity for the entrance
iofloeesle via Pass a-l'Ootre on Saturday last. The

transport captured, 'instead of being a fine first-
Cblan ship, worth $4n,000, turns out to be the
scheoaer Joseph H. Toone, loaded with coal.
JfMaP,n'imporfe, the coal is wanted,, and the Rich-
mond can look elsewhere for a snpply. This
ss4eoner sailed from Berwick's Bay on the 27th of
August for Havana under British colors. Our fel-
lor-citizen, J. W. •acherie, was passenger on
bollrd On hetretrna voyage she was captured,
taken to Key West, and loaded with coal for ac-
couent f the Hesolans.

There hs~jbeen much complexity of opinion
about the Leetration act. An it specially ap-
plies to the 21st of May last, forbidding citinens of
the Bouthern Confederacy from paying debts to
realeentts inNorthern States', which incldes rents,
notes ete,, it places many parties in an unplea*
?saa predicament, that is, they may have to pay
over again.

Afaires aI Wlhaeellii-Arrest of Ladles.

Five refugees from Wheeling arrived in this city
on Saturday, by a circuitous route,tor the purpese
sof joining the Schbrlver Grays, Capt. D. . Sb chvet,
stationed at Fairfax. The company was formed
at Wheeling on the commencement of hostilities,
and its" organa.tion was effected under the most
dsadveantageos circumnstances. Its ranks have,
however, received large accessious since its en-
trance into active service, and it did noble duty in
the resent battles on Manassasa plaiaes. The gen-
tlemen above -allnded to bring accounts from
Wheeling which prove thatPierpuint is determined,
if posslble, to emulate Liraoln in his shameful
enormities.

Not only are men thrown into prison or forced
to swear allegiance to the " Uion," but even
ladies, belonging to the most respectable families
in tIe place, some very young, are arrested,

aradedhefore a court, and imprisoned or held to
ail to answer charges of treason. Our informant

mentioned to us the names of thirtees, the most
irominent of whom were iess Dora Dunbar, Miss

Annie Wtlson, and liss Moyston, who, perhaps
imprudently, but none the less nobly, have never
concealed their sympathy for the South. Miss
Dunbar was one of the earliest "spotted" by the
Hessian detectives. She had appeared upon the
streets wearing a Secession badge. She was one
of the foremost in Secession receptions--but till
one of the most modest and amiable young ladies
in Wheeling.

She assisted in making the uniforms for the
Schriver Grays, and in the broad day smuggled
them into their rendezvois under the skirts of her
dress. After the Grays had slipped away, other
enterprises were begun; secret recruiting was
carried on, and the ladles-mothersu and daughters
-many in number, assisted in every way they
could, A few days ago, three hundred and ninety
men were drilling in a sealed rendezvous, but a
spy at lengtl found his way into the organization,
and broke it up. blany members escaped into
Virginia by'various rountes others were compelled
to remain for want of funds sufficient to pay the
expenses of a prudently conducted escape, and
from among them many were arrested and forced
to take the oath of allegiance. Then the arrest of'
the ladles commenced, end is doubtless still carried
on with all the perseverance of which the pretended
Governor is capable. [Richmond Dispatch.
