Stoddard's smack, but had been employed on
board of her, intending to leave to come up to the
city and join the steamer Pamlico, an'oflicer of
which had been down there while testing sosme
guns, and persuaded them to come with him.

They say that when they went on board of the
Express, Capt. Stoddard and one of them had a
lquarrel, and he left in a rage, declaring that they
had seized his vessel. They thought nothing of
the astair, and went to sleep, and were in the laud
of dreams when Lieut. McGregor came and ar-
rested them. We suppose Gen. Twiggs will find
out to-day whose story is the correct one.

Last night a detail ol seventetn men from
every company in the Georgia regluient, (the one
we are attached to.) and foo'tean men fromn our
company, were invited to partioipate in some fire-
works hand a ball, to come otff on Saieta 1ote
Island, at 4 o'clock A.'M. The company ivwn ve•y
select, and it fell to the lot of the folltowing men
of our company: Corporal Ttggies, privates W'.
1. Brown, --- Brown, Burgess, BIell, IKildnff, I.e
(tet, istoldiu, Mooney, King, Powers. hteelan.
Wlsoun, all good men. They were incited to go
along and spike all gels}ibtrn everything, and cut
up all they, could. They left at 12 o'clock MI., on
floathoats, and proceeded very silently, towed by
the Nestle and Ewing, over to the Island, ansd
then marched in three, diviaIeos towards- Fort
O'icketas. Their object war to spike all the gon:
in tllh saniibatteries they camel acrosS, and born
Billy Wilsoo.icamp. In going up they had to kill
three or four e;ttir.els, which alarmed the o•nmp.
But too late, the boys, (1,200 hi number) were to
their midst, fightileg like bull-does. Titey came
nit witll a MIijorand hi "bnttalion, aud dvehanded
lis surrender. ITe told them that he would snr.
render conditionally, hbt for his auan ho woald.oot
speak ; he know they would not. By this time all
his men were mixed up with our men, in one vast
od. Hi crowd. His swore they would not surran-

der; and our boys pitched in with their bohsiee
ktniees and revolvers, and had a free fight for about
fisteen or tw-nty minutes, but they could notstaiid
theuares and left.

SIt was one of the most daring, bat the worst
plannedexpedition, l ever hoard of. The most -of
our own mon werne killed by their own oide. It is
true they nall •a5d a badge on' their arm nend had a
pnssword, but when our side gotthere the pass-
word had-got thare before them. We had some
traitors on our side; they know everything as
soon as we do. Corporal Tuggles was shot in front
of the neck and the hall came oatat the shoulder-
his life is despaired of ; poor Burgess was shot in
the forehead and- Itilted instantly; they were all
that were lost from.our company. The hilled and
wounded on our side are estimated at abshout forty ;
on the other side no telling-the ground was cov.
ered. While I am writing the boys that wentover
are telling oome incidents of the fight. I'll give,
you a few as well nat.I can remember them. Joe
Powers tool one fellow and brought him to camp
Joe was going to kill him, but Tom Wilson begged
hhu off. Althe boys brought some trophies home':
mnuoskets, caps, and everything in thO soldier line.

Money got after a fellow and kiltd hfim
and then turned round and said he was sorry be
had killed him, he wanted him for a pt. One of
the hcDufolo rifles found two fellows in the buslhes
and asked them who they belonged to: they told
hiim they were Wilson's Zouaves; well, says he, I
promised to kill all of them, and he made his word
true.

We sent a boat with a flag of trece to Fort
P'ickeons to-day to ask piermission to bring away-
our dead and wonnded; but I have just heard that
old Brown has taken the men, boat and all
prisoners.

General Loring.

Maj. Chas. DeMorse, of the Clarksville Standard,
in noticing a paragraph in the News about Gen.

It was captured
lo New roviahoence, by the British brig.ofaen,

Serpent, Capt. NopenW, and detained in Naenau,
on the false coarse'of piracy for forty days, and
afterwnrd detained not thb t sh ae, for the want of
oupplien, or the entire fore would necessarily
hrave been with Ianuin tor t the alamo, the toint
of debarktatio being latBgorda, h rom which
Oeighborhoord moot of dantiyos men started. When
it dd arrive, however, the Alamo w ad just falletn,
ard Farn•inr and Waord were slnghtolred, and
whore Gien.
