Mr'. Ei'or --At all the warlike centers I can

hear ot, this one at the Western end of Kentucky
appears to have the quietest time of it. The occa-
sional visits of the Cairo gunboats, and the burst-
ing of a few hareliess " hungshells " in the air and
splashing of a few harmless cannon-balls in the ri-
water, have spread a momentary excitement thro' at
campl--and this is all our panting hosts have yet bh
been enabled to see in the way of war-if war this
shooting at long taw can be called. Since their visit of
last week, the gunboats have kept scarce. They' et
have only appeared once since, and that was to
pillage a farm on the Missonri side, about six miles Ir
iromn here, and of course'beyond the reach of any a
effelctive interference on our part. This thieving
expedition consisted of three gunboats and the big
steamer Aleck Scott. They laid all day in sight
of our upper batteries, and stripped the larm of all ut
its movable valuables.

The Cairo report of the last engagement here is
states that the gunboats threw thirty shells within
our batteries. This falls just twenty-nine shells C
short of the truth. Only one shell came over the
blull, and that buried itself in the earth without ex- P
ploding. This story of the enemy is about on a
par with all their stories of the engagements in
this quarter.

At this place we are isolated, strange as it may
seem to you, from all intelligence of our brave co-
workers in the cause of independence. All the
news we get from other parts of Kentucky is by t;
way ot Memiphis so you see it is impossible for
nlme to write about anything further than what tras-
sp irer ia anl around Columbus.

The furtilieatious progress steadily. The indiea-
tions are that Colunrus will be a second Gibral-
tar. Tlers are big guns and guns enough mounted.
i tlinhk, to slu any fleet that the Gorilla could pos-
shily get together for tihe purpose of passing this
place. We have enougrL digging to do, on the bat-
teries and ireastworks.

It would doubtless interest you to
know the precise extent and shiue of the defences
here: ,ut this is one of the things oft which it is
forbidden to write, lest the enemy discover too
much. But this I look upon as an absurdity.
Through the numnerous and adroit spies, as well as
by their gunboat-sobservations, the enemy know
all they wi'h to know about the place: we have
evidence o the i'ta:t.

We had a scene on the parade ground thie other
eeteaiug, during battalion drill. The regiment was
staoudig at oieu order and ordered arms, when
Col. ,Marks gave the order, stack arms. Your
military readers will at once see what a blunder
this was. and how impossible it was to execute
such an order according to any modern tactics.
It threw the line into confusion: some companies
stood last without obeying the order, and others,
inn n awkard and bungling manner, shouldered
arias without order; the rear rank marched for-
ward without order, and then the stacks were

rmade without order. Amoug'the companies that
didn't obey the order was the Continental Guards.
Seeing this, tile Colonel shouted to Capt. Fleming,
wanting to know why bis company didn't stack
alms. The (apttain replied tihat Ie didn't know

t how to execute the order. The Colonel said he
Swould teach hint how. The Captain replied that
that was just what he wanted. The Colonel,
instead of teaching him how to execute the move-
e ment, indignantly ordered him to march his com-a pany off the ground, and report himself under
arrest: both wfehiC were done. The remaioing
companies then linisihed the bungle of stacking
armsc from isn open order.

We find the following interesting news of the
fight on Santa eRos Island in the Memphis Appeal
of Saturday :

We had a visit on yesterday from Dr. F. G.
Roche, late Surgeon of the Ninth Missinsippi IRegi-
sment of votnteers at Pensacola, from whom we

learn several items of mntelligence regarding the
Santa Rosa affair, that have not yet found theirn
way into print. This gentleman was taken prisoner
in tes fight of the 0th inst., and with two other asr-
geonsca pturedon then ameoccasion, wasreleased I
by Col. Brown, commanding at Fort Pickens, upon I
his mere parole of honor not to enter the raniks of
the Confederate army in Florida again during the i
war, nor to divulge anything touching the strength I
of the Federal armament which may have come to
his knowledge while a prisoner.

Dr. Roche states that the loss of the enemy hado
not been ascertained with any degree of exactness,
but from what he could learn, the estimate varied
from one undlred and fifty to two hundred men,
including the twenty odd prisoners taken by us. i
The amount of property destroyed was also very
great, including tents, provisions and equipments
of all kinds. In the single aiticle of pork, he is
confident that as many as nine hundred barrels were
burned. The assault was a complete surprise,
despite all statements to the contrary, and was on
regarded by the enemy, as our informant heard
many of the Federal officers at Fort P'ikens ridl-
culing it as such. and speaking subseqoently in no
very complimenlary terms of Billy Wilson's mili-
tary prowess and capacity.
Dr. Roche and his comrades, on the morning

after being captured, were taken before Colonel
Brown and made the victims of a long moral lec-
ture on the wickednee of the " rebellion': in which
they were engaged. The old gentleman-now
aged some three score years and ten, and doubtless
in his dotage-spolee to the prisoners of the alleged
division of sentiment in the South on the subject
of the war, and expressed his confidence in the be-
lief that a large party in the Confederate States
would rally with guns in hand to thle Federal stand-
ard so soon as Lincoln's army penetrated the South.
Tihe prisoners talkedl quite freely with him, asd at-

tempted to reason him out of his heretical notions
on this point, but all in fvain.
