ligence of a sharp battle that occurred last Friday
at " Camp Andy Johnson," near Greensburg,Ry.,
a place some seventy or eighty miles northwest of
Bowling Green. - .

It appears thint Gen. Sydney Johnston, who is
now with Gen. Buocoer' army at the latter place,
was informed on the 16th inst. that about 1500 Fed-
eral troops had advanced South as far as this en-
campment, for the purpose, asa.was supposed, of
niakin an attempt to destroy a portion of the
Lounisville and Nashville Railroad, so as to cut off
this means of communication with the South.

He immediately dispatcohed Gen. Hardee, with a
farce of about 2000 men with instruetions to gie
them battle. The latter officer anved at their camp
abount 4 o'clock A. M. on the 17th inst.,,. (Friday)
and took them by sirprise with a sharp and vigor-
ons .assault. Tie fighting is said to have been
heavy on both sides, and tasted between three and
four hours, resulting finally in the complete rout of
t the enemy, who trok refuge in preecipitate flight.
The loss of the Federals is estimated at seventy-
five or eighty men, together with a large amount
of provisions, small arms, artillery and ammunition,
including 00iO muskets and three or four pieces of
heavy nrdnance.
