Our army m't Western Virginia
must advance or faL.••l.. ac •hetrato.seeatnot
paes the winter in tile midst of the Cheat and
Ganley mountains. If they are to advance, they
must he supported by a movement on other lines,
or powerful reinforcements. II Eastern Virginia
is to be relieved, the work must not he delayed. It
is usnust. But Washington is tie milstary and po-
litical capital, and tihe pivot of the sitnation. fle
movements of other armies depend greatly upon
what is done by the army of the Potomac. If
there is to be an advance from Washington, it
must not be long delayed, for the 'roads of Virginia
in the winter wouldi be imrpalsable by an army.

If there is not to be an advance there, it must
take place at some other point, and a part of the
army of the Potomac can be spared for distant
service. If there is nothing to be done on the Po-
tomac beyond the defeate of Washington, there is
a great army there that is not wanted, and it must
be shipped to the Southern coast or sent West.
The idea of keeping the great mass of our-troops
at Washington, idle during the winter, is rquite in-
tolerable. It there is not a lorward to Richmond
movement, there mlast be forward to East Tennes-
see, and lforward to Nashville, and down the Mis-
sissippi movements, and attacks by sea upon the
most important commercial cities of the South.
The necessity for action is becoming more pressing
every day, and will presently be imperative. The
people feel that tiey have done and are doing
their part, and they will demand of President and
Secretaries and Generals, the worth of their money
and blood.

Those who are
familiar with the history of the affair, will recollect
that when the writ was presented to Gen. Mitchell
he turned upon his heel and refused to have it read
to him-not that he had any disrespect for the
Court, but for the reason that he considered the
arrest purely a military one, with which the civil
authorities had nothing whatever to do.

It seems, however, that Mr. i'agh, clagrined at
the failure of his efforts to release his lMaysville
friends, has made a motion to have Gen. Mitchell
arrested for contempt of Court;t but Judge Leavitt
declined to entertain It "in chambers," as the law-
yers say, and told him it must be made in open
Court.

Tihe ''reatolent of Prlaon•rs.

To the Edilor of the Iirchimond Wlhig-Certainly
no army was ever organized, possessing the same
patriotism, bravery, and that stern determination
to conqoer or to die, as that of the Confederate
States. As to how the So•thern people have re-
sponded to the call for volouteers. let Iacts steak
for themselves. As large as our army is at the
pretent time, offers of regiments and companies
have been refused time and again at the War
Office. II it were not targe enougeh for present
contingencies, the lorce might ie doubled in a few
weeks. Why is there this eagerness orvolunteer-
ing for the war in the Sooth. when there is a cor-
responding tardiness exhibited at the North? It
is because every cii itic of tihe iouth teels that
personal interesi, that pride in this war. which
would make him sacrifice every dollar, and shed
the la-t drop of blood, before submitting to the
North. But, it is to be feared that this pride, this
glowing patriotism, is beint daily weakenerd.
Many a man having left behind him, to engage

in this war, his famil', his aiot, hbappy home. his
comforts and luxuries --even i tohey be but the
bumble clay pipe, his ease, and the afternoon nap,
or the more aristocratic havana, silk dressing
gown, embroidered slippers, and an "uncut
magazine "--is imade to experience, through the
coarseness and brutality of superiors--in military
rank only--a feeling of degradation and disap-
pointment, enough to dampen the purest and
holiest patriotism. Meln socially their equals, are
insulted without a prospect of o otaining satisfac-
tion ; are hticked end cutbd about--exhibiting the
patience of martyrs under the infliction, by up-
slnetr, shielded by parclhment and lohulder straps,
and armed with swords. It is a notorious tact,
that negroes, when made overseers of, become the
hardest masters: and so it is with men in our
armcy, who, by political influence. or by accidental
relationship to an office, in an influential position,
get into some office requiring a commission. The
natural instincts aod feelings of the man are soon
exhibited, generally speaking, in the form of a
domineering air to inferiors, and a disgusting
toadyism to superiors.

It is all nonsetse to bring up West Point disci-
pline and attempt to establish it in such an army
as ours. The two systems are totally different, as
playing with doll-babies is irom practical house-
keepicg. What was tshe niderirt of the " regular
army of the late United States?" It was com-
posed for the most part of the dehris of the foreign
Pti ulation, and tihe very wtor of the native.
When a man had committed thie worst crimes,
when, by misfortune or laziness, he became down
at tihe heel, or by the faithlessness of some woman,
he became miserable, he enliatede -not until every
avenue was closed to him did le ealist. He enter
ed the army as a craven wretch, accustomed to be
kicked and ordered about. Not so with our vol-
unteer; accustoled trom infancy to all the sur-
roundings of civilization and refinement, accus-
tomed to coiimmand, he oeIlrs his services to his
country to risk his life, if it need be, in thie defence
of its honor, asking the approbation of his country
as the only pay.

Such an army as ours never before existed. Tihe
indomitable pluck of the men, the stolid determin-
ation to stand the hardships of camp life, the self-
sacari.iing spirithas uno parallel irthistory. But when
a man comes to understand that hIe is nothing but a
machine---or had as well have no name, but be
designated by a number, like a galfey slave-that
his life might be sacrificed at any moment to ad-
vance the eltiash ends of a superior; when a com-

tmand is never givenhtm unless accompanied by an
oath i when no attention is paid to his ecomutor t;
wh en he is left to sleep ou the hare ground, whilst
lhi superior oriicers mary revcl in the luxuries of a
feather bed and comfortable lchamber; his heart
grows sick and weary, his thoigalts revsert to his
linpy home, to hls wife and little ones. Many a
tsor soldier puts up with ill-treatment and lard-
ships, rather thlsan copliain. He often does not
omnplain for reaso of thse very pride Ie takes in

being a soldier. He thinks it is better to stand
lhrse things for a whtle longer-his timae will soon
be outn but wher it is out, he will have an account
to nettle with Capt. Tihis or Col. That ; there will
be no commission or edurt-martial to skulk behind

'then.
'here is scarcely a man in the army who ias not

been made to feel degraded. disappoisted-aye,
grushed--by the rough treatment of superiors, in-
attentive to his comforts. asnd by the total disre-
gard of his individluaity as a man.

See the poor wretchlies when they are about some
of the Departments-sick or perhaps wounded,
Cross replies to reasonable queation-frequently
no-answer at all t the difficulty of finding the offi-
cers with whom ty havoe buasioeas ; the obstacles
thrown in their way generally-cause them to be-
come so bewildered as to be almost on the verge
oef distraction.

A GLORIOUS AND TRIUtMPHANT VItORF.

The Killed, WVounded and Drowned.

Rrctrtosn, Oct. 22.-Special dispatchei from
Manassas say that the Federal loss, in the battle
of the Potomac. near Leesburg, Monday, wasfounr
to fivetnsidred killed and wounded, and three
hundred drowned in the Potomac, in their hurry to
recross the river.

The Philadelphia Inquirer publishes the follow-
ing letter from a member of Baker's Brigade,
which shows that the Yankees, on taking posses-
sion of Monson'I Hill, were seized with as great
a panic as smote their valiant hearts at Manassas
Plains:

We started on Saturday night at 10 o'clock, and
marched out within tww miles of Fall's Church.
The lmarch was very cautiously made, and we
were halted on the road between two woods-on
both right and left. We had been there about ten
minutes, when, as f was walking up and down the
lines, a simultaneous rush was made for the fence;
then a line of tire poured out from the woods on
the left side of thie road; onur side fired, and the
disclarges were perfectly furious. The men hav-
ing been excited by the cautiousness of the march
were some of them frightened, and fired up and
down and across the road in all directions.

When the rusl was made, rwas in the middle of
the road, and looked around in vain for an enemy.
When the first shot was fled, I dropped on one
knee and drew my revolver, and sat there lookin-
for sometlhng to fire at, but could see nothing ans
did not lire. The muskets sent out a perfect
stream of fire on all sides, but, thank God, I was
not struck. I forgot they had balls in them, tiatil,
when the firing was over, I saw two or three poor
fellows lying aloeg the road dead and wounded. I
got up and t'liler, tfor the men to fall in, but found
tlhit many had run and left their muskets and all.
lien. Sith did not kttnow where his own skirmish-
era or pickels were; and it must have been some
of thetu who fired on to, mistaking us for the en-
emnly. Wclt:l was all cotolues.

Ore" lines were formed and all uquiet for half an
hour, when another rush was made-(Heavens,
what all awftll sound it was! I'shall remember. it
till my dying day!) Rand bang! bang! commenced
fiing agaiin. This time it was sot so heavy; but it.
was a paniac among our men. I droppead' and
cratwl,., to the. olle of the road, shuuti•g at the
top or mlly voice, "cease firing," add they did
cease, but not until severalwere killed and wound-
ed. The men formed again after some trouble,
and the dead and wounded were carried of, and
we all sat down by the roadside-when bang!
went a shot on the picket, and banag bang! bang!
the wiole line of pickets fired, and Owens

ment was fired upon, and the same scene was en-
acted there. Our men made another rush to the
fence, but thank God, did not fire.

So we sat down and waited patiently for the
