most of our camp fuel is gathered. I hated greatly
to see one tree go-a spreading young red oak,
heneath whose shode a Tennessee soldier had
been buried just previously, and upon whose hbark
was his epitaph, aflectionately graven there by his
comrades-an epitaph that would have remained
visible as long as the tree lived.

That part of the cemetery where they bury sol-
diers is immediately back of our company, the
Continentals ; so we sae all the funerals, and there
are enough of them, I am•orry to osay. Some of
the poor tellows who lose their lives in endeavor-
ing to serve their vountry are brought, plainly
boxed, in an army wagon, with no more attend-
ants than are necessary to perform tie last offices;
their graves are left unmarked; and soon the rains
will wear away even the poor mounds of dirt
which mark their last resting place. Other funerals
are largely attended, and the obsequies performed
with fittiag solemnity. I shllall ot soon forget the
one I saw the other day. A young soldier of an
Arkansas regiment was buried; his young wife
and child were at the funeral ; they tried to pre-
vent the widow fronl coming, but t t was useless.
The screaming of tie poor tiing, as the Chaplain
prayed and as they filled up thie grave, and her
sobs and moans as she left, one big-whiskered,
rough-looking soldier carrying her baby, and
another suop taring herself, were truly moving,
and brooghct tile tear to many an eye unused to
the melting mood.

The other day a squad of country soldiers came
with a dead counede in a wagon, and a band of
music, and proceeded to dig a grave. As they
dug, the musicians left their instruments at the
head of the grave. One of our men, looking on,
and not knowing what else to say, remarked to
the chief grave-digger, "One of them horns is
considerably bigger than the other." " Yes,"
drily replied the digger, "the big one's some five
or six year olde'rn t'other." tie resumed his dig-
ging, and our man ventured no further remarks.
Soldiers, you see, will have their joke under all
circumstances.

One ioke of theirs ehas become a hby-word all
through tile camps around Columbus. When I
first arrived here, or shortly afterward, I was much
puzzled to know the meaning or wit of the cry,
" Here's your mule," with which cavalrymen and
artilleaists, and finally the infantry, saluted each
other upon meeting, or shouted out in devilment
wherever they went. It started in this way, as I
am told. When the Tennessee troops were at
New Madrid, one Sunday, while the Chapilain was
preaciiong, a rough and funny-lookieg old country
lillow rode into camp on a rickelv old mule, whichI
he was very anxious to sell To get rid of him,
the soldiers sent him to some other part of tihe
camp, where they said a mule was wanted where-
upon the old fellow galloped over, shouting
" Here's your mule'." At tie second place tie

soldiers, taking tile joke, sent him in another direc-
tion, and no he was kept galloping around and,
shouting " Iere's your mule" until lie got dis-
gusted and galloped back into the woods; havingseriously disturbed the religious services, and
th own tile soldiers into fits oflaughter. The story
spread, and the old countryman'as shout becanme
famous, as I have related. A lew days ago a coun-
try sollier holluted to a stranger on the roadside,
" Here's your mule!" The stranger didn't see tile
point, and replied, " Mule! ou look a dern'd sighl
more like an jackass than a mule !"

The articles of war forbid swearing or profine
language' in the arnmy; nevertheless, tile vice is
very generally induiged in. It seems hard to be a
soldier and not swear at anything. But in the
Twelfth Louisiana Regiment the vice is pretty well
curbed in, there being many religious men in both
rank and file. Passuing that camp a few evenings
ago, I heard one of the men thus hail two soldiers
of srlome other camp, who passed along swearing
about something, " Look hyur, you fellers, you
mustn't cuss that way when you pass this camp ;
we don't allow cusain', we don't, and dad burn
your vmelts if you won't have to dry up !" I heard
another pious soldier, who had been accused of
something, indignantly declare, "II1 he dad

ehaned if t did it!": Tlne ancient and popular
" dog gone," I may add, is largely in vogue among
the soldiers who don't like to " cuss'' or ' stwa ':
right out.

Among tie braves from tile interior of Tennes-
see and Arkansas are many odd and funny charac-
ters, with sketches of whom I might till a book,
had I nothing else to do, as well as hosts of the
greenest men that ever came out of the woods.
Many of Hardee's men. transported from New
Madrid to Columbus by steamer, had never seen a
steamboat. Said one to another, coming utp on
the Charm, atter having thoroughly examined that
pretty craft-" Well, Jim, this is e little dillbrent
fronl trottin' along on an old hoss, aint it?" It is
that," said .Jim: " the old thing gits along right
smooth and steady now, don't shoe?" I was much
entertained watching a youog lady on hoard tile
Prince, though it is'nt generally a habit of mine to
watch young ladies; but this tair one had never
seen a steamboat, and visited the I'rncee to gratify
her coriosity. She examined every part of the boat
with tle most undieguised admiration. Tlhe large
mirror in tile ladies' cabin seemed to please her
most. for she stood in front of it some ten minutes
fixing her pretty curls. It Is a refreshing thing to
see a person, especially a young lady, who never
saw a steamboat. I may add that is more or less
leireshing to see any young lady in these parts,
whether shie has seen a steamboat or not.

lJ tile way of news tihere is nohing of particular
interest. The Cairo gunboats have not shown
themselves latnly, lhalng doubtless found it was'nt
' good tur their wholesome :' to banter our bat-
teries too nluch. A detachment of the Bolivar
Mounted Troop, encamped on tie Misisonri side,
scouted far enough lop tile river ct a few days sillce
to meet tihe clnvrei's ncouts. A brief action teook
place, in which our side had three horses wounded
and one nan shot in the aren, having since been
ampiutated, and one loan killed and several
wounde d not thie enemy's side.

T ie re't-al of thie officers at Cairo to exchange
prisoners with us--the Grampus having gone op a
few days since with ia flag of truce, to offer an ex-

hlnauge-ha.l excited no surprise. It has only
deepened and intensified tie disgust wlich ourl
army previously felt lor the Hessian horde. It is
reported here, how truly I can't sov. that our side
oflered ten prisoners in exchange for one - II.
Franko, of New Orleans, now a prisoner ill Louis-
uille. It will be some time before our side conde-
scends to make such another oiler. Since the re-
fusal to exchange, the lcessian prisoners held here
have been put to work. I saw a gang of them, utn-
der guard, digging a road on the hillside the other
day.

F. Marka, of this regiment (Louis-
iana Eleventh,) is to step up next to him in rank.

Harry is a trtmp;; we all hated to
see him go. Private Joe Ilrie, of the t'ontinen-
tals, now carries the colors.

Fremont had begun pre-
parations to lay a pantoon across the Osage, and
supposed the army would cross during the night
of the 16th. He intended to push forward and
force Price to light or retreat.

Major Wright, of the Home Guards, furnishes
the following statement: A physician. well-known
to the MIjor, whose name I am not permitted to
use, arrived from the Southwest on Tusesday eve-
ning.

The phlysician was formerly a partner of Dr.
Snell, MIcCulloch's army surgeon. The former very
recently hlad an interview with his old partner, and
was told by lhim that in the battle of Springfield
MtcCulloch was shot through the hips, and a glance
ball also struck him in the forehead. Soon after
making iis report of tihe battle, tMcCulloch, with
the Texas forces, was ordered back to' Texas. but
alter reaching Camp Chesapeake, near Mount Ver-
non, he died of his wounds. Before he expired,
he spoke freely of the manner of his treatment by
the M3issourians, and declared that if he had known
the true position of affairs he never would have
entered the State.

His bodly was placed in a metallic coffin and con-
veyed to Texas. His death was concealed even
from his own men for a time, it being the policy
of the surviving leaders to operate on the prestige
ot his name. His son, Bien. McCulloeh, Jr., was
placed in nominal command, in order to keep up
the deception. Major Wright, who is an old an-
quaintance of McC(ulloch, having as late as winter
before last ranged with him one hundred miles up
the Colorado river, is convinced that the latter is
dead.

We have learned that our prisoners all sailed on
the 16th, we know not where, bnt probably for
Now York.or the Tortugas. The list was sent
over by Col. Brown.

The wounded and sick in our hospltals are all
slowly but gradoally improving. The ladies are
ceaseless in their efforts to render endurable their
misfortunes by battle and camp.

The old'dry dock, or rather its remai•s, I am
told, floated off Friday night during a very high
tide, and now lies precisely where it was originally
intended to place it, right os the bar! Sme oe -
ters from PIickens visited the old hulk aetarday
morning. We l hall have an account of theif visit
and impression via New York one of these days.

Fnederal Specrtlatlols a bont the Affairs on
li•r Potomac.

We, says the Memphis Appeal, find in the Cin-
cinnati Commercial of the 9th the following arti-
cle, speculating as to the position, strength and in-
tention of tIle Federal army, under McClellan.
That paper holsters up Northern courage by mak-
ing great promises, the fulfillment of which de-
pends opon successes that Beauregard and his
forces will bravely and certainly prevent. Let the
Commercial mark our prediction:

TtE NEwS PROM Wvntroror.--The situation at
Washington is made intensely interesting by Me-
Clellan's forward movement. It is certain that
our Grand Army is gradually advancing, and that
heavy divisions of troops are now several miles in
advance of the Potomac fortifications. The atti-
tude of our army has been slowly and surely
othanged from defenoive tooffensive. The rebels
are no longer invited to cross the Potomac or as-
sail our forts, hot are solicited to accept a fair
field fight.

Our colemns are now further advanced than at
any time before tie advance of lcDowell'a army.
They are mastering the situation, learning the
ground, and becoming accustomed to movements
by brigades and dlvisions in the face of the enemy.
The advance, instead of being a grand struggle at
a venture, like that in July, is systematic and solid.
As Iis lines are extended, Gen. McClellan's per-
sonal activity and vigilance seem to increase. He
is with the troops constantly, and they know their
leader. His movements--pDohing forward here,
standing fast there, now creeping at csnail's pace,
cutting roads, and planting batteries, .and then
sweeping from point to point with celerity-re-
tmind us of his strategy in Western Virginia, which
resulted in hemming in and destroying Garuett's
army. Whether, if the enemy do not give battle
sooner, he will posh on to hlanassa, we can, of
course,only conjecture. But the presumption is-
and we are justiied in making it by his own words
-that he does not meditate a failing back.

It was McDowell's misfortune to find himself in
front of the enrlry at Manassas. under a tremend-
ous pressure to force the fight without delay. Be
could not stop to secure his position on the range
of hills beyond Centerville, because the hour was
approaching when thie three months men, who
were the flower of the army, were to be disband-
ed; and the shameful fact is fresh in our memories,
that one of his regiments and one of his batteries
deserted him because their time was up, and in his
own expressive language, proceeded to the rear
to the sound of the enemy's guns. McClellan has
so troops witi him whose time is up. They are an
with himn to the end of thie war, and he can take
his time. Then McDowell depended upon Patter.
son's division to give employment to Gen. Johnston,
and would hale won the battle, if his expectations
it this regard had been realized. We may be sure
that Banrks will not fail McClellan. Bis division is
within striking distance, and will strike. We should
not he surprised to heart at any moment that he had
crossed the Potomac, and was pressing the enemy'u
left wing.

If the pending figlt comes oil at Mannassas, the
chances are the enemy will he found much stronger
there than on thie 21st of July, bat the attack will
be made in far dilfarent style. McClellan has tow
as manrry regiments as MeDowell had companies of
cavalry. so that there will he no danger of trouble
on tihe llanks, and lie has at least fiour times as
many field guns as MLcDowell had, and they are
heavier in calibre and longer in range, while his
supply of amaiunition will be unlimited. The
chances are the enemy will decline to risk a battle
in thie open field, and awarit the assault. If so, we
expect Mlanassas will be token by regular ap-
pronches, and that thIe masses of infantry will no
he hurried forward before our artillery has cleared
tire way. It, is 1IrClellan's well-known opinion that
this war will he decided by thie artillcry r and ow
ranticifate such ar artillery drel at lrManasrsas as tie
wored nrver saw, rave at Sebastopol.

If there be any truth itn our recent telegraphic
dlislrtches, the hopes built upon the cooperation
of Gen. Brtiks' column Ihanve already proved, like
rmost sublunary things, vain, fleeting and delusive.

Gen. Zollicofler, though said to have retreated,
is yet at Cumberland Ford with his main force,
while his advance is il Laurel county, at Loudon
and in that vicinity, ravaging the country and
driving the people from their homes. We are in-
formedt on good authority that he has not more
than from four to six thousand men, and it seems
to us that lie can be driven out of Kentucky before
he devastates the whole mountain region. Shall
he be permitted to remain in our State until rein-
forced and enabled to march upon Lexington,
Frankfort, Louisville and Cincinnati? Why delay
till the enemy is strengthened in numbers and in-
trenched on our own ground ?

We have all confidence in the military author-
ities to whom the guardianship of Kentucky has
been confided. We know, however, that they are
anxious to obtain all the information they can, and
we take the liberty of suggesting to them that in
a very few weeks the roads will be absolutely ira-
passable. especially between Crab Orchard and
b[ount Vernon. No teams can then draw a loaded
wagon- over the roads. There is no turnpike on
the mountains, and the mud and the rebels will
barricade the route and prevent the extension of
any succor to that region, the best and most
patriotic portion of our State.

All imprudence should of course be avoided,

Kentucky, stealing and marauding in all directions,
winning feeble Union meon to their side by promises
of protection, and arrestig others and requiring
them to swear allegiance to the Southern Cols
federavy.

Several wagon loads of wool have arrived from

Texas during the past week, and will be forwafd-
ed to our Southern factories. We are pleased to
see this invaldable article so abundant in oar
country, and trust that an ample nopply may be
procured to meet the urgent wants of our vomun-
leers.

Every attention should be paid to the raising of
sheep, and none should be killed during the war.
Texas alone can produce enough wool for the Con-
federacy, if the planters would cultivate less cot-
ton and devote more time to their fihocks.

We understand that several sugar planters have

commenced grinding. The quality of the new
sugnr is said to be fair. It would appear that the
cane yieldo very little.

Four KENTtccv.-We learn from a gentleman
just from upper Kentoucky, who passed the lines
with great dilfi•eolty, that the number of Federal
troops now between Louisville and Moldrongh's
Hilil is about 20,000, and the number alcng the
Central Ialroad, in the .direction of Lexington,
25,000.

Recroitiug in the Federal servicea is represented
as being quite brisk in the States of Ohio, Illinois
and Indiana--a pitiable appeal having been made
to their fear of invasion from the Confederate
forces. Few enlistments, however, are made by
Kentuckians in the northern conties, moat of those
who enter service coming from the central portiq
of the State.

We are fulrther informed by the same geitleic
that Hon. Rl. IH. Stanton, formerly member of Con-
gress from the Maysvlle district, was arrested last
week, on account of his alleged secesasion proclivi-
ties, and sent forward to Columbnus, Ohio, where
many others are confined for a similar "offense."

TOE LINCOLN GLs'-BoArs.--The Kentucky cor-
respondent of the Nashville Union, referring to the
Federal gun-boats, says:

The gun-boat Conestoga was at Henderson last
Saturday, where she remained until Monday after-
noon, repairing a wheel which had been disabled
in an engagement with the land-batteries near Co-
lumbus. The Conestoga was formerly a tow-boat,
having been used for several years in conveying
coal-barges from Pittsbom g to New Orleansa and is.
at best a rotten bulk. Since being converted into.
a gun-boat, not much change hae been made in
her appearance; the cabin has been cut off, the
machinery placed in the hold, and the hull cased
with iron. h

Upon either side are fourt 'ort-holes, and in,all
she mounts but tive guns acd two mortars. The
guns are placed, one at the stern, a pivot gun,.four-
at midships, capable of giving a broadside, and the
mortars portable to any.portion of the boat. Their
caliber is one 64, two 32 and two 24-poundbrs. An
idea has been formed, and obtains, that these-gln-
boats are terrible engines of destruction. To re-
sist the force of a cannon ball, they are blit little
better protected than is tile lightest draught freight
boat on the Cumnberland river. The- pilot-housie
has been removed behind the wheel-honsea, and is
altogether ntprotected; the engined are in the
"hold," with the cylinder on a level with the
deck, altogether unshielded. They ase all siml-
larly coestrucled and have never yetpresented
themselves in proximity to a bittery without being
disabled.
