Mr. Editor--lu a camp like this, where so many
men are assembled with no prospect of soon meet-
ing the foe, there must be some sort of recreation
indulged in occasionally to alleviate the general
monotony. It is true, we have been abundantly
supplied with such toys as the little boys like-

axes, spades, wheelbarrows, cannon, anod the like,
and are permitted to play with them four hours
each day-cutting down the pretty trees, digging
out nice ditches, piling up beautiful dirt ridges, ex-
cavating the magnificent-bluff, shaping the dirt
and trees and things into batteries, poking the
guns away into all sorts of places, and so on.

Three of the wouoded
were able to khep their saddles and travel,
one being shot through the side of the neck,
another thtroogh the arm, and one through the hip
and groin. Tile latter, however, hlad to be left at
a farm-house five miles from here, and was after-
ward brought to town in a wagon,
