*ITH E POLICY OF OUR LEADERS.

The Michunond Exata0nier of the 360h, reflrr•in
to and condemning th defensive attitude of the
Confederate army, thus remarks:

It 4 uncharitably asserted that this defensive
policy proceeds from an averinst felt by a portion
of the Cotton States to letting too many of the
States of the border into the Confederacy, as tend-
in p l th plaoe-themein a m t; and thus, to scure
to themselves control in the onfederate councils,Misouri, Maryland, Kentucky and a fourth of Vir-
ginia mt he AbandoSedsto the North. If such aonrtineat relly' actuates any set of men in the
eottanStates which we can hardly think credible.
we are sure that a mighty majority of their mag-
nanimne people would repudiate the Imputation
with Indignation. We cannot place credence in so
ungenerous a surmise. We do not believe a singlc
man in the Government is actuated by such a sen-
-timent; and the defensive policy that seems to rulo

in the public counsels must tnd an explanation in
some other reason. .

We have not beard, before, that there was any
portion, censiderable or inconsiderable, of the peo-
pie of the cotton States who are supposed to be in
favor of a defensive policy for the reason stated;
and the Examiner does uson no more than justice in
defending no from the charge, and expressing itu
own unbelief in it. In point of fact, if we accept
the declarations of the press as evidence of the
publie wish in the cotton States, the peeple of
those States are even more urgent than those of
Virginia for an active, vigorous and offensive
policy. In this city, in Charleston, in Memphis,
and at other points, wherever the press has spoken
at all on the subject, its utterances have all been
for pushing forward our forces, carrying the war
into the enemy's country, and convincing the North
as well of our ability to defend ourselves as to re-
taliate upon that section the wrongs we have
suffered by the invasion of our own territory.

iBt that there are some advantages to be gained
by the defensive policy which has been pursued is
quite evident, and It is this reflection which has
tempered aod restrained the impatience of a great
many of onr people. They say-and there is force
in it-that the longer the war lasts the better it
will be for the South in the end. They say that
the North must be convinced by long and bitter
experience that the subjugation of the South is imr-
possible, and that it is only when the North is con-
vinced thoroughly of this fact that a secure and
lasting peace will be made. They declare, more-
over, that the war is costing the North, in military
expenses alone, four or five times as mtch as it is
costing the South-to say nothing of the prostra-
tion of trade and the interruptions of commerce-
and that it will be a good thing to exhibit not only
to the North itself, but to the whole world, the re-
sources, the military power and the endurance of
the Southern people. Finally, they assert what is
undeniably true, that thisis the North's war and not
ours--that they are making war upon us, and we
-are only to repel them--that it is their business
(according to theiroown professions) to conquer us,
and we mst see whether they can do it. As the
accepters of the North's challenge, we are ready to
meet them whenever they think proper to make a
demonstration.

But for these considerations, which, while they
do not turn the scale, have great weight with
many of our people, there would be much more
impatience than there is. Besides this, while we
recognize the proposition that the popular will
oughttocontrol our public servants in civil mat-
teor, we feel that in the conduct of the war much
muatbe trusted to those who have control of our
armies. However much the civil functionary
ought to heed the wishes of the masses, the Gen-
eral must necessarily be guided by Iis own convic-
tions and follow out his own plans.

It would be injudicious, at this time, to cultivate
any bad feeling between the Cotton States and the
States of the border, even did any jealousy exist,
which is not the case. The Cotton States have no
fear that those of the border would use power, if
they had lt, for their injury. We are as anxious
as is Virginia to welcome into our Confederacy
Maryland, Kentucky and Missouri; and we have
proved it by sending the best of our blood for-
ward, to deliver the people of those States from
the rule of the oppreesor and the invader. We
have no apprehension that there will be any ma-
terial clashing of interests in our Confederacy,
when-it embraces every Southern State, as it cer-
tainly will, sooner or later-and if there should be,
we can settle all such things easily when gentle-
men and statesmen have to deal with gentlemen
and statesmen, which was not the ecase when we
were in the old Union.

CONFEDERATE STATES QUARTERMASTER
GENERAL.

We see that this post is still vacant, and that the
President is evidently searching dilligently for a
competent person to place in it. For this Depart-
ment a military man is not required; but a busi-
ness man of the highest order of talents, expe.
rienoe and energy. No red tape circumlocution
practitioner ought ever to be trusted with its im-
portant functions. The well-being, comfort, health
and efficiency of our troops requires a man of
energy and action as well as of honor and integrity.
He should be young, because the labor is im-
mense, and active, because the field of operation
is vast, and the system complicated.

Without wishing to be thought officious, we think
that we could name a gentleman who has every
qualification for the office, and in a high degree-
one who has already displayed much merit in
Virginia, and who is one of our fellow-citizens.
We speak of Mr. Benjamin Bloomfield, who, since
the opening of the campaign on the Peninsula,
has been at the head of that Department, under
Major General J. Bankhead Magruder.

When he entered upon his duties on the Penin-
sula the Quartermaster's Department was entirely
nsorganized-everything was to be done-every-
thing was to be provided. He set to work with
that energy and business tact which he possesses
to a remarkable degree, and soon the effects of
his labors were visible. Bverybody knows what
the army on the peninsula has done.--its brilliant
victory at Bethel-its incessant marches. The
terrible trials it has had to encounter from sick-
ness and weather is familiar to all; yet, little or no
trouble, comparatilvely speaking, has been ex-
perfehced on account of any deficiency in sup.
plies; from first to last everything went onsmoothly; and the credit of this chiefly belongs
to Quartermaster Bloomfield. It was shown that
he wao' the man for the place: and in addition to
winning high praise from his chief, he has now a
lasting popularity with the rank and file of the
army. His motto always was in his office to
remember that the private soldiers in the ranks
were gallant gentlemen, who had given up the
comtortes of a home and the society of their fami-
lies and friends to fght the battles of their coun-
try, and he did his best to make their position as
comfortable as possible. How far he succeeded,themselves have declared frequently.

We hold to the opinion that the officer who has
filled a subordinate position with credit to himself
and usefulness to his country, deserves promotion,
and that when high posts are vacant,policy should
dictate that such men should not be forgotten.

It was by pursuing such a wise policy that Na-
poleon collected around him the corps of officers
whose efficiency was the admiratibn of the world.
He never forgot the man who gave evidence of
talent. It made no difference whether he was the
son of a peasant or a noble, if he proved efficient
and faithful, his promotion was sure.

Many people have wondered that Napoleon suc-
ceeded so well in finding the man to suit him. We
do not see any cause for wonder. He had tried
.them, and, perhaps, had watched their course for
years. They were not chosen from favoritism or
personal influence, but because they were compe-
tent. And so should it be with us, in our humble
opinion.

In times like these, personal and political friend-
ships should give place to the single purpose of
having the country well served. Officers who do
their duty shold meet with the encouragement
due to their services. If this is done, no mistake
will occur, and President Davis will surround him-
self with a body of men who never make mistakes
or fail in their undertakings.
