Verdict-died of old age.

A MrsTsrv.-Information was brought to the
Coroner's otice, yesterday morning, that there
was a skull found the evening previous, under a
kitchen in Peace street, near Casacalvo street.
Deputy Coroner Soraparu, into company with .ient.
Mtzerat, of tihe Third District policeo went to the
place and was shown the skull. It had-been frst
discovered by a little boy, whb went under the
kitchen in pursuit of a chicken. He was fright-
ened at it, and coming out, reported the fact to
his parents. They immediately sent a servant an-
der tile house, who brought it out. It was tied up
in an old faded, red barege veil, in which was also
found a quantity of long brown hair. The skull
was perfectly devoid of flesh, and was old and rot-
ten, and in many places bore the marks of the
teeth of vermin. Up on the upper part of the
forehead there was a fracture, which had been
apparently made by a hatchet or other sharp and
heavy cutting instrument: it penetrated through
the bone, and was sufficient to have caused death.
The veil, which had been tied around it strongly,
was very rotten, but its original color was easily
distinguishable. The hair was long, fine and of a
beautiful brown.

From the sign of thle skull and also from the fact
that there was one of the ye-teetll which was only
just making its appearance, we are of opinion that
the age of the person could not have been more
than 15 or 10 years. Deputy Coroner Soraparu
and Lieut. Mazerat tore up the floor of the kitchen
and made a diligent search about the premises for
the other portions of the skeleton, but without
success; nothing else could be obtained which
bore upon the case. The kitchen is not a very old
one, having been built only seven or eight years
ago. If a murder was committed, we think that it
must have been committed years before the build-
ing of the house. The decayed condition of the
skull indicates this. It is possible that it might
have been concealed elsewhere for a long time,
and thrown under there afterwards. This by-
pothesis appears more probable from the fact that
so much of tihe veil is still left.

The perpetrator of the horrible deed might have
had the head concealed in a trunk or box for years,
and being haunted by its presence near him, and,
seeking to get rid of it, crept from his chamber at
night and enveloping it in the first thing he found
might have thrown it under the house. Who
knuws? But perhaps there is nothing horrible
about it after all. Some medical student may have
brought home a head to study, and aftergetting
through, wrapped it up and tossed it out of the
way. We know, however, that this will not be a
popular view of the questipn. People would
rather have it turn out something horrible-some-
thing like the following, for instance:

A beautilul young maiden, the only daughter of
a poor widow, is enticed into the house and at-
tempts made upon her honor. Her virtue resists
all the appeals and attempts of her captor. Force
is used; she resists and shrieks aloud for help.
Becoming enraged, tile villain draws Ihis dagger
and stabs at her blindly and savagely, The deadly
blade pierces the unfortunate creature's skull, and
she sinks a corpse at his feet. Fear of detection
then takes possession of his soul. He severs the
beautiful Ihead from the body-the limbs from the
trunk, and conveys them off by stealth and secretes
them where he hopes the eye of man will never
penetrate. And the fate of the young creature he
has sacrificed to his unholy passion he hopes will
forever remain a mystery. We will picture the
wailings of the bereaved inother-her long search
-her despair, and perhaps death from a broken
heart. We will picture the long torments endured
by the murderer and the living death he hourly
suflers, and we will drop the ourtain on the scene.
How does that do? LUeut. Mtazerat is looking up
evidence in the case, and may get at the facts.

Northern Aecount of the Battle of
Leesburg.

The Northern papers are full of accounts of the j

recent battle at Leesburg. We take the following
from the account given by the Washington Star:

The object of the movement (crossing the river) t
of General Stone was to secure the command of
the Virginia shore, that his division and that of t
General Banks could be safely transferred to the
toil of Virginia. t

After creosing his advance, he sent out Colonel a
Baker, with portions of three regiments-his own,
the Mafsachusetts Fifteenth, and the N. Y. Tam-
many llegiment-numbering, in all, about lb00
men, forming his right wing-to reconnoiter in
force in the direction of Loeesburg.

Both his wings-his right and left-were attack-
ed as early as 9 A. M., but repulsed the enemy
wherever he appeared. About 5 P. MI. the right t
wing found itself confronted by near 4000 of the
enemy, under Gen. Evans, with artillery.

Evans attacked Baker's command in front and
on both flanks. Baker gallantly essayed a charge,
in making which he was killed, and his command
suflered considerable loss. The officer left in com-
mand of it by his death then very properly gave
the order to fall back to a position near the river
bank, where he could be supported by General
Stone and the other portion of his army that had
by that time effected a crossing of the river.

This command was obeyed in good order, and
he carried with him all his wounded and dead.

Colonel Cogswell, the commander of the N. Y.
Tammany Regiment, (Capt. Cogswell, of the
Eighth Infantry, United States Army) is among the
missing.

Lieutenant-Colonel Ward, of the Massachusetts
Fifteenth, was wounded in the affair, losing a leg.

On ri aching the position selected, the right wing
turned, and both wings held their own upon it,
though under the fire of the enemy, which gradu-
ally slackened until midnight, by which time it
ceased, having for some hours'before become lit-
tle more than picket shooting, as it were.

Throughout the night, the balance of General
Stone's force crossed the river, and threw up tem-
porary works, that rendered his position secure,
and enabled him to protect the crossing of the di-
vision of Gen. Banks, to be essayed this morning.

Our information so far, this forenoon, is that
(len. Banks' army duly arrived at the Marylend
landing of Edwards' Ferry last night, and has been
crossing the river securely since daylight.

Gen. Banks is in perso on n the Virginia side, and
has assumed the chief command there.

Ere going to press with the first edition of to-
day, we have not learned that the enemy have se-
riously renewed the engagement of yesterday.

Gen. McCall's Division remains in about the po.
sition its main body has held for some days past,
from whence it may operate eltbctively in any re-
quired direction ; its presence higher.up the river,
to support the important movement of Generals
Stone and Banks, not having been necessary, as
the result proved.

P. S.--Our total killed, wounded and missing in
the course of the day, was about 200.

The Star denies that the ,ederal troops were re-
pulsed. On the contrary, it says they were emi-
nently successful-Gen. Stone having effected lis
object, though with some loss in his right wing
while engaged in reconnoitering in advance of his
main operation.

TIE DEAThI OF COe.. BAKBR.-Of Col. Baker the
Washington Star says:

The announcement of the death of this gallant
officer lhas caused the deepest sorrow in this city,
where hie was so well known and was held in such
general esteem. At the White Hionse the intelli-
gence Ihad additional poignanee from the warm
personal regard existing between the President
and the deceased. lPresident Lincoln, in fact,
seems to have felt the loss as if of a brother, and
walked the floor of his room through the night in
the greatest grief. Mrs. lincoln is not receiving
visitors this morning from the santn cause.

It was the desire of the President and Mlrs. Lin-
coln that the body of Colonel Baker should be taken
to the White House and placed in the East Room,
but, the house being just now in the hands of the
upholsteres, that course was not practicable, and
the hodv will be brought to the residence of Major
J. W. Webb, in this city.

STILt. Fricrims Fl'AnTICitr'.AaR.-The Star, in its
second edition, has the following further partiou-
lars :

The Imiportant Successfil Mfovemcnn.-The suc-
cess of Generals Stone and Banks in throwingtheir
respective commands across the Potomac yester-
day and to-day. in the face of a heavy force of the
enemy, and thus forming a junction with the right
of the grand Union army occupying the soil of
Virginia, is complete.

Gen. Stone's loss in killed, wounded and missing
(only about 200) is a remarkably slight one, con-
sidering the boldness and apparent hazard of the
movement to occupy the Virginia bank of the up-
per Potomac, from which point still lurther import-
aut operations may soon bexpected.

Interesting Correspondence.
RIltnMOCn, Oct. 31.-The Whig this morning

publishes the correspondence between Brig. Gen.
W. H. T. Walker and the Secretary of War, on the
-resignation of the former.

Gen. Walker, in givlng'some of his reasons for
resigning, says that he has been overslaughed by
the appointment of young officers whom he ranked
In the old sevioe ; that the Government, not con-
tent with putting his own countrymen over him,
brooghtfrom New York Gen. Lovell, who was an
office-holder in. New York when the battle of
Mansssas was fought, and made him a Major
General over Southern men,and to cap the climax,
Walker's brigade was taken from him and given to
one of his junior Colonels, who was made Brigadier
General. He concludes hisletter by saying:

One would have supposed that an Executive, who'
has himself-been a soldier, would rave'scorned fto
wound the sensibilities of old and tried soldiers. 1
The sacred cause for which I drew my sword I will
fight for in my native State; but I will not conde-
scend to submit any- longer to insults and indig-
nities from the Exeeutive.

The Secretary of War replies that it is due to his
self-respect to remarkl on the impropriety. ,f Brig.-
Gen. Walker's using the War Department for con.
veying disrespectful and insulting-comments upon
the action of the President of the Southern Con-
federaoy. He says that the President's whole
offene consists in not selecting Brigadier-General
Walker to be ~ofafo-General, and that there is no
question of promotion involved in appointing gen-
eraloficers. The law expressly vests the appoint-
ing power in the President; and it is no disparage-
ment to any officer, whatever his services, that he
prefers another as division commander.

Gen. Walker's resignation was accepted.
In replying to the Secretary of War's remarks

about self-respect, he says that the War Depart-
ment is the proper channel through which to con-
vey his resignation, and that the present acting
Seoretary of War, in consequence of his short so-
journ in that department, is ignorant of it.

Departure of our Ministers.
AUGUsTA, Oct. 31.-The Charleston Mercury of

this morning gives an interesting account of the
departure of the Confederate Ministers and the re-
turn of the steamer Theodora.

The party left Charleston on the 11th inst., con-
sisting of Hons. J. M. Mason, John Slidell, Mr.
McParland, Secretaryto Mr. Mason; Mrs. and the
two Misses Blidell; Mr, Eustis, Secetary to Mlr.
Slidell; Mrs. Enstis, the daughter of banker Cor-
coran, of Fort Lafayette; Col. Lamvitt and others.

They arrived at Nassau that night, Cardenas the
16th, and Havana the 17th, where they were en-
thusiastically received. The ladies of Havana
presented a flag to the steamer, and the ladies of
Matanzas sent a flag to the Hampton Legion.

The steamer Theodora returned to the Confed-
eracy with a valuable cargo. She reports that
the Keystone State had captured a Southern
steamer loaded with arms and ammunition, and
carried her to New York.

Arrival of Hon. R. R. Meade.
Ar';usTA, Oct. 31.-The Savannah Republican

this morning announces the arrival of the Hn. ft.
R. Meade, of Virginia, late U. S. Minister to Brazil.
who is safely on his wagto Richmnond.

A British Officer Offers His Services.
Capt. S. J. Short, of the- British Navy, has re-

signed his commission, and has arrived. He will
tender his services to President Davis.

The Soathern Cause in Europe.
Several South Carolinians have also arrived from

Europe. They report that the feeling of England
and France is warming up towards the Southern
Confederacy.

Another Important lArrival.
A valuable cargo of coffee, ammunition, salt-

petre, sulphur and small arms has arrived in the
Confederacy.

A Confederate vessel in Havana has been pre-
sented with a flag, and her officers and passengers
with a dinner by the citizens of that place.

Departure of Prisoners. -
Rtcuvsn , Oct. 31.-One hundred and fifty pris-

oners left here to-day for Columbia, S. C.
Eight more prisoners arrived here this afternoon,

four from Leesburg and four from Fairfax.
Arrival of Gen. Lee.

Gen. Lee has arrived from Jackson river, and
reports all quiet.

The Wounded Federals at Leesburg.
The Baltimore Clipper, of Saturday, publishes a

partial list of the Federals wounded at Leesburg,
as follows: Fifteenth Massachusetts, 44; Twentieth
Massachusetts, 82; Tammany Regiment, 8; Cali-
fornia Regiment, 64 ; Third-Rhode Island, 6; First
Federal Artillery, 2; Cavalry, 1; killed in Tam-
many Regiment, 10. The Clipper omits 40 wound-
ed Yankees now at Leesburg.

A dispatch in the Clipper says that Lincoln has
appointed a Commissioner to proceed to St. Louis
and examine Fremont's accounts.

Nothing of interest from the camps up to 6
o'clock this afternoon.

Another Check to the Enemy.
At'ursra.s Oct. 31.-Tho Charleston Courier has

a special dispatch from Richmond, which says that
after the battle of Ledsburg, the Thirteenth tMis-
sissippi Regiment encountered 3500 Lincolnites,
who were advancing towards Leesburg from Ed-
wards' Ferry.

Col. Barksdate drove them into their entrench-
ments, killing and wounding more than 40. The
Confederates lost Lieut. Fluker and private Slmops
killed, and several slightly wounded.

Col. Barksdale now holds the enemy in check.
