The agricultural and manufacturing interests, inlch have
new the opportunity of contiibuting to the wants and sustaining
the credit of tits Government, were not in condition to make
ash subsriptions to be loan peviouslyauthorized. Their anr-

plu capital was already invested, and their command of re-
aores, in the nature of things, was mainly to be looked for in
theftuare. Upon such future resources they are anth.riid
rafely to draw, and the investment proposed,aside front ilt
claime on the slae of patriotism, may be regarded as alto-
