LET 1-a MI0ARCH.

Mr•. idU)or--Are you yet tea weary of the battle
at Leesburg to hear any more? If not, suppose
yourself on the morning after the battle in our
camp. A demand has just arrived from Gen. Evans
to Beauregard for a reliable bpttery, and our
third company is accordingly to be sent, and if you
cloose you can go along with us. It is drizzling
and dreary, and the roads as we march along with
our pieces we find to be dreadful. Two regiments
flounder along with us through the mud as a body
guard--generally in very open order, or rather no
order at all, for the roads are too impassable to
admit of that. About midnight we aind we have
comne some seventeen miles, and as we lay down
fIr sleep 00 and around an old mill, a more weary
and uncomfortable band of wretctles than we are
are probably not olten seen. I doubt if the broken
f iagments of Napoleon's grand army, in thleir re-
treat from Moscow, were more cold, hungry and
miserable. At 3 o'clock we are again on foot.
\Wlhen we are within two miles of Leeshurg we are
met by a courier who tells as that the enemy have
been throwing large forces across the Potomac
anol that we must bold tile road and bridge over
I;ooact Creek. at Carter's Milis atd await their ap-
praohb at that point--about eight miles south-west
of Leesbcurg.
