9e of war. To illustrate his theory and prove his

ropo:eition, he can bring various pointed cases in

"videne.. " There," says he, "is Charley Fhir-

ew, who, when at home was considered a model
I hotesty and integrity; he was the eonfidentitl
d trusted book-bkeeper in a large commercial

use, and every year handled thousands,
ot a cent of whlich ever stuck to his lingers.

* Yet I have known this man to commit hundreds

of larcenies in camp. He has stolen the blanket

front elo a sleeping eomrade, clothes from hlishnap-

Snsack, aned his pipe, tobaco and liquor, whenever
An opportunity off:red. Charley has never been

nsowa to crrry a bltnket on a imarch, yet every-
Lody knows that he never leeops without one. Iii
t, his dishonesty nod oslfishness are irroverbial,
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and his character gone forever. Then there is
John Black, whose father enconraged him to join
the army, because he had got into so many scrapes
at home on account of his chronic inability to bal-
ance his cash accounts in the stores where he
worked. At home he was considered little bet-
ter than a gentleman thief, whose career was
bound to end in the penitentiary. In camp he has
tourned out to be a most reliable man. He has
never been known to appropriate even a pair of
shoes or kill a chicken. his acts of self-sacrifice
are frequent, and there are hundreds of men who,
in spite of his past history, would now trust him
with uncounted thousands."
Skweezctek' says that camp life developes char-

acter in every way. He has known men who, at
hpme, were models of propriety and gentlemanly
deportment, become dirty blackguards after two
or three months trial in 'camp. He has seen
dandies eschew clean shirts and soap and water
altogether, and become as filthy in language as
in person. The cause of all this, he says, has been
the theme of deep study on his part, but, up to
the present, he has never been able to get at the
secret.
Skweeziciks thinks that every man who aspires

to places of public trust should hereafter be re-
quired to show a clear camp record--that mer-
chants would do well to look to the same source
for references from persons desiring employment,
and, last but not least, young ladies should refuse
to marry any man who had not gone through the
trial in the tented field, clean and unsullied.
Skweezicks, while philosophizing thus upon the

charaeter of his fellows, forgets, perhaps, that he
offers in himself another proof of the theory. Since
lie has tieen in the army he lhas returned home
twice on business. The first time was only a few
weeks after his joining the army, and on that occa-
sion he was kinl and accomfiodating, and before
starting back for Virginia, advertised that he
would take to his comrades, with pleasure, all par-
cels, letters and packages left at his office. On
the second visit, however, his course was entirely
different. He did not bring a single letter, and
went back without telling even his nearest relation
of the day of his departure. We wrote to him and
asked the cause of such a singular course. tie re-
plied that it was the;result of experience. When
he first came back he brought with him three
trunks of letters, which took him a week to de-
liver, not to mention the labor and bother; and
when he started back, he found that his advertise.
ment had collected together, for him to carry to
his comrades, a lot eo plunder which almost
equaled that taken Irom the Yankees at Manassao ,
anid certainly quite as mixed and various.
He had to take charge of beds, blankets, cover-

lids and iron bedsteads, muskets, rifles, pistols,
swords and bowie-knives, derni-johns, jugs, bottles
and laslks of liquor, boots, shoes and leggins-in
fact everything that man could want. lie had
taken all those things in charge, and after an im-
mense deal or trouble had carried them on to Vir-
ginia. On arriving there he had found it impos-
sible to deliver all in person, and had to leave a
great deal at headquarters, whore many articles
were lost. This had been the cause of his being
accused of thieving in more than one case, and he
had been abused in private letters and public
pricnt. " I therefore determined never again to
let the public know when I left, on any other oc-
casion of visiting your city."

All this looked plausible enough, but we think
that hlie has grown mean and selfish, since ihe has
been campaigning, and being a pretty smart fellow,
trumped up this story as an excuse.

We are afraid that Skweezicks' theory will be-
come popular with the world, and that if Skwee-
zicks himself is s ntjected to the trial which ihe
advises, lie would be found wanting. We used to
think him a clever fellow, bustmust confless we
think hlim aldly changed.

The drawing of the name of the
oifficer whose life should be held as a hostage for
that of Capt. Smith, convicted of piracy at Philo-
delphia, was entrusted to the Heon. Alfred Ely, M.
C., of Noew York, the lot falling upon Col. Corcoran,
who is now a prisoner at Charleston, 8. C. Of the
remaining hostages, Col. Lee, Major Itevere and
Capt. Itockwood are from nMa actohsetts ; Wilcox
from Miohigan, Woodruff and Nell from Kentucky
and Potter, Wood and McQuade from New York.
The foll-,wing is the correspondenco between the
Secretary of War andGen Winder:

C. .A. W•0A t I'IaIi oeee. ,Ric:,mti u, No,. 9,
Sir-You are hereby instructed to choose by lot

from among the prisoners of war of highest rank
one who is to be confined in a cell appropriated to
convicted lelons, and who is to be treated in all
respects as if such convict, and to be held for exe-
cution in the same manner as may be adopted by
the enemy for the execution of the prisoner of war
Smith, recently condemned to death in Philadel-
phia.
You will also select thirteen other prisoners of

war, the highest in rank of those captured by our
forces, to be confined in the cells reserved for
prisoners accused of infamous crimes, and will
treat them as such so long as tile enemy shall con-
tinue so to treat the like number of prisoners of
war captured by them at sea, and now held for
trial in New Yorii as pirates.

As these measures are intended to repress the
infamous attempt now made by the enemy to com-
mit judicial murder on prisoners of-war, you will
execute them strictly, as the mode best calculated
to prevent the commission of so heinous a crime.

The Pikeville Battle.
RIc•uo.D, Nov. 17.-The Northern papers pub-

lish a dispatch reporting a battle at Pikeville, Ky.,
in whlich the Federals killed 500 and took 1000

Confederate prisoners; but a letter from Gen.
Hfumphrey Matrshall is just read at the War De-
partment, which says: "The Pikeville battle

occurred with 300 Confdderates against 1500 Fed
erals. Our troops lost one killed, four wounded

and seven missing. The Federal loss was, killed,
207 counted, 140 wounded and 200 prisoners.
This unequal loss resulted from the fact that our

men were successfully abuscaded, and the enemy
were entrapped."

SUNDAY'S DISPATCHIES.

Crittenden Moving Towards Russellville.
NASHVILLE, Nov. 16.-The Louisville Courier of

to-day says it is reported that Gen. Tom Critten-
den, with 10,0(10 Yankees, is within twenty-five
miles of Russellville, and the Courier thinks he
probably intends to disperse the Sovereign Con-
vention, which is to meet there on Monday next.

Lincolnite Report of a Battle at Pikeville.
NASU\VLLE, Nov. 10.--The Evansville Journal of

the 13th inst. publishes the following dispatches,
which are doubtless greatly exaggerated:

Poats, KIr., Nov. 12.--Gen. Nelson met the
rebels on Friday last at the village of Pikteville, in
Pike county, and won a glorious victory.

PAurs, KY., Nov. 12.--Col. Labe Moore attacked
the rebels in the rear with 3800 men, and Colonel
tHarris, of tile 2d Ohio,in the front, with 600 men-llarris falling back and Moore pressing forward
till the enemy was brought in thie midst of Nelson's
whole brigade, rwhen our forces pressed them on
all sideo, killling 40110 and taking 1000 prisoners,
when the balance of them scattered in all direc-
tions. The loss of the Federals is small. The bat-
tle lasted all of Friday and Saturday. Among the
prisoners are Gens. John P. Williams and Hawes.

Lincolnite View of the Guyandotte Battle.
CINCINNATI, Nov. 12.--The defeat of the Union

forces at Guyandotte, Va., was accomplished by
the trickery of the inhabitants ; it was all arranged
between the rebel cavalry and the rebel citizens;
it was a massacre of the Feteral troops it cold
blood. The citizens invited the Federtls to their
houses on Sunday evening, when oil duty they
accepted after daru: then the rebel cavalry dashed
into town, and commenced murdering the unarmed
soldiers. The rebel citizens, ment, women and
children, rushed on them with arms inl their hands,
and, aided by the coavtlry, perpetrated the
slaughter. Tile Federals at thie camp prepared for
defence, bu

t 
were overpowered and had to break.

When Col. Seigler arrived and learned the particu-
lars of the affair, he immediately ordered the de-
struction of the town, and the buildings were imme-
diately fired and the whole town reduced to ashes.

The Battle of Pikeville a Humbug.
ltcnuoxD, Nov. 16.--The Richmond Dispatch

publishes an extra whichl contains items from the
Baltimore American, dated the 13th. They state
that the reported successful battle of the Federals
at Piketon or Pikeville, Ky., is all a Ilmbug.

Gens. talleck and Bruce hare left Washington
for the West. Dispatches from Washington, dated
12th, confirms the Federal reconnoisance opposite
Occoquan with 18,000 troops, and say some of our
pickets were shot and some taken prisoners.

Arrival of Southern Prisoners.
The train which arrived last night from Norfolk

brought thirty-three Southerners, prisoners, who
were recently confined in Washington. Among
the officers are Lieut.-Col. Boone and Sergeant
Thomas, of the 2d Mississippi regiment; Sergeant
Bates, of the 8th Alabama, and i few Virginians.

The Port inoyal Evlgagentrent.

In our afternoon edition of yesterday we gave a
brief and general account of the battle and evacu-
ation of Fort Walker, on Port Royal Sound. Fur-
ther and authentic aceitunts show that it was one
of the most terrible fights on record. Soldiers who
were in the Crimea say there was nothing like it in
the memorable sieges of that celebrated campaign.
The fire from the fleet fell upon the devoted garri-
son like a storm of hail for five consecutive hours,
and the enfilading worked terrible havoc among
the guns of our battery. So rapid were the reports
of the guns that it was diflicult to distinguish be-
tween them. One continuous roar was kept up
throughout the fight.

The battery on Hilton Head (Walker's) consisted
of one 10-inch Columbiad, one 8-inch ditto, one
rifle cannon and seventeen twenty-four and thirty-
two pounders. The fort is a'common earth astruc-
ture, hbut very strong of its kind, and the width of
the bay, two and a-half miles, proved from the be-
ginning that a lieet of such power was obliged to
enter with an effort. The Bay Point battery, just
opposite on St. Helena Island, bad seventeen guns,
and there was but little risk in swift steamers pass-
ing a mile and a quarter from each. The shills
were disposed so as to direct tltoir fire fromt three
points. The achievrelent, in itself, is of little con-
sequence, but it is inlportant in that it gives the
enemy a foothold ar our coast and possession of
one of our bet hlarbore.

Our force in the battery while the fight was pro-
grossing amounted to about 220 men, the rest of
the troops being disposed in the rear and within
the distance of a mile. The greater portion of tihe
loss occurred outside, froml the bursting of shells.
which were rained over a large district of terri-
tory. The German Artillery (:ompany from
Chairloston, who were in th, fort, folught like tigers.
Our reu wmere ordered to retreat, when their pow-
der was nearly eaxhausted; the holding of the bat-
tery had become hoplt ese, and the enemy had it in
their power to inl toll their reltreat.

They left in good order, lollowed by a shower of
shels fronl the ;.hip. Ftrtunately, a considerable
number of steamtera wc,-re lyiug ia.a deepl creek
that skirts the wn-l id. of the island, which en-
tlld. d, it ir tl,,aiiht. oulr nmie'i ov,- to mako salc
their rctrvat.

the largest, was brought by Com. Tattnalil'fleet to
Savannah.

Col. Werner, of the German Artillery, was in
command of the fort. Gen. Draytonewan ss lopre-
sent throughont the fight, and Gen. Ripley arrived
about i0o o'clk.

Com. Tattnal'o fleet was present aiding the fort
to the fall extent of its powers, and'all are loud in
their praise of the intrepidity and daring of its he-
role commander. Of his fleet, the Lady Dav and
the Huntress were cut eff and went on to Charles-
ton.

Con. Tattnall, after his flag ship was crippled
by a shell, retired to Scull Creek, oand landed his
marines and powder to give aid to the fort; but
before reaching it he discovered the United States
flag flying on the hospital; he then retraced his
steps to his steamer.

The garrison at Bay Point, commanded by Capt.
Stephen Elliott, made good their escape, and at
last accounts were engaged in throwing up a bart
tery at Port Royal Perry,'near Beaufort.

('apt. Wm. Elllott's company, which garrisoned
the work on Braddock'e Point, south end of the
island, retreated in small boats, and maany f them,
with their baggage, were pickedup by the steamer
Leesorg, fromnt Savannah, and landed on theeop-
posite shore. They burned their stores, and left
their tents behind them.

Our hospital wao five hundred yards from the
fort, and had the yellow flag flying, yet the vandals
shot three balls entirely through it; fortunately,
however, injuring no one.C(Anot.INA [TEeaS.--A noumber of families from
South Carolina crossed the river yesterday and
arrived in this city en route for the up country.

Messrs. Pope and Baynard, who reside on Hill-
ton Head, set fire to every building on their pre-
mises and.their crops, leaving a mass of rains
behind them to fall into the hands of the enemy.

Gen. Lee and Capt. Hartstene were atPocataglio
yesterday.

The citizens of Beaufort have all deserted the
town-the men from the army and the rest for the
interior.

It is reported that the Federal fleet is moving up
the river.

The Charleston Courier, referring to the fight,
says:

The firing was terrific, and it is feared that the
Ions has been severe. One of the enemy's gun
boats was fired by Hilton Head battery, and then
scuttled by the enemy. The Yankee flag-ship was
once on fire. The forts were gallantly defended,
and not abandoned until it became evident than re-
sistance was useless, and to remain longer would
have made prisoners of all who did not retreat.

Scott's tregimeaut.

The regiment of mounted volunteers under com-
mand of Col. Scott, five companies of which will
leave Baton Rouge for the seat of war in Kentncky
on Saturday, is a corps of which the State may
justly feel proud. It is composed of the substarl
tiol young men of Louisiania-gentlemen in their
social standing, sons of our worthiest citizens-
healthy, temperate, athletic-good marksmen and
excellent horsemen. They have volunteered for
the whole' war from an ardent patriotism, leaving
behind them t h.comforts of home, and in every
instance all the luxuries that wealth can procure.
A nobler regiment of cavalry never formed into
line on this continent than the one about to part
from os--brave and worthy men, commanded by
chivalric and intelligent officers.

The cost of raising, equipping, arming, clothing
nnd subsisting this regiment has been chiefly from
the liberal bounty of individuals and parishes:
What that cost is will appear from an estimate of
some of the more important items. There are not
less than 750 horses, worth at least $2f0 each, or
$150,000. Saddles and equipments for the same
number at $25 each horse, $18,760. Uniforms and
other clothing of men at $30 each, $22,500. One
pair of blankets each, at $8, $000. Five hundred
large revolvers at $50, $25,000. Double-barrelled
shot guns, 750, worth $25 each, $18,750. Two hun-
dred and fifty brace of cavalry pistols at $10, $200.
These items alone, which do not begin to cover the
actual outlay, amount to $243,250.

The expense of subsisting this corps for a period
of two months must amount to more than sixty
thousand dollars.

It was about the 15th of July that Col. Scott
received from the President authority to raise a
Battalion of Mounted Men from Louisiana, his val-
uable services on the Peninsula and his peculiar
adaptation tothe command of cavalry having been
observed and appreciated by the War Department,
He remained in Virginia long enough to take an
efficient part in tile battle of the 21st of July, then
returned to enter upon the responsible and labori-
ous duty assigned to him. The large number of
companies seeting a place in his corps induced
him to apply for admission to raise a regiment in-
stead of a battalion, which was cheerfully grant-
ed. When not prevented by serious illness he has
labored incessantly, day and night, in the pursuit
of his laudable and patriotic enterprise. His suc-
cess is complete. The last company (from Cata-
hutla) was mustered into service late in October.
The work of drilling has been industriously pur-
sued under competent instruction with commoenda-
ble results. Tile regiment will take the field ready
in all respects for that active service for which
every member of it is eager.

It is worthy of remark that this splendid corps
is raised exclusively fromn the country parishes and
is essentially a planters' regiment. Tue men who
compose it are fair representatives of the inhabi-
tants of the State, on which they will relleet tile
lustre of bravery, honor, chivalry and patriotism,
wherever they may go. Tile hearts of thousands
of their kindred will ache at their departure, but
tens of thousands will swell with proud and joyfol
emotion wlhet they shall return plumied and
wreathed with honorable triumphs.

Aleltv.L oF PaIoItEos.-The bluff was lined all
yesterday afternoon with crowds auxious to wit-
ness the arrival of prisoners taken at the battle of
Belmont, who had been put aboard the Ingomar.
On the arrival of the boat the rush was very great
at the loot of Jeflerson street, where the prisoners
were put ashore. As they appeared, shouts and
yells went up from a portion of the crowd-the
portion whose appearance betokened the absence
of refinement. These noisy demonstrations were
'made at intervals as the men were marched alodg
the street. Some coarse attempts at witticisms
were occasionally heard, but the expression that
most carried the day was, " Here's your mule ! "
An Irishman, when all the man had left the boat,
exclaimed, as if agreeably surprised,d" Be jabers,
they're all Doutchmen; there's not a rate reg'lar
Paddy among the whole on 'em." Then turning
toward the prisoners, '"Byes, we've got no sour-
krout here for yaou." The proportion of Gtermaens
was large among the prisoners: the whole of them
appeared to be men of very ordinary condition.
As they went along amid the staring crowd,
most of them had a dull, unexpressive look of ab-
solute indillrenee. Here and there, however,
among the brodn-visaged backwoodsmen, the
gleaming eye, knitted brow, and oompressed litp,
slhwcd thle indignant and delihntt leelings tlhat

The enemy have Port Royal and Hilton Head

Island. What do they intend to do with them!
They may hold them in quiet possession, and the
farmer will afford a safe refuae for their fleets.

With regard to the movements of the enemy;

had various reports brought to town yesterday.
A gentleman, who left Bluffion Saturday, states,
on the authority of the videttes and others in the
vicinity, that the fleet had completely disappeared
from Port Royal; after taking possession of Beau-
fort (which had previously been deserted by the
inhabitants) and Port Royal ferry.

Another report, by telegraph from Pocotaligo,
stated that the enemy were'landlng horses and
equipments at Beaufort.'

Still another,from parties who were in the neigh-
borhood of Hilton Head Island Saturday night,
aays that a number of signal rockets were aeen in
the direction of Fort Walker, which, we suppose,
were sent up by some straggling vessel in search
of the cfleet.

Other rumors were afloat, hut we will not confuse
the truth by stating them. It mattera'not -here
the enemy are; we should be prepared to meet
them at all points. And just here we would coun-
sel patience and confidence among our citizens,
who are ton apt in times like these to complain
and censure, without a cause. We have taken
some pains to inform ourselves with regard to the
movements of the military authorities, and we are
convinced they are doing the very best possible to
meetthe emergencies of the lfture. Some very
important clhanges have been made in the disposi-
tion of the troope, so as tO guard every important
point, and at the same tinme have them so posted
that the entire force can be promptly brought to.
gether, should an extraordinary occasion reqniro
it. It is hardly just for outsiders, who know nothing
of what is going on, to complain because matters
do not appear to be progressing just according to
their notions and desires. Let us be quiet, and
wait for resolts before we condemn. We have the
best defended coast on the Atlantic or gulf shore,
and we are indebted for it stlely to the military
officers of the Confederate States.

THE PROFLIGACY Or THE LOCOLN ADMIN:STRA-
TION.--A Baltimore paper says:

The Administration does not care a straw as to
the debt whichis accumulating against the people.
The people themselves begin, however, to think
upon this matter, and figure up the amount. The
Washington Star of yesterday, referring to a little
item of thirty-nine thousand dollars, thrown away
by General Sickles in the purchase of useless guns
for his brigade, says: " (God help the war tax.
payers." If the war goes on at the present ex-
travagant rate, "the war tax-paers " will need
some extraordinary help, for they will not be able
themselves to raise the enormous amount of debt
which is heaped up against them the rate of a mil-
lion and a half a day.

The public debt on the 15th December will
amount to about $350,000,000, and at the present
rate of expenditure it will be $750,000,000 one
year from that date. The war debt ot each party
to the conflict is likely to reach a very respectable
amount, even should we have an early peace.

SOME OF THEir CAUcT.--The Knoxville Register
says:

Six of the incendiaries who burnt the bridge
over Lick Creek, and who were captured by-Capt.
MoLiu's cavalry, were brought to Knoxville on a
special train on Monday afternoon. They were
marched bound through the streets, followed by a
large crowd, to the jail, to await an examination
before the Confederate Statee' Commissioner,
which it was expected would take place on Tues-
day. One of the traitors, named McDaniel, is one
of the Lincolnitee who was arrested and brought
before the Confederate Court in September last,
and who, after being released, voluntarily took the
oath to support the Southern Confederacy. The
ponishment of the scoundrel should be as summa-
ry as the laws will admit.

How TvE YANKEES CAPTURED THAT GTr.--The
Richmond correspondent of the Charleston Mier-
cury says:

You know that Ashby lost a 24-pounder in the
late militia fight near Harper's Ferry. An officer
who was poresnt says that rfter the gun had been
npiked rndhabandoned, on accoont of tire breaking
of the carriage, four companies of Yankees were
ordered to seize it. Tiley made six or eight charges
upon the dead gun before they took it. Fearing
masked batteries, they would break when they
got within twenty yards of it, and fly for their
lives. Again and again they had to be rallied
before the conquest was completed by a Yankee
jumping straddle of the gun, and tile rest srevech-
ing and hurrahing as if they had taken the city of
Richmond.

Doyle, we were surprised to find that he had i.die-
tillery and all its ramifications on his plaee,,as well
as a sugar-house and all it appointments, and that
he wasotlively engaghd .in manufacturing ginex-
cellent qdality of aum or brandy, as he was in
I turning out a fine quality', of sugar irom his bat.
teroes.

This'liquor;, from what we Gonld leuar and per-Scbive, is ulade from the sklmmings im lit'rtb•e of
the cane juce vats, which are usually thrown
away; bat in this case it is taken by a.trongh
under ground to the distillery,and instead of being
wasted produce a handsome income to meet the
heavy expenses of the sugar planter. The refuse,
in turn, which comes from the distillery falls into a
large trough in the hog-pen, which aswine are very
fond of, as the evidence presented to us in fine,
fat porkers over bead and ears in the frothy stuff
folly proved. The Doctor is now manufactoring
fourbarrels a day of this'liquor, (which in ingenious
hands could be turned into fine cognac) whirch
brings him one dollar per gallon, With no other
outlay than the costof manufacbore.

The enterprising proprietor inas not only the dis-
tillery upon his hands; to which' he gives his lier-
sonal attention, but not being able to provide him.
self with a sngar-maker and engineer, he has beenSobligedto fillboththease berths himself. Talking
of hard work, there is not a negro on his planta-tion who labors half as hard, to say nothing of themental wear and tear resulting. We trust the
Doctor may long live to enjoy the reward of his
indastry and enterprise. [Plaqouemine Gazette.
