STATLINGs DEVntorp•sNr -An Abolition Club in
the City.--Yesterday morning Lieutenant Morel, of
the Third District police, .pon information re-
ceived, arrested a German named Frenzel, who
lives on Chartres street, in the Second District,
charging him with being an ineendiary and traitor
to the State and Southern Confederacy. Itappears
that Frenzel, who is quite an intelligent man, had
excited Lieutenant Morel's suspicions some time
since by remarke that he was reported to have
made in favor of Lincoln and his dynasty; he was
watched closely, the result of which was that he
was heard to boast that there was a powerful
organizat!on in this city-at least 5000 strong-
which, the moment that the Lincoln army made its
appearance here or on oar coast, would rise and
help them to the best of their ability.

He further is reported to have said that his so-
ciety would help out all the rebels' throats, and
that as no one knew, or suspected its existence, it
was all the more powerful. Frenzel is now con-
fined in the Third District lock-up, and will have a
hearing before Recorder Long to-day. We think
that this affair needs the closest scru'iny, and
should not be allowed to rest until all the facts are
brought to light. Oar citizens must remember
that the security of their families and all that they
hold dear is endangered by such a conspiracy.

DEAD -Mr. Coleman W. Stewart, who was shot
at 3 o'cloek on Wednesday by Ndrman White, in
an affray oe St. Charles street, died that night at 91
o'clock, at the Chority Hospital, from the effects
of his wounds. esterday morning Dr. Berthbelot,
City Physician, made a post mortem examination
of the body, when it was given up to his friends.
The Coroner will examine into the case on Monday
morning, when he expects to get the necessary
witnesses together.

Wives, an
amusing book, and a pleasant, coaxing word and
Ismile from you may keep near you your husband,
whlen the ten-pin alley, the club room or thlleater,
nmay temnpt kim frolm home. Think of tlhis, and
act upon it; you will not regret the amount ex-
pended. Hoping, Crescent, that this brief notice
may result in a number of contributions to an in-
stitution, valuable as an important broanch in our
systenm of public education, I close with many
good wishes for you and its welfare and success.

NAVIGATro ON OF Tu1 rstISSI•strt-P'rosIpect of a
Rowt about i.--We find in the Chicago Times the
following, copied from the New York Herald:

WAsnHNGTON, Nov. 12.--The dispatch in the
Herald of Sunday last, announcing a reported dis-
covery in the British Museum of a copy of a treaty
made at tile time France ceded Loueisiana to the
United States, stipulating that that the Mississippi
should at all times be kept open to the navigation
of French vessels, has created quite a sensation t
in diplomatnlic circles here. The private letter re-
ceived by a distinguished gentleman af -Pltiladel-
phia from a London banker, announcing the fact
from which I originally quoted, was handed to
Secretary Seward to-day. All the treaties known
to the Government, on the subject of the Louisiana t
purchase, have been examined this afternoon, but I
none yet discovered appear to contin anything
that could be construed intoe such a pledge an the 1
part of our Government as is indicated in the pri-
vate letter from England, exoept clauses si.a and
seven, on page sixteen of volume eight IUnited
States Statutes at large. It is only necessary to
state, and I do so authoritatively, that the inovern-
ment of the Unites States will adhere strictly to the
requirements of that treaty, and will act promptly
to csrry out all of theorn ith the full force of the
army and navy. ]it sort, tie Government is now
in the act of clearing the Mississippi river of the
rebel batteries eected on its buanks, with the pur-
poses of preventilng the exercise of this very right
now said to be claimed by brance. The river is
not closed by the Government, but by opponents
of tile Government. The Union bloakade at the
moentf of the Mississippi is only a part of the worle
if the Government to open it to navigation. It
tliereft'ure remalins for France to settle whether she
will aid a legitimnate gocernment in. sustaining in-
ternational law, or will join a horde o misacreants
whlo are in rebellion agnst al law.m, There is no
treaty exislting beteen the United States nain any
otlher power on earth that will not be strictly ud-
hered to by that gnvernment at all times,
Tha's ai funny idea, that the blockade of the

Mississippi "is only a part of the work of the Gov.-
crnment to open it to navigation," It is the first
time we ever nheard of opeening the navigation of a
river by bloclkadig it.

FIFTY-EIoHT TIotsANi, DOLLaR SvOLEnV FrOM

The other officers were speedily
summoned, but an hour or more elapsed before
the discovery was made as to themanne. ii which
the thieves gained access to the vault, which was
built of heavy granite blocks, the top being cov-
ered by an Immense granite slab. Access having
been gained to a lawyer's office directly over the
vault, the flooring had bee taken up in small and
perfect pieces, and the slab' broken in two. By
means of a railroad tie the stone was pried up
until space enough was aotorded to admit oie of
the thieves into the vault. The- money havingSbeen abstracted the stone was nicely replaced,
as also was the flooring,, the pieces being screwed
down, and the holes puttied up. A sledge.halnmer,
a ratchet-drill, and a broken railroad tie 'were
found stowed away between the floor and the top
of the vault.
