The last news we have received from the North
(the old defuncot Union) is'very satisfctory for the
interests of the South. The loss of Lexington ist
eerions blow to the North, and if it is followed op
by similar reverses, the South will be speedily
r8eognised by this Government and by that of
France. In fact, the feeling amongst the people in
this part of England is decidedly in favor of such
action. People are beginning to realize the posi-
tion England wilt he placed in by the loss of tWe
American cotton crop, and it is now beginning to
adstue a very serious aspect. Fears are enter-
tained by many that there will be serious troubles
among tet laboring population doring the coming
winter,-esaecially among the operative olasses in
Lanoashire and yorkstie. Many of the mills are
closed entirely, and many others are working half
,tirne. Without cotton from your country, more
than one-half of the mills will be closed entirely in
December, and then we shally really begin to feel
how important American cotton is to this country,
.and force the Government to take some measures,
which will rather astonish Brother Jonathan (the
old defunct Union.) The Southerners are quite
right that.England most have cotton. Her com-
mierial greatness and the prosperity of her people
are more dependent on it than Engliobmen have
been trilling to admitontil recently. Should the
next great battle on the Potomac (which cannot
be much longer de ed) result favorably to the
Southern forces, the Southern Confederacy must at
once be recognized. and it is the opinion of many
that this should have been done long ao.
