yesterday morning, the 21st The first fire woas at
the steamboat Time, as she was landing at the
Navy Yard wharf. They then threw several shells
into the Navy Yard, but they did little daemage.
and one at Gen. Gladden's headquarters, which ell
hod. explted"d 1i the•feoat yard. About'half a
hour after their firs fire at the Time, our batteries,
Flets 4Ra aed Barrancas, oAened fire on them,
ant did some good shooting. Twomen.of-war, the
Niangar and Colorado, which were lying out in the
Gulf, ran in sb close to Fox Island that the guns of
Mcfoe could not be brought to bear on them, and
the vessels and Fort Pikens kept p a cross fire
on Fort iMcRtte all day long, masg it rather a
dangerous post. It was an exciting and interest-
ing scene to witness-a heavy bombardment from
two large war steamers and a stroug fort, acting
in concert. But we are expecting Lincoln's great
armada here every day. When it comes, then it
will be more worthy of our attentlon. Three sailI were seen off at sea late this evening.

What is known here as "Bragg's Battery," con-

Iratsd otd Inder the supervision of Capt. Bragg,
contistihg ofone It-inch colnmbiad, ounder Capt.

idtrr, of the Jackson Mitissiippi Artillery; one 10-
inch ~oltmbiad, under Capt. Aderholt, of the
Georgia Battalion, and four large mortars, ender
command of Capt. Dick English, of the Natchez
Artillery, did splendid execution. The two colum-
blade of Copts. oerr and Aderholt, and one 10-
inch columbian, in a battery near Fort MteBRe,
about fifty yards from Brgg's Battery, acrose the
lagoon back of foRae, engaged the war vessels
with splendid effect. The Niagara received such
injuries that rhe did not participate In the engage.
ment to-day. She is now lying off in the Gulf
about six miles, with carpenters at work on her.
The Colorado did not come so near tiwvs morning,
but tried' to take McRue at' long range ; but her
shot fell short. This evening she moved up near
her former position-not quite so close to Mcrae--
and the three batteries commenced playing on her
again, with such sueeess that she weighed anchor
and put out again, with several holesein her. I
stw two shells from Kerr's columbiad burst in her
rigging, near her smoke stack.

No damage wRs done to McRse to-day. as the
vessels kept out of range. Yesterday six men
were killed at Fort IMcRe, at Capt. Smith's bat-
tery, by the falling in of the magazine, which ewn•
built of light timber and heavily laden with sand.
It was ccsieoned by two shells falling on it in ra-
pid succession. At the time it fell there were
'twety-one men in it. Some were pulled out by
the heels : the others had to be dng out, under a
heavy fire. Six men were killed by this accident.
One man had his 'egs shot off by a shell, and died
this morning. Our total loss is seven killed and
eight wounded-all at Fort McRue. No Louisi-
atlans.

Col. Villipigue, in command at the fort, was
slightly wounded in the arm by the bursting of a
hell. f
The Niagara and Colorado divided their shot

pretty equally between McRue and the Bragg Bat-
tory. They did no injury to the latter, but they
made some splendid shots, and canued the' boys to
lay flat very often. Itsaw one 8inch shell strike
within four feet of Capt. Aderholt, who was stand-
ing at the timne behind his gun, but fortunately it
did not burst. Capt. lierr's horse was hitched
neat his battery, and was killed by a shell.

It is impossible to discern what damage wa
done to Fort Pickens; but. judging from the nom
her of shell I saw burst in the Fort and around the
case-mates, I think "somebody was hurt."

Thus far, we have only fired each gun about
Ievery half hour. Some of them we have not tired
at all. We hare not commenced in earnest yet,
but are saving our powder and ball for the great
fleet. We have been firinc some to-night in order
to witness the action of our fouses. When I lett
Bragg's Battery this evening, there was one house
on fire in Warrington, and, judging from the light.
several have since burned. They were set on tire
by hot shell from Pickeons.

We had the pleasure yesterday of meeting with

Messrs. J. P. Richards, of Carter, and Ht. F.
Grimes, of Fleming, just from the vicinity of the
late brilliant achievement of the Kentucky boys
near Piketon. They were on their way as dele-
,gates to the Sovereign Convention at Russellville,
But were so delayed by railroad obstructions and
other causes that they arrived at Nashville just in
time to be advised by telegraph of the adjourn-
ment of the convention.

They give us some further and very interesting
details of the fight at Gauley, Pike c.u arty, and
fully confirm, in every particular, all that we pub-
lished on Tuesday last trom the lips of one of the
partlcipators in that glorious alffar.

During the nrogreas of the fight the Kentuckians
were loudly singing " Dixie," uzzaing for Jeffll.
Davis, and with intense vehemence cursing the
nipger-stealers who were invading our State.

The day alter Col. Williams withdrew from Pike-
ton, the Yankees occupied it. In crossing the
river a boat, with their largest and inest com-
mand, sunk in deep water, drowning six horses.
The guns went to the bottom.

Eph. B. Elliot,'of Carter, a brotser of Hon. J. M.
Elliot, who borrowed a gun at Piketon and went
out "on his own hook," fired the first shot and
killed one of the three advance guards.

Ourloss was as before stated-only five killed
and wounded. Among the latter we are grieved
to hear was the gallant and chivalrous Henry M.
Rust, State Senatortrom Greenup, who fell pierced
with no less than seven balls. His injuries were
so severe that it was necessary to leave him at a
house two miles from the battle field, where he
was subsequently taken prisoner by the Yankees.
ttis supposed his wounds were mortal.

Messrs. Richards and Grimes left Col. Williams
on Saturday night, the 16th inst., five miles from
Pound Gap, and within striking distance, with
2500 men, 400 of them.being cavalry. Three com-
psoies of Virginians were stationed immediately
at the Gap. Gei. Marshall was is the adjoining
county with 1500 men and a battery of artillery.

Our informant did not doubt Gen. Marshall's en-
tire ability to maintain his position, and even niake
offensive demonstrations against the largely supe-
rior force of the enemy.

The scene in the "Narrows".during the light is
represented as having been awful. The dead mes
filled the road in heaps and the wounded saseamed
terribly. The enemy was repulsed acm fairly
driven back twioe,and it was only when the llanit-
ing movement was attempted that Capt. Maywith-
drew his command. The blood of the killed and
wounded ran in streams into the river, and in the
panic and fright many of the Hessians were crowd-
ed off the perpendiacular bank and fell into the
water.

Gon. Bull Nelson i•tended to surrodnd and cut
off Col. Williams, as he dispatched he 'sad done,
but his plans missed. He divided his force into
two colnms, one of which was to march on Pike.
ton by way of the Sandy, and the other up John's
Creek. The fight took place at Gauley bridge
-over ivy Creek.

Capt, May had with him, all told, only 260 men,who were taken from the several companies of
eol. Williams' command. Tihe force of the Heo-
isans, itwns supposed, amounted from 1500 to 3000,

with one battery of artillery.
Messrs. Richards and Grimes assure us that there

could not have been less than 400 to 600 of the
Yankees killed and 150 wounded in the fight. The
Keltucky boys were in ambush on the hill-side
overhanging the narrow pass which the Yankees
filled, and when they opened fire they were not
distant from -the enemy more than from seventy.
fve to one hundred and fifty yards. Every man
took good and deliberate aim and every shot told.
The fire was kept up for nearly an hour, and so
earnest and determined were our men, that it was
exceedingly difficult to cause them to obey the
order of retreat, although they knew the Yankees
were attempting to cut them off by a flank move-
ment.-

We have been furnished with the St. Louis Dem-
ocrat, of the lbth instant, which contains six days
later intelligence than we have before had from
the Nortjs. tt.indieates that the Northern press
are bustil enaged in discussing thelegality of the
arrest of heassers. Mason and Slidell, and are unan-
imnous In its justification. A dispatch from Wash-
lton, dated the 1Sth instant, says on the subject:

The Ntional Intelligencer this morning contains
an elaborate article, frlly justifyiog the capture ofMason and Slidell. It cites authority to show that
under the anskowledged law of nations, Capt.
Wllkea .wae' atlthoried to hoard the English
steamer an•d demant the delivery of persons
charged with rebellids against the Government.
It is bhleved here that the article foreshadows the
ground which will be taken by the State Depart.
ment on the question.'
On the contrary the Canada press are exceed-

lagly indignant at the outrage.. the Toronto Globe
and Leader, as a dispatch from that city of the
teth alleges, both denounce the 'act with great
severity. In the language of the elegresph," The
Globe says it will add to the strength and dignity
of the American Government if the captives areliberated withoutremonstrance from Britain. The
Leader says it is an insult which the meanest Gov-
ernment ohl earth would enot submit to.t
Tee Democrat announces that Mtajor-GenetalHalloek, Comlmaiider-lo-Chief of the Western De-

partment, arrived in Sr. Loois on the 18th inst. He
was accompanied by Brigadier-Geaera S. Hamil-
ton. Indications point strongly to the transfefr,we think, of hiswhole army fron Springield, Mio.,
to Cairo, as a part of the invading eoroe down thealiilsoipti valley.

No doubt the vile traitors Johnston and
lMaynard are alluded to.

Five hindred seamen, under command of Corn
mender Wainwright, left Washington by railroad
on the 18th inst., for Cairo, where it is alleged that
they will join Commodore Foote's flotila, which,
we presume, is designed to come down the Missis-
sippi river simltaneoously with the projected at-

c on Columbus. At any rate the movement is
significant.

Four thousand Federal troops were preparing to
leave Maryland on the 18th inst., to "go into Vir-
ginia." the po'nt of their destination not being
mentioned.

The Washington authorities had learned that Col.
Corcoran and thirteen other Federal prisoners had
been selected at Richmondas hostages to await
the result of trial of our privateers at the North.

Latest front Calm.

Froe s thee s em phis Ayppal of Teaey il.]
We conversed on yesterday with a very intelli-

gent lady and gentleman who had just arrived
from Illinois. having left Cairo on the 20th inst.,
and derived from them some interesting informa-
tiso, later than any we have yet had from that sec-
tion. How they ran the blockade we shall not dis-
close, as others, "sympathizing with the rebels,"
may desire at some future time to-come the same
perilous route, as refugees from King Abraham's
dominions. These parties have lived in Southern
Illianois for some mouths, and are returning to Lou-
isiana, their former State of residence.

They assert that the new Federal gunboats had
not arrived front St. Louis, as stated, they not be:
ing yet completed, and were not expected until
the middle at nest month or later.

It appears that after Fremont was superseded,
the work on them ceased, owing to a stampede
among the mechanics. who refused to labor with-
out prospect of pay. Fremont made the contracts
for their construction.

Bat two gunboats were on the Ohio river in ser-
vice, the one at Cairo and the other Paducah-the
same that, have recently been paying semi-occa-
sional visits to Columbus.

We further learn that there Is no doubt of the
withdrawal of Hunter's army from Springfield,
Mo., with the view of their transfer to Cairo, as a
part of the invading force down the Mliasisippi
valley. The troops from Cape Girardeau, Bird's
Point, and even Springfield, (ll.) were also to be
dispatched to the same point.

The general .talk among officers and men was
that the army at Cairo was to be increased to over
I00i000 strong before any advance movement is
made on Colunmbus. The force there new is not
over 15,000 : that at Paducah about 8000; but re-
inforcementa were going in very rapidly. The plan
of attach, it was whispered among the knowing
ones, would be to come down on both sides ot the
river simultaneously, and completely surround our
army, cutting off communication and supplies from
the south by both river and rail.
Gea. Grant's wife, who went over with our in-

formants in a boat to Paducah, on the 20th instant,
alluded to this expedition, and said the expectation
of her husband was that Columbus would be taken,
and that by May next the whole rebellion would
be wiped out."

The St. Louis Republican of a !lte date gives
the following as the result of the recent elections
in the North :

The Denmoorats have carried New Jersey, each
branch of the Legislature being Demeocratic, and
giving a iemneraic mreajority onas the popular vote.
Last fall it gave a majority of its electoral vote to
President Lincoln.

In Wisconsin a part of the Democratic state
ticket, and nerhaps al of it, elected. The Demo-
crats may ihave the House of Assembly. Lincolt's
majority last fall, 21,000. Democratic gain, 22,040
or 23l,0l.

In Illinris. two-thirds of the Constitutional ('on-
veseton l)emcratic. Last fall the Rlepublicans
carried both branches oi the Legislature, and gave
President .inceoln 12.000 majority.

In New York and Ohio the Republicans are
utterly demoralized and broken up in oreaniza-
tion. In the first named State the Inemoerats
have largely increased their strength in the Legis-
lature.

in Massachusetts the Republican vote has fallen
off about a0,000 since last year, while the Demo-
craotic vote is nearly as great as it was then.

These resublts ildicate that one of the most re-
markable and decided political revolutions ever
witnessed in the country-is in progress.

The Democrat of the 19th, the original Abolition
organ of the same city, in endeavoring to explain
these apparent defeats of the old Black Republican
party, says :

Now what are the facts. In New Jersey, Illi-
nois, New York and Ohio, the Republicans gave
up their distinctive party organization and nomin-
ated Union tickets: in the first two States the
Democrats have galled the Republicans iotao the
nomination of Democrats in strong Republican
counties, refused to reciprocate by nominating
Republicans in Democratic counties. When the
votes were counted It was found that the IlRepublic-
ans had faithfully anppsrted the Union Democratic
nominees but tihe Democratic partisans scratched
the Republican names, and hence the Democrats
succeeded in electing a majority of their candi-
dates. In Wisconsin the Republicans have elected
the entire State ticket; bult lost tile Assembly-
the Senate, however, is still Republican. The de-
creased popular vote worked to the disadvantage
o1 the Republicans.

In New York ithe Democratic presses named
studiously conceal the fact that the first proposition
for Uniaon noiuiations, irrespective of party, ema-
nated from the Republicans, and ignore entirely
tihs other important fact, that the Republican con-
vention unanimonusly endorsed the Union Demo-
cratic tiaket, headed by the patriotic Democrat,
Hen. Daniel S. Dickinson. They gave their solid
IRepublican vote for that ticket. in Ohio it Is no-
torious that the Republicans might have elected
thie State ticket easily, had they tried, but waiving
party claims, and ino setriking con5,ast with the
emocratic politicians, (who refused to join in

Union nominations, and nominated a full party
ticket) supported with all their strength that lile-
long Democrat, David Todd for Governor.

We are not disposed to strike for party names
in a crisis like the present. It is no time to waste
words uponl party sticcesses or party defeats, but
the attempt to palm oat the results of the late elec-
tions as an evidence of the increasing popularity
of bogus Diemocracy, merits the contempt of an
honest people.
