We
were enabled, through the kindness of our many
riends in tile city, to procure anything that we
night need to roender our unhappy oondition as
camfortable as the eiretnattances would permit.
tWe had Ifrequent assurances that our friends were
massy, and that we should lack for nothing, if they
!a,eild be pervntted to administer to our wants.
There has bern evidently a softening of feeling,

!ttendeds with deonstlrations of kindness, towards
s nand the cause we represented. Kindness and

deeds of charity manifested towards the Federal
prisoners in Risehmond, have been circulated
hrol•gh the Northern papers with a happy effect.
Wte have more than once been recipients of dona-
rions from tire athers or mothers of prisoners held
as sleh ill tile South.

We were assured that men of influence and
slaldilg are using their' otmost endeavors to bring
about a reaction and chr nge of sentiment. This
is extensively felt. and is ripening into rebellion.
The greatest anxiety was felt from the conse-
quences that might arise froma the slip of the block-
,de by Messrs. Mason and Slidell. Three steamers
avere snat irmmediately in search of them. From

the same source we leare that all circles are ax-.
aus to bring about a full exchange of prisoners.

OISOTCOHED TO THE NEW ORLEANS CRESCENT

From Richmond.
Rrcnnon, Nov. 27.-Congress to-day refused to

pass a law authorizing an advance to be made
to ilahters on their crops in Treasury notes or
Confederate bonds, and much surprise is expressed
at the absurdity of the proposition. The State of
Missouri is admitted into the Confederacy by Con-
gress as one of the Confederate States.

RIttcnoNr , Nov. 28.-The President to-day signed
the bill admitting Missouri into the Confederacy.
SThe proceedings in Congress are unimportant so
far as the bustnesn of that body has been made I
public. Nothing of interest from the camps. The
President's proclamation, announcing the addition
of lissouri to the Confederacy, appears in the
Richmond papers to-m'orrow.

Ricnotos, Nov. 28, 9:30 P. Md.-Nothing of in-
terest from camps. The Savannah lRepublican has
a letter from a promiuent officer in Gen. Floyd'scommand, dated Camp Mercer, 24th, giving a de-
tailed account of movements. Since leaving Cot-
ton Hill a number of skirmishes have occurred and
some quite general in character, but in none of
item did our forces sustain but a slight loss, while
the enemy suffered greatly. Only a few tents were
lost in onr retreat. The command expects to go
into winter quarters at P'eteratown, in Monroe
county. The roads are almost impassable, and it
is thought neither the Yankees nor ourselves can
accomplish anything until next spring.

From New York, via Richmond.
NEW YORK, Nov. 25.-The Herald of this morn-

ing says: Nothing important from Washinglon to-day. The troops designated for winter quarters
are those near Washington city. Arrests have
been made in Maryland of parties for giving aid
and comfort to the Confederates, and supplying
the South with Northern papers. The bnglish
papers bring reports of speeches by the French
Minister and Palmerston, at the Lord Mayor's
banquet in London, and the same night Messrs.
Yancey and Mann made peeches. At another en-
tertainment in London Mr. Yancey said he was
pleased with the attitude of France, England and
Spain towards the belligerents of the South.

From the commencement of the war the enemy
has looked to the invasion of the magnificent val-
ley.watered by the Mississippi as a movement not
second in importance to an advance on Richmond.

The possession of this great valley,
grander and richer than the Valley of the Nile.
teeming with the agrioultural products of two
aones, the cereals of the North and the cotton and
sugar of the South, is a prize most tempting to both
theiren pidity and ambition. To its conquest they
have looked forward with unconcealed impatience
and anxiety.

The Northwest, especially, is deeply interested
in thile aechievement. Tile Mississippi is its great
highway to market, on whose shores its grainu and
stockh huve htrherlto found ready sale, and on whose
bosom they have been borne to the golf forforeign
exportation. The thought of this mighty otreala
failing under the conarol of eoemies excites its ut-
most jealolsy and ire. Duglaus knew the key to
strike to arouse the war spirit of the West, when
he lalsei asserted, ibefore the inauguration of the
present ar. theat the rebels had blockaded the
Miosisssippi against YWestern commerce. The cotn-
trot of this river, with tie market alone its baiks,
isl te oirjcrt wtich, above all others, calls torth
the swarming oast nof tie great Northwest to bat-
tie with the Sotah. Thie prisoners recently taken
at Belmonut ~sy that it is for this elleily threy are
fiAhting. We may, therefore, expect that tihe
tiercest struggeis of tihe war will be is tihe titseis-
sippi Voalley. Here the opposing hosts o two sec-
tions will meet in the shock of the mightiest bait-
ties, and rie cohtest for supremacy will bie decided.al
Tihe combined stregli of tie Northl will lere ibe
ultimatrely concentrated, for tIhe tilol straggie
whic is to dercide the destiny of the Soutlh.

Tihe necrsaity for the concentration of a vast
army on the l'otlueac to defend Washington has
forced the Federals to postpone the Missiaesippi ex-
pedition ; bnt an tte meantime they have been
busily preparing r it fit. .\leet of gratuloats ant
transh olr ts has been in course of preiaratieon: and
a large ,lrly ha been recruited for tlies special
purpIse in tie West anuld North. They are now
getting teady to strikle the great blowu which are
to give them possession of this iireonse region.
We are inclined ts belierve tihat tihe demonstsration
will he made oa avast scale. Hlunter's arrmy ,
moving back to St. Louis to enage in it, andl be-
sides tile large force now at Cairo and olaer lmints,
the plrobaility is that a portion ot r the army at
Washington wsill be detailed for the saite service.

The army of this valley
should be swelled to hundreds of thonsasdt. Lin-
coln. we are told, will recommend the increase of
the Federal army to a million'of men, as offering
the only chance of subjugating the South. Wemay
rest assured that the swarming myriads of the
North will be summoned to the strife, and induced
to enlist by the delusive hope st bringing the war
to a speedy and victorious close for them. The
notion of Xerxes to conquer by force of over-
wihelming nombers is now the favorite idea of the
Lincoln Administration. They must be met, on
the part of the South, with Grecian unanimity and
valor.

They must find a Thermopylre and a Spartan
hand in every pass ; and a Marathon as Spalamis in
every scene of action. It is well for us to be fully
alive to the magnitude of the dangers whric
threaten aus, not that a panic may seize the publit
mind, hbt that we may calmly and firmly prepare
to meet them. Every man in this valley should
prepare to breast the tide of ineuion. It is thou
that we wvill make the assurance of victory doubly
sure.

CnANGEu OF THE VitcINIt CoNSTrrtUTIO.--Ithe

Virginia Convention Mr. Blakely offered the follow-
ing resolution:

Resolved, That the Committee on the Constitu-
tion be instructed so to amend their report as to
provide-

1. That no one who shall become a citizen of the
Confederate States of America alter the close of
the existing war shall be entitled to vote.

2. That no such person shall be eligible to the
General Assembly, or to the oitices of Governor,
Lieutenant-Governor or Judge of the Supreme
Court of Appeals or Circuit Court.
3. That the Justices of each county shall be

elected by the people of the whole county during
good behavior.

4. That the present Judges of the Supreme Court
of Appeals and of the Circuit Court, for the period
prescribed in said report, the Justices of the Peace
now in office during good behavior, and the other
county officers until the expiration of the terms to
which they have been respectively elected.

The resolutions were laid on the table and or-
dered to be printed.

THE FIGHT AT GUYANDOTTE.-About one hundred
Union and Yankee prisoners passed throogh this
city yesterday, en route to Richmond. On the 9th
inst., Col. Clarkson, of the Cavalry, from Gen.
Floyd's Brigade, marched some 200 miles to Guy-
andotte, and completely surprised the Yankee
troops nto the town, numbering two hundred and
litty, under the command of Col. Whaley, one of
the traitor mtembers of Congress elected from
Western Virginia. Col. Clarkson arrived at the
village about 8 o'clock A. iM., took possession of
the bridge, and cut oil all retreat. The fight lasted
about one hour, the Yankees fighting Item the
houses and places of concealment. Re took nine-
ty-eight prisoners, killed forty, wounded fifty, and
caused many to be drowned who took to the river
for escape. Only some forty of the whole saved
their bacon. WVe also captured two hundred nod
fiity Eufield rifles, $5000 worth of clothing, thirty
oavtaly horses, and various other plunder valued
at $25,0110. We lost two men killed and live
wounded. The people of the town received our
men with great cordiality, and gave them a fine
suoper.
Tley remained until 8 o'clock next morning,

and returned to Gen. Floyd's camp with all their
trophies of victory. The enemy soon alfter took
possession of the town and burnt it. Both officers
and men behaved well, and espeelally gallant was
the conduct of Col. Ctarkson, Lient.-Col. Jenkins,
Capt. Pate and others. The Yankee Colonel was
taken prisoner, and being placed on his parole of
honor, managed to make his escape on the march.

AFiFECTIo ScEsrE.-Among the p rioners brought
here yesterday morning from Western Virginia was
a brother of our to;vsmaun, John J. Wade, and a
native of Amherst county, who, recreant to all the
duties of patriotism, and deaf to the calls of his
native State tor aid, had turned against her in the
hour of her trial, and joined in with those whot
were seeking her subjugation.
