It may not be so generally known as it should
be that there are now congregated at sNashville
several thousand sick soldiers fromr the army at
Bowling Green, so that, the capacity of the reg-
ular hospitals of the city having been exhausted,
it has become necessary to establish others, within
which the sufferers might find shelter, medical
treatment and the watchful and tender care of the
ladies who compose the Tennessee Hospital Soci-
ety, pre. ided over by tMrs. Dr. Shelby. It would
be dilicult, from what has been made public as to
the operations of this association of amiable and
benevolent ladies, to exaggerate the amount of
good it has accomplished since the war began.
Its meals are now, however, taxed to that degree
that it has been found necessary to make appeals
for aid in money, clothing. provisions and necessa-
ries for the sick and convalescent under its charge,
and we sincerely Trust that our people will be
liberal and prompt in coming to their aid. It
shou d be remembered that those who fill the hos-
pitals at Nashville are not all Tennesseeans, for
they come from the regiments at Bowling Green,
sent from Kentucky, Mississippi, Arkansas and
Texas, as well as from Tennessee. The people of
Nashville have, as all know, shown themselves
second to no other community in the Confederacy
in patriotic zeal and generous contributions to the
general cause; but their resources are, after all,
limited, and liable to exhaustion, unless strength-
ened by assistance from other quarters.

The Tennessee Hospital Society has two agents
in this city, who will receive and transmit to Nash-
ville all contributions which our patriotic and
benevolent citizens may be disposed to make.

South Carolinians Burning their Cotton.
CnstrE•TO-X, Nov. 29.--All the patriotic plant-

ers on the seaboard are hourly applying the torch
to their crops of cotton and rice, and some of them
have authorized the military authorities to destroy
their crops, to prevent the ravages of the Yankees.
The plantations on North Edisto and neighbor-
hood, and elsewhere on the coast of Carolina, are
one sheet of flame and smoke.

Capt. Cuthbert Sent North in Irons.
Svn•ssA•r, Nov. 29,-The Republican of this

morning says John Chaplan, who was arrested at
Hilton Head, has been released, and reports that
the enemy have about 25,000 men and 63 vessels at
Fort Walker, now Fort Wells, as named by the
Yankees.

The Lincolnites are loud and hitter against the
South Carolinians, and say an expedition is coming
under Butler to take Charleston, and one under
Burnside to take Savannah.

Capt. Cuthbert, a Carolinian, taken prisoner by
the Lincolnites, has been sent North in irons.

The Federals are making improvements on the
Island for a permanent occupation.

The News says the enemy landed a regiment at
Tybee yesterday, and seven vessels are inside of
the boar.

RICoONDio, Nov. 29.-In Congress the proceed-

ingsa were unimportant, su tar as made public.

Brigadier-Gen. Henry R. Jackson, from Green-
brier liver, is here, en route for Georgia, to take
command as Major-General of the Georgia troops.

From Nashville.
NA=HItLsr.E, NOV. 29.-A gentleman arrived here

this evening from Clarksville says a dispatch re-

ceived there from General Forrest states that a
scouting party of 600 cavalry attacked the Lincoln-
ites near Madisonville, Ky., to day, oompletely

routing them and killing about 90. No other par-
ticulars.

The Bowling Green correspondent of the Union

and American, in his letter dated to-day, (29th)
says Gens. Breckinridge and Hindman's brigades
have both returned to Bowling Green, and say the
rumors of the Federals having crossed Green
river in large force are untrue.
