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THE NORTHERN CONGRESS.

The Northern Congress meets inWashlagton
City to-day; and as this is what is called "the
long session," it will probably remain there until
April or May, unless in the meantime, as we de-
voutly hope may be the ease, it is driven off to the
North by.the victorious arms of our Confederate
Soldiers.

Accompanying .the members of. Congress there
will probably be more than the tmoal number of
hangers-on, contractors, pectlators, adventurers
and thieves generally, who will find the Federal
city even: a richer placer to work in than udual,
notorious as it was for subch things under the old
Government. There, has never been a "season"
in Washington in which rogues have held higher
carnival than they will do In the one which com-
mences to-day.

Among the many other proofs of the utter in-
capacity of the Yankee race for self-government,
one of the strongest is the prodigal waste and
squander of the public money.which they indulge
in whenever they have the power, and are not
immediately responsible to public sentiment. In
the old Union it was almost a certain thing that a
Northerner's vote could be easily gotten for an
appropriation, no matter what*its character or
what amount of Traud upon the Government it
involved. In this way they doubled the expenses
of the Government in a few years; and they lav-
ished money so freely that not only was Washing-
ton City thick with thieves, but the' Pactolisu
stream of Government gold penetrated all parts of
the North to that extent that many of the people
regarded the Government as a great eleemosynary
institution, established mainly for the purpose of
difiosing benefite and largesses among the masses.

With a degree ol folly for which no parallel can
be found, these people have alreadyrplunged their
Government intoea debt which they cannever pay,
and their Congress meets today for the purpose of
still further swellingits enormous proportions. All
ordinary legislation will be suspended in the pres-
ence ot " the great rebellion," and all their ener-
gies will be bent to the porpose of raisingmen and
money with the diabolical design of invading the
homes of Southern people, shedding their blood,
and crushing out their rights and their liberties.

Next to this, the principal business of this con.
clave will be to denounce, traduce and villify the
people of the South. An equal number of the se-
lectest spirits from the regions of the damned
would hardly contain more of venom, of malice
and all uncharitableness, and of inextinguishable
hatred of everything Southern, than will this nest
of unclean birds who flock together to-day to de-
file the chambers of the Federal capitol.

The result of their deliberations will prove, if
there was any necessity for further proof of it, the
incapacity of these people to manage the affoirs of
a Bepublic, and their total unfitness for the respon-
sibilities of empire. It was with difficulty in the
old Union, when the South was fully represented
in both Houses of Congrese, that even some sem-
blane of respect for Constilntions and laws was
maintained. With the departure of Southern rep-
resentatives, there went out of the Federal Con.
gress nearly all that there was of statesmanship,
of respect for law, of regard for right and ,jstice.
and of all else that kept the Union from being a
wreck years ago.

The whirlwind of popular passion and frenzied
madness which has swept over the Northlhas car-
ried away the last vestige of friendly feeling for
the South, and the ItRepresoetatives who meet in
Washington to-day will be animated by one com-
mon impulse of vindictive hatred. Let us not
think that a voice will be raised there in our be-
half, or that, if raised, it would fail to be drowned
by the hootings and howlings of this infuriated

aob of Northern legislators. The South, happily,
can resist the shock-and her enemies will find
that her courage and determination will only rise
the higher in the presence of all the preparations
that are made to subdue her.

searched, a large lot of. Mr. Blineau's goods were
found. She has evidently been pilfering on a
wholesale scale everything which she could lay her
hands upon in the way of silver, glassware, crock-
cry, groceries, wines, fruits and preserves. She
was locked up for examination.

M•r. McDonald submitted a resolution setting

forth the imperative duty of the Legislature to
Sprovide some mode for aiding the cotton planters
to discharge their obligations to the Government
and theirfamilies.

Singillar Incident.

We were yesterday informed by a gentleman of
an incident remarkable alike for its singularity as
well as for its melancholy fulfilment to the brother
of one of the parties concerned. Just before the
war broke out, and before Lincoln's proclamation
was issued, a young Virginian, named Summerfield,
was visitingin the city of New York, where he
made the acquaintance of the two Misses Holmes,
from Waterbury, Vt. He became somewhat inti-
mate with the young ladies, and the intercourse
seemed to be mutually agreeable. -Te proclama-
tion was issued, and the whole North thrown into
a blaze of excitement. Upon visiting the ladies
one evening, and at the bour of parting, they- re-
marked to Summerfeld that their present meeting
would probably be the last, .thlleoy must hurry home
to aid in making up the overcoats and clothing for
the volunteers from their town. Summerfleld ex-
pressed his regret that they must leave, but at the
same time especially requoestd them to see that
the overcoats were well made, as it was his inten-
tion, if he ever met the Vermont regiment in bat-
tle, to kil one of them and take his coat.

Now for the sequel. Virginia seceded. The 2d
Vermont regiment, a portion of which was from
the town of Waterbury, was sent'to Virginia. The
battle of Manassas was fought, in which they were
engaged, and so was Summerfield. During the
battle S. marked his man, not knowing to what
State he belonged, the fatal ball was sped on its
errand of death, the victim fell at the flash of the
gun, and upon rnshingup to secure the dead man's
arms, Summerfold observed that he had a fine
new overcoat strapped to his back, which he de-
termined to appropriate to his own use. The fight
was over, and Summerfield had time to examine
his prize, when, remarkable as it may appear, the
coat was marked in the lining with the name of
Thomas Holmes, and in the pockets were found
letters signed with the name of the sister, whom
Summerfield had known inNew York, and to whom
be had made the remark we have quoted, in which
tihe dead man was addressed as brother. The evi-
dence was conclusive ; he had killed the brothue
of hit friend, and the remark which he had mawe
in jest had a melancholy fulfilment. We are asa
sured this narrative is literallytrue. Summerteld
now wears the coat, and our informant states is
not a little impressed with the singularity of the
coincidence.

The traditionary policy of the United States
does not permit the search of vessels except as a
belligerent right, on the high seas, and whether it
is safe to abandon our own maritime principles for
the sake of a temporary advantage, may.be doubt-
ful. Hereafter our long settledpolicy may work
in our favor. But, if we adept British precedents, 1
5 the capture of the tlnisters would find ample justi-
tication.
