Ne•w YOaK, NovemOber S.-We have justlearned
of the arrest upon the hligh seas, from on-board a
British mail steamer, by a vessel of war of the
United States, of the traitors Mason and Slidell.
With this comes the information that they were
given up " under protest" of the British cap-
tain, and Brilish subjects here are already making
a huge cry against what they declare to be a
"high.htanded outrage," and one that must be
atoned for, etc.
